The municipal flags in the
Republic of Macedonia

The Municipal flags in the Republic of Macedonia
are diverse in their inspiration and creation. In terms
of the type, generally, they are flags with the coat of
arms of the municipality incorporated , of course with-
out heraldic evaluation of the coat of arms. This situa-
tion is mainly due to the way the public bids conditions
are set, so most design contests for the flag contain
the wording “coat of arms of the municipality must be
applied on the flag”. In this way not only the authors
were not particularly motivated to research vexillol-
ogy, although almost all public bids offered specific
reward for a flag design. Mostly, the creation of the flag
is simple application of the Coat of Arms on a single
coloured textile, or on any of the usual combinations:
red with yellow or blue with white.

We can conclude that there is positive progress in the
manner and content of recently published tenders for
the flag and Coat of Arms of the municipalities, where
respect for heraldry and vexillologic rules are prereq-
uisite (e.g. the Municipalities of Kriva Palanka and
Aerodrom). In order to obtain better graphic solutions,
MHS together with the Ministry of Local Government
attempts to standardize the competition conditions.

Every serious attempt of scientific analysis of the
flags of the municipalities that are in official use in
the Republic of Macedonia leads to several important
factors which have a decisive influence in the creation
(adoption) of any flag.

There are units of local government which do not
fully comply with the legal requirements and for years
have been using incorrect symbols, and do not follow
the procedure for obtaining approval for usage of the
Coat of Arm and flag nor are they registered in the Reg-
ister kept at the Ministry of Local Government.

Obviously our attention will focus on the flags of ad-
ministrative units that presently have the status of local
governments, although the former municipalities had
positive and negative examples as well.

The establishment of Arms and flag is a process in
which, above all, the particular symbols used are im-
portant. The choice of them should therefore be initi-
ated by the municipalities themselves or the citizens
which will identify with these symbols.

The approach of the study and analysis of the flags is
customized according to specific positive and negative
examples, thus setting the real trends in the develop-
ment and application of vexillology and heraldry in the
symbols of the local government.

Flags can be classified in several ways. In terms of
proportion, flags with 2:1 proportions (width:height)

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significantly dominate flags with a 4:3 proportion,
while the number of flags having other proportions is
insignificant.

According to the number of colours several groups
can be differentiated: single color, combination of two
colors, and combination of three or more colours.

1) Most of the flags in the group of one color are in
red, followed by blue, white, and yellow.

2) In the group with two colours, the majority of the
flags are in red and yellow, then blue-white, blue-red
and red-black combination of colors;

3) For the combination of three colors, the flags in
red-yellow-black combination dominate, but very of-
ten the color green appears.

Exploring the meaning of the full context with other
symbols, is hard since the bids for most municipali-
ties do not include submission of the explanation of the
symbolism, which should be compulsory. It is neces-
sary for municipalities in the process of establishment
of municipal symbols to consult heraldic authorities,
since very often, due to the lack of competence of the
committees which make the choice, it happens that the
most representative and scientifically sound proposals
are not selected, even if the municipality awards the
proposal. Regardless of whether the incentives will be
of material, political or some banal local-patriotic urge,
the damage that is inflicted on the image of the munici-
palities can be far-reaching.

Regarding the symbolism, it is obvious that most of
the flags are not representing the identity of the local
governments in question, but have other pretensions;
there are several dramatic examples of municipal
flags whose pretension is particularly strong. Instead
of exploring the symbolism of the region, national
symbols are used.

Legislation has not defined the obligatory use of
the symbols of municipalities, but it is stipulated that:
“local governments may have their own flag and coat
of arms”. It is obvious that the needs of municipali-
ties will force adoption of certain symbols, but some
municipalities have Coats of Arms which are still not
official symbols.

On the other hand, there are municipalities that are
using symbols that do not fully comply with the pro-
visions of the Law for Local Government, which pro-
hibits the use of state or national symbols, or the sym-
bols of other states. Obviously in certain areas with
mixed ethnic composition, it is awrong interpretation
of the right to emphasize the uniqueness of the local
community. As most typical representatives stand the
Flags of municipalities Zajas, Staro Nagoricane.

The use of the symbol of the sun of Kutlesh (Ver-
gina) as the official flag of the Republic of Macedonia
(1991-95) undoubtedly had an impact on the creation
of municipal flags where the symbol is applied in
full or in a stylized version. (Flags of municipalities
Makedonska Kamenica, Drugovo).

There is certainly a need to define and prohibit the
use of the sun of the state flag, or define when and
how it can be used and to what extent a sun should
then differ from that on the state flag. A typical ex-
ample of this group is the flag of the municipality
Sopiste which has taken one half of the national flag
of the Republic of Macedonia. Worse is the duplica-
tion of symbols of the sun, one on the Arms and other
from the state flag. This produces the problem in the
practical application of transparent white background
or displaying the flag horizontally.

On the other hand, progress is evident regarding the
replacement of old “Coats of Arms” and flags based
on the Socialist vexillological and heraldic practice.
We salute the processes in which the old “Coat of
Arms” with imposed symboliism are receiving a sus-
tained heraldic approach where heraldic symbols and
their meaning have priority.

Most typical example of such a successful change
is Bitola, and the most persistent in the process of
reaching a sustained proposal for municipal symbols
is the local authority of the municipality of Aracinovo,
which made three attempts to successfully complete
the procedure for adoption of municipal symbols.

The use of the heraldic symbol of the five pointed

star still continues, but now mostly as a decorative
element or symbol to show the number of settlements
in the municipality (municipal flags Krivogastani and
Mavrovo-Rostushe).

Another notable group comprises the municipalities
using the initial letter(s) of the name of the municipal-
ity, but such application is questionable especially if
the letter is not written the same way in the Cyrillic
alphabet and Latin. In the case of the flag of the mu-
nicipality Novaci, the initial letter is incorrectly ap-
plied the symbol of the sun or and in the flag of the
Municipality of Aerodrom the letter “A” is improp-
erly placed on the shield whilst the symbol of the sun
is applied outside the shield, so it is neither a crest nor
an integral part of the shield (flags of the Municipali-
ties of Ilinden, Gorce Petrov, Novaci and Aerodrom).

Among the most common mistakes on most “Coat
of Arms and the flag is the forbidden use of the name
of the municipality as is the case with Radovis, Kisela
Voda and other municipalities while the municipality
of Kicevo even used the official name of the state.

Recently, flags have emerge which have the wrong
graphic approach in usage of some special effects and
nuances of colour (the municipalities of Saraj and
Rosoman), or usage of non-defined and non-standard
colours such as the flag of the Municipality Lozovo
where it is difficult to determine whether the colour in
the middle is dark blue or dark green. Certainly these
phenomena are not in tune with vexillological rules.
This phenomenon is particularly emphasized in sev-
eral municipalities, and primarily there is a need to
establish graphic standards for use of official symbols
of the municipality. Therefore, the efforts of MHS
should move towards greater awareness by municipal
authorities of the meaning and the use of arms and
flag of the municipalities.

There are cases when there are many good heral-
dic and vexiollogical solutions that have only a small
mistake due to non- respecting of heraldry rules as is
the case with Coat of Arms / flag of the Municipality
Karpos. Failure to comply with the rule of tincture,
use of white (silver) over yellow (gold), is an ex-
ample, resulting in the use of shadows, gradient and
other effects.

There are flags where the application of a Coat of
Arms as part of the flag is improperly derived. For ex-
ample, Sveti Nikole “shield” on the flag is presented
transparently, i.e. as derived lines, which actually im-
plies that the shield does not exist. Besides repeating
one of the most common errors for applying the name
of the municipality on the shield, - even transcription
of the name in abbreviated form - St. Nikole is not
only an heraldic but a grammatical error, since it is an
abbreviation allowed only to a saint.

Certainly there are municipalities whose flags are
particularly distinctive and are given priority in the
selection of regional recognition of the region, such
as flags of the Municipalities of Kocani and Kavadarci
which are very good vexillology and symbolic repre-
sentation.

Specially interesting is the group that emphasizes
the values of municipalities affirmative values. Ex-
amples are the symbol of the Mother Goddess of
Tumba Madzari on the flags of the Gazi Baba; then
vasilicharkata on Vevcani flag; with the symbol of the
bird goddess (rock art) and fleur de lys Cross from the
monestery St. Nicholas (v. Psaca) on the flag of the
municipality Rankovce and the Vinica Kale icon Ter-
racotta on the flag of the municipality Vinica.

Use of a mythological symbol is a very rare occur-
rence in the local heraldry in Macedonia. On the arms
and flag of the municipality of Centar we find the bird
phoenix, which symbolizes the renewal of Skopje

Another rarity is the flag of the municipality of
Krusevo, which is taken from the flag of Krusevo mil-
itary company , imposed as a symbol of preservation
and promotion of the city and preserving the Ilinden
traditions.

As a rare example is the introduction of landmark
protection of UNESCO and its application in the flag
of the Municipality of Ohrid, although this use is dis-
puted by experts in this field.

As a typical example of a pure vexillological flag
stands the banner of Tetovo.

There are flags and coats that need to be changed
since they represent so-called “landscape heraldry,
for example the Arms of the municipality Zelenikovo,
Kisela Voda, or the municipality of Butel.

An interesting example is the flag and coat of arms
of Kriva Palanka, where alongside the stylized repre-
sentation of the Monastery of Joakim Osogovski, as a
secondary symbol appears the simit a Kriva Palanka
landmark and as a souvenir of the city there is por-
trayed on an escutcheon, the original heraldic symbol
“simit node in form of a cross” which for centuries
has established itself as the mark for Kriva Palanka.
