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The term flag means a fabric with a precisely
defined pattern and colors on which a symbol is
displayed, and at the same time it represents a
symbol itself. Modern flags can also be defined
as a piece of fabric or similar material that bears
the insignia of a sovereign state, community,
organization, armed forces, office, or individual.
The flag is usually, but not always, elongated and
attached to one end of a spear or mast (Britannica
2019). The science that deals with the study of
flags and their development is called vexillology
(Smith 1975). The science of creating and
designing flags is called vexillography (Smith
2001).

Theexactoriginofflagsisunknown. However,
flag-like objects have appeared as symbols since
ancient times. The oldest confirmed artifacts
of this type have been found in ancient Egypt.
The use of flaglike objects has been confirmed
in China and India. From antiquity, the Roman
signa militaria represented by the vexillum and
the legions aquila are especially interesting (Ha-
neBcku 2011). Namely, the Roman vexillum will
become the basic component in the name of the
science of flags. Data from the time of ancient
Macedonia that have been preserved inform that
the ancient Macedonian phalanx walked sub
signum and signa infestis (I[Ipoesa 1997, 113).
Flags began to acquire their present-day form
in the ninth century in Byzantium (Mwusbko-
Buk 2003, 23). In fact, the broadly developed
Byzantine vexillological practice is evidenced
by Pseudo-Kodin (Auosuh 2008, 23).

In Western Europe in the Middle Ages, flags
and vexillology were an integral part of heraldry
(JonoBckm 2019, 33). Namely, in the Middle Ages,
flags were used primarily as heraldic symbols in
battle. This made it easier to identify the armored
knights than just the heraldic coats of arms
painted on shields. Cities - states and communes,
like those of the Old Swiss Confederation -
began using flags during this period too. Typical
example of this is the Schaffthausen flag whose
first use was recorded in 1218 when the city was
declared free (Britannica 2011).

During the early modern period, regimental
flags became a common sight on the battlefield.

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the beginning of the 17th century, it became a
common and later legal obligation to carry flags
on ships to indicate their state affiliation. Some
of these flags will become the national and naval
flags of some countries today.

The use of flags outside their military or naval
purpose began with the emergence and rise of
national movements in the late 18th century.
Thus, the appearance of the flags of countries such
as Austria, Denmark or Turkey remains deeply
woven into the world of legends, while others,
such as those of Poland and Switzerland, stem
from the heraldic practice of the Middle Ages.
In the 17th century, several flags appeared in
the wake of revolutionary struggle. One of them
was the flag of the Netherlands, which appeared
during the 80-year Dutch revolt against Spanish
domination and is also the first tricolor flag.
The Dutch tricolor first appeared in 1575 (Jean
Rey1837, 515f), and the colors of the present-
day flag were made official in 1652 (De Jonge
1831, 60-70). This situation continued until the
French Revolution (Jonoscku 2015, 223) when
the period of flags that are not directly related to
heraldic coats of arms began. Although not the
oldest, the French tricolor played a huge role in
the spread of this new type of flag.

Slowly but surely, from the 19th century until
today, flags have become the most recognizable
state symbols. Together with the coat of arms and
the anthem, they form the pillar through which
each state expresses its symbolic identity. The
basic function of the state flag is the symbolic
marking of the state as well as the creation,
maintenance and promotion of state and national
identity. In order to achieve this function, the
flag as a symbol gives uniformity, and through
that leads to agreement on its meaning which
is widely accepted, respected, and cherished
by the vast majority of the members of a state
community. In addition, the flag serves to
project and differentiate that symbolic harmony
of the community before other states and other
communities, which makes the aspirations and
meanings of the symbols clearly known. The
oldest state flag in use to date is the Danish
Dannebrog first witnessed in the mid-14th
century (Bjerg 2006, 12).

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At the beginning of the 19th century, the
revolutionary European waves spread to the
Balkans. Accelerated industrial development
in Europe, the need for resources, secure trade
routes and new markets were the main driving
forces in the accelerated and inevitable collapse
of the great Ottoman Empire. In the whirlwind of
revolutions, the new Balkan states were born, and
with that, their state flags appeared. The purpose
of this paper is to review the flags of neighboring
countries: Greece, Serbia, Montenegro, Bulgaria,
Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Kosovo.

THE FLAG OF GREECE

Greece was the first country in the Balkans to
gain independence, and thus the first country to
promote a state flag. Several unofficial flags were
used during Ottoman rule in Greece, these flags
usually featured a Byzantine double-headed eagle,
a cross, or depictions of saints and various mottos
and slogans (Scartsis 2017, 38). There are reports
that Christian Greek Spahi cavalry in the service
of the Ottoman sultan was allowed to use flags
within Epirus and the Peloponnese. These flags
are thought to have had a blue cross on a white
field with a picture of St. George killing a dragon
(fig.1) and were used from 1431 to 1639, when
this privilege was almost completely restricted by
the Sultan. In the Ottoman Empire, ships owned
by members of the Rum millet, representing the
so-called Greek merchant navy, had the right to
fly their own flag known as the “Greek-Ottoman
flag” ([pokoBopoviky movtiEpa)
(Scartsis 2017, 40). The flag had the
following blazon: gules a fess azure
(fig.2). After the Treaty of Kiigik
Kaynarca on July 21, 1774 these
merchant ships were also allowed to
fly the Russian flag.

During the uprising of 1769, the
aforementioned flag with a blue
cross on a white field was used once
again by the insurgents (Kokkoni,
Tsiveriotis 1997, 29). This flag
became the most popular in the
period that followed and was the
most widely used flag of the 1821
Uprising (Scartsis 2017, 39). The

uprisings in the Ottoman period. A similar flag
from the 16th or 17th century was found near
Chania on the island of Crete. A blue flag with a
white cross was used by Giannis Stathas on his
ship in 1800.

With the outbreak of the uprising in 1821, a
number of insurgent flags appeared. In addition
to the cross, many of these flags depicted
saints, the phoenix as a symbol of the rebirth
of the Greek nation, mottos such as “Freedom
or Death” (Eievfepia 11 Odvatog) or the face-
shaped emblems of Filiki Eteria (Mazarakis-
Ainian 2007, 55). In order to avoid antagonizing
the European monarchies - allies who viewed all
national or social revolutionary movements such
as Eteria with distrust, the First Greek National
Assembly, convened in January 1822, took
conscious steps to move away from its legacy in
an attempt to portray Greece as a “conventional”
nation state. One of the basic measures taken
was the abolition of all revolutionary flags from
the time of the Uprising and before, as well as
the adoption of a universal state flag.

Thus, on March 15, 1822,
the Provisional Government
established the flag of Greece
as: on a blue field a white cross
(fig.3), as a civilian and military
flag on land; nine alternating
stripes blue and white, with a
white cross on a blue field in
the canton (fig.4), as a state and
naval ensign; and on a blue field
in a white canton a blue cross
(fig.5), as a civil (commercial)
naval ensign (Scartsis 2017,
9-10). The reasons why the less
frequently used flag was chosen
(white cross on blue), at the
expense of the more popular
blue cross on a white field,
remain essentially unknown.
In 1828 the civil (commercial)
naval ensign was abolished, and
by then the naval ensign had
become a civil ensign as well.

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This design immediately became very popular
with the Greeks and in practice was often used
simultaneously with the state flag on land. Thus,
Greece has long been the only country that
effectively uses two flags (Scartsis 2017, 10).

After the proclamation of the Kingdom of
Greece in 1832, the new King Otto added his
royal coat of arms to the center of the cross
(fig. 6) of military, civil and naval flags. The
decree of 1833 envisaged a
civilian naval ensign, i.e. a
commercial naval ensign, but
without the royal coat of arms
(EOHMEPIAA 1833, 149 -
156). The new Royal Decree of
1858 prescribed details of the
construction and dimensions of
the flags described in the decree
of 1833 as well as other flags.
After Otto’s abdication in 1862, his royal coat of
arms was removed from the flags.

In 1863, 17-year-old Danish Prince William
ascended the Greek throne, taking the name
George I. The Royal Decree of 28 December
1863 provides for the introduction of crowns
in the middle of the cross (fig.7) on the civil,
military and naval flag instead of a coat of arms
(EOQHMEPIAA 1864, 16 - 17). By decree of April
9, 1864, a square version of the civil flag with St.
George in the middle of the cross was introduced
as the flag of the Army (EOHMEPIAA 1864,
85). The exact form and use of
the flags were determined by
Royal Decree of 26 September
1867 (E@HMEPIAA 1867, 700
-701). On May 31, 1914, a new
Royal Decree decreed that the
flags with the crown would be
used as state flags by ministries,
embassies, and civil services,
while the crownless naval ensign would be used
as a civilian flag.

On March 25, 1924, the Second Greek
Republic was established. As a result, the
crowns were removed from all flags. On the
20th February 1930, the proportions of the
national flag were prescribed as 2: 3, with the
arms of the cross one-fifth of the width of the

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flag. The land flag was intended to be used by
ministries, embassies and all state and military
services in general, while the naval ensign was
to be used by military and commercial vessels,
consulates and citizens. On October 10, 1935,
Georgios Condilis renewed the monarchy and
on November 7, 1935, with a decree, the decree
from 1914 was reinstated (EOHMEPIAA 1935,
2656). With that, the crown was returned to the
appropriate flags. During the military junta in
1967, the crown was again removed from the
flags, following the exile of King Constantine
IT on December 13 of that year. In 1969, the
naval flag was adopted as the sole national flag.
Additionally, on August 18, 1970, the ratio of
the flag was changed to 7:12.

With the fall of the junta and the restoration
of democracy in August 1974, Law 48/1975 and
Presidential Decree 515/1975 re-adopted the
land flag. This situation lasted until 1978, when
Law 851 of December 22 established the naval
military ensign without a crown as the sole state
flag for general use (Scartsis 2017, 10). This is
the official flag of Greece today.

Regarding the design of today’s flag of
Greece, but also the former land flag, they
belong to the group of flags made on the model
of naval flags from the 17th and 18th century.
The closest flag to the present-day Greek one is
the flag of the English East India Company from
1600 to 1707. It is difficult to say to what extent
this flag influenced the making of the Greek.
Today in Greece this is considered an unfounded
assumption. A better candidate for inspiration
is sought in the American flag (Scartsis 2017,
11). In any case, the American flag is basically
a product of the British colonial flags, and the
debate over which of the two inspired the Greek
is more a matter of flattering the stronger party
than of significant scientific research. The old
land flag of Greece is closest as a design of
the French merchant naval flag to the French
Revolution.

At the same time, attempts are being made to
give continuity to the flag, which would go deep
in the past, in order to confirm its supposedly
indisputable Greekness. Because this task is
difficult due to the typical naval design of the

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flag, more attention is paid to the colors and
individual components of the flag. Thus, the
colors are associated with the goddess Athena,
Achilles, the Eastern Roman Empire and even
Alexander the Great who allegedly waved blue
and white flags (Scartsis 2017, 13-20). The cross
is associated primarily with the Eastern Roman
Empire, which seeks to present Greece as its sole
successor. When it comes to the revolutionary
flags before and during the Uprising of 1821,
the fact that a large part of the participants were
not Greeks but rather Albanians, Vlachs and
even Macedonians is completely ignored. On
the other hand, when it comes to the symbolism
of the Eastern Roman Empire, it is considered
exclusively Greek, and the use of these symbols
in other regions of the once vast empire is
considered as an import of Greek ideas that
cannot correspond to the reality of the time.

THE FLAG OF SERBIA

Serbia is the second country in the Balkans
that managed to gain independence from the
Ottoman Empire. However, Serbia was the first
to start an organized fight against the Ottomans.
At the end of the 18th century, Serbia was
located on the Balkan outskirts of the great
Ottoman Empire. Such a position provided close
contact with Christian Europe and at the same
time provided effective military assistance.
Under those conditions, in 1804 after decades
of strife the First Serbian Uprising broke out.
Various flags were used during the uprising.
Among them, we should mention the red-blue-
red flag with a cross with four firesteels (Joa-
Hoeuh 2010, 120) which closely resembles the
Greek-Ottoman flag. With the intensification
and progress of the uprising, chieftain flags
began to appear, which were quite unique with
pronounced artistic value expressiveness. The
symbols used on these flags are most often
taken from the Stematography of Hristofor
Zhefarovich from 1741 which was extremely
popular at the time. Among the symbols we find:
the cross with four fires steels, the coat of arms
of Tribalia and various other crosses. Most of
these flags were made in Sremski Karlovci by
the painters Stefan Gavrilovic, Ilija Gavrilovic u
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(Camapnuh, 1993).

With the formation of regular insurgent units
in 1809, the first uniform flags were created.
Thus, the regular insurgent units usually carried
light yellow flags (JoBamosuh 2010, 121) with
various symbols, while the chieftains’ flags were
usually red and white, with a black double-headed
eagle. Shortly after the bloody suppression of the
almost ten-year uprising, in 1815 the Second
Serbian Uprising broke out. This led to Serbian
autonomy within the Ottoman Empire and the
establishment of the Principality of Serbia. It
was with the acquisition of autonomy through
the Hatisheriffs of 1830 and 1833 that the first
reflections on a single national flag would emerge.
The first Serbian state flag was determined by
the Sretenje Constitution of February 1835. The
second chapter of the constitution in Articles 3
and 4, determines the coat of arms and the flag of
Serbia. The flag is defined as “bright red, white
and extinguished steel color” (Aouh 2003, 570).
Because no flag from that time has been preserved,
and the constitution itself is unclear regarding the
direction of division of the fields of the flag, i.e.
whether they are horizontal or vertical, as well
as whether there is a coat of arms on it, this flag
remains an unsolved mystery. However, due to
the liberality of this constitution, some researchers
tend to believe that the division is vertical and
that the inspiration is the French tricolor (Josa-
voBuh 2010, 122). Russia strongly protested the
possibility of the newly formed principality being
gripped by a republican revolutionary fever and
demanded a change in the constitution and the
flag. Thus, the Sretenje Constitution remained in
force for a very short time. On the other hand, the
Ottoman Empire did not want to allow a Serbian
state flag as Serbia was a vassal state.

However, during the diplomatic negotiations
that Milos Obrenovic conducted
with the Ottomans, he managed
to obtain a firman from the
Sublime Porte (Amomh 2003,
570) that allowed the Serbian
people to use their tricolor flag
on their merchant ships. The flag
was envisaged as a horizontal
tricolor with upper red, middle

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blue and lower white field (fig.8) (Anouh 2003,
570). This is the first appearance of the colors
of the Serbian flag that remain in use until
today. All further changes to the flag will refer
to certain elements and symbols, but not to the
colors and their layout. The first change of the
flag followed three years later in
1838. Then, with a new firman, in
order to avoid troubles in the folk
works (Amosuh 2003, 574), four
gold stars were added to the flag of
1835 in the mast of the red field,
and the national coat of arms in the
middle of the blue field (fig.9).

In the first half of 1882, Serbia
was proclaimed a kingdom. The new constitution
of the same year again changed the flag. This
time the constitution in one article precisely
defines the coat of arms of the kingdom, and
in the last paragraph gives the
national colors: red, blue and
white (fig.10) (YcraB 1888, 1).
This results in the use of the flag
with or without the coat of arms.
The next two constitutions of 1901
and 1903 did not introduce any
changes to the state flag. The end
0f 1918, i.e. the proclamation of the
Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes, meant
the end of the Kingdom of Serbia,
and thus the end of the Serbian
state flag. In the interwar period,
no Yugoslav country had its own
flag outside the state Yugoslav
flag. In 1941, the Territory of the
Military Commander in Serbia
was created by the Nazi’s during
the occupation. This quasi-state
would use the Serbian tricolor with the lesser
coat of arms of the Kingdom of Serbia without
the crown (fig.11).

After the period of the People’s
Liberation @ War, the Serbian
partisans started using the Serbian
tricolor on which a five-pointed red
star was placed (fig.12). The 1947
constitution introduced this flag as
the flag of FR Serbia (YcraB 1947).

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The 1963 and 1974 constitutions did not make
any changes to the flag and it remained unchanged
until 1992. The 1990 Constitution of Serbia
stated that the flag and coat of arms of Serbia
could only be replaced by the same procedures
needed to amend the Serbian Constitution (YcraB
1990), which required the support of an absolute
majority of voters. Serbia’s 1992 constitutional
referendum required voters to choose between a
flag with or without a five-pointed star. Although
the star flag got the majority of votes, it still did
not get the absolute majority and the five-pointed
star was removed from the flag in 1992 on the
recommendation of the Serbian Assembly (Ilpe-
nopyka 1992). In 2003, the Government of Serbia
issued a recommendation for the use of the coat
of arms and the flag, which again changed the
appearance of the flag and the coat of arms and
with this they obtained their final
present-day form (fig.13). The 2006
Constitution stipulates that the state
symbols of Serbia will be regulated
by law (Ycras 2006). The 2003
Recommendation remained in power
until 2009, when a new law was
adopted (3akon 2009). In November
2010, a visual redesign of the coat of
arms and the flag was approved.

In terms of design, the Serbian flag practically
from its appearance until today, belongs to the
large group of tricolors. More specifically, it is
a flag from the group of Pan-Slavic tricolors,
although the Serbian flag itself is older than the
first Pan-Slavic flag. Namely, in the revolutionary
year 1848, the First All-Slavic Congress would
be held in Prague, at which, following the
example of the Russian flag, red, blue and white
would be chosen as all-Slavic colors. Because
the Serbian tricolor has the opposite arrangement
from the Russian, there are many theories about
possible Russian influences on the Serbian flag.
This is certainly not out of the question, but it is
still a coincidental and useful match rather than
a deliberate process. Whatever the case, even the
Russian tricolor itself was heavily influenced by
the Dutch tri-color.

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THE FLAG OF BULGARIA

The Berlin Congress that convened as a
result of the Russo-Turkish War of 1877-1878
established the creation of the Principality of
Bulgaria and Eastern Rumelia as two stately
structures with a predominantly Bulgarian
population and broad autonomy within the
Ottoman Empire. This made Bulgaria the third
country formed on the Balkan Peninsula. Later
in 1885 the two Bulgarian state creations were
united into the Principality of Bulgaria. During
the Ottoman rule in Bulgaria there are several
testimonies of the use of different flags. Evliya
Celebi in 1662 writes that passing through the
Gabrovo Balkan Mount he was attacked by thugs
who had flags with crosses (Haues 1986, 72).
From the same period there are Bulgarian flags
as part of the coronation ceremonies in Hungary
(BoitaukoB 2017, 249 — 252). Bulgarian flags
appeared with increasing frequency in the first
half of the 19th century, but as in the case of
Greece and Serbia, they were still strongly
influenced by church motifs and crosses. Thus,
during the Velcho’s Conspiracy, a flag similar to
a church hurghava was used (BottaukoB 2017,
253). Three flags of Bulgarian volunteers who
took part in the Crimean War, on the Russian side,
have been preserved. These flags feature Church
motifs, St. George, as well as the coat of arms
of Bulgaria from the Stematography of Hristofor
Zhefarovich (MBanoB 1998, 52 — 54). However,
until the middle of the 19th century there can be
no talk of any flag tradition in Bulgaria (Boiiau-
koB 2017, 253). The first and undoubtably most
important person for the creation of the flag,
is undoubtedly Georgi S. Rakovski. Rakovski
should also be credited with choosing the green
color of the Bulgarian flag (Boitauko 2017,
253). It is actually his poem “Mountain Traveler”
that would be used in the creation of the insurgent
flags during the April Uprising of 1876 (MBa-
HOB 1998, 26 — 37). Such are the flags of Stefan
Karadzha, the flag of the Shumen insurgents, the
flag of the Karlovo Revolutionary District, the
flag of the Klisura insurgents and others.

The tricolor flag in red, white and green first
appeared in 1867 as the flags of the Zayachar
Company (Boitaukos 2017, 257). To this day,

a similar flag of Philip Totyu’s company from
1867 has been preserved. These flags follow the
model of the Pan-Slavic flag (Boiinukos 2017,
258) by using green instead of blue. A picture
titled “Rakovski in the Balkans” played a big
role in the popularization of this model of flags.
Simultaneously with this model, flags made in
the Serbian and Russian pattern appeared. The
oldest of them date from 1875. The first flag
in which the three Bulgarian colors are in the
present-day order, is the flag of the Starozagora
insurgents from 1875. The Vratsa Revolutionary
District in 1876 used the same flag. The choice
of the Bulgarian flag was strongly influenced by
the flag sewn by Ivan Paraskevov’s daughter -
Styliana Paraskevova, in the Romanian city of
Braila, which was handed over to the Bulgarian
volunteers participating in the Russo - Turkish
war. In this way, during the war, the Russian
model of flags began to prevail, where the
arrangement of colors from top to bottom was as
follows: white, green and red.

With the end of the war and the proclamation
of the Principality of Bulgaria, the creation and
acceptance of the first Bulgarian constitution
known as the Tarnovo Constitution, adopted on
April 16, 1879, took place. Article 23 stipulated
that the Bulgarian national flag was a tricolor flag
consisting of white, green and
red horizontal bands (fig.14)
(Koncturynus 1879). This
formalized the appearance of
the Bulgarian flag and would
remain  unchanged until
1947 with the adoption of
the Dimitrov constitution of
the flag. Namely, according
to Article 84, the flag of the
People’s Republic of Bulgaria
is tricolor and consists of
white, green and red, with the
coat of arms of the People’s
Republic of Bulgaria in the
upper white corner (fig.15) (Koncturymus 1947).
It is interesting that at that moment the coat of
arms of the NBR had not been defined, so it
would not appear on the flag until 1948 (Boii-
HukoB 2017, 267). The first law on the state flag

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in Bulgaria was adopted on June 12, 1967 (fig.16)
when a regulated norm for its appearance and use
was introduced. In the same year,
1967, Bulgaria changed the coat of
arms and consequently the flag was
corrected (fig.17). In 1971, a new
constitution known as the Zhivkov
Constitution was adopted, which
again changed the coat of arms
on the flag (fig.18). This situation
continued until 1991 when a new
constitution was adopted. With it,
Article 166 practically returnd the
flag from the Tarnovo Constitution
as a tricolor of white, green and
red placed horizontally from top to
bottom (Koncturymms 1991). The
most recent law regarding the flag
was adopted in 1998. It regulates
the form, colors and materials from
which the flag is made, as well as
the manner of its use (3akon 1998).

In terms of design, the Bulgarian
flag practically from its inception
until today, belongs to the large group of tricolors.
It is a flag strongly influenced by the group of pan-
Slavic tricolors, although instead of blue it has a
green color. It can be said that the flag follows the
Russian model of color scheme, as is the case with
Slovenia and Slovakia.

THE FLAG OF MONTENEGRO

Unlike the other Balkan countries, Montenegro
has its own special historical development. Its
position between the Ottoman Empire and the
Venetians would greatly contribute to the early
establishment of Christian rule in much of present-
day Montenegro. Throughout the ancient history of
the territory of Montenegro, various flags have been
used for which there is specific information about
their shape and content. Unlike the coat of arms, the
Montenegrin flag will be defined relatively late. The
position within the Ottoman Empire, of course, did
not allow the existence of a state flag. The beginning
of the state-building process in Montenegro
coincides with a major historical turning point in the
late 17th and early 18th centuries and continues with
a serious liberation movement. The first indications

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of one of the basic symbols of the Montenegrin
flags - the cross - dates from the time of the Morean
War (1684-99) (Mapkym 2007, 60). This finds its
support in folk poetry where the term “krstash” is
a mandatory epithet with every mention of the flag.
The first flag for which there is certainty dates back
to 1768 (Ibidem). Previously, there was no detailed
description of the Montenegrin flags except for the
cross, which constantly appears as an irreplaceable
element. There is some occasional evidence for the
types of flags in use. In 1768, the Turks
seized the flag of the Montenegrin ruler
Séepan Mali. According to descriptions
from merchants from Dubrovnik, the
flag was white with a red frame, and a
golden cross on the top of the spear
(fig.19). The next specific description of
a Montenegrin flag occurs in 1838 with
a description of a white flag with a small
red cross in the middle (fig.19a).
The next phase in the development of the
Montenegrin flag will take place during
the reign of Prince Danilo [ Petrovic. In
1858 he ordered the making of a new
ruling military flag with the following
description: a red field with a white
double-headed eagle in the middle, with
the initials “DI” and a golden lion under
the eagle (fig.20). In 1860, probably
inspired by the French, Russian and
Serbian flags, the Prince displayed a
tricolor for the first time (Mapkym 2007,
63). In the time of Prince Nicholas, the
popularity and influence of the tricolor
would increase significantly. At the same
time, the tricolor would be distinguished
as the national flag, and the flags with the cross as
military flags (JA LI, MB, 1899). The tricolor
was accepted as a Montenegrin flag internationally
(Almanach 1901, 939) although it was
not legally sanctioned until the end of
the 19th century. That occurred with
the adoption of the first Montenegrin
constitution in 1905. In it, the flag is
described as red, bluish and white (fig.21)
(YcraB 1905). The constitution does not
provide for any additional application of
the flag, including the coat of arms. With

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the proclamation of Montenegro as a kingdom
in 1910, there was no change
in the national or state flag.
This situation would continue
until 1918, when Montenegro
united with Serbia, and shortly
afterwards it became part of the
newly formed Kingdom of SCS.

After the end of the
Second World War, with the
establishment of the NDR and then of the FR of
Montenegro within the SFRY, the Montenegrin
tricolor would be resumed. The flag is defined as
red, blue and white with a red five-pointed star
(fig.22) (YcraB 1946). This flag would remain
essentially unchanged until 1993. Then, already
within the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, the
five-pointed star will be removed and the blue
color will be replaced with the bluish or light
blue one (fig.23) (3akon 1993). This is actually
a return to the design of the flag
from the 1905 Constitution,
but with an altered aspect
ratio of 1: 3. With the final
dissolution of Yugoslavia and
the establishment of the State
Union of Serbia-Montenegro
in 2004, the current state flag
of Montenegro was adopted.
According to the law, the
description of the flag is: the
flag is red with the coat of arms
in the middle and a gold rim
(fig.24) (Zakon 2004). In other
words, the military flag from the
time of the Principality and the
Kingdom was adopted, but with
a change in the colors of the
processing and the eagle, which
turned to gold from white.

THE FLAG OF BOSNIA AND
HERZEGOVINA

Historically, Bosnia and Herzegovina is
located exactly on the dividing line between
the Western and Eastern Roman Empires. Its
position has led to many specifics that have
profoundly affected the culture and tradition

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of the country. Bosnia entered the Ottoman
Empire a bit later than the rest of the southern
Balkans, but the Islamization of a large part
of the population would further increase the
complexity of its society. However, as in other
parts of the Balkans, all the historical processes
that supported and lead to the appearance of a
state flag will take place here. It is more than
certain that flags were in use within Christian
countries during the Middle Ages. Bosnia has a
developed heraldic and vexillological medieval
tradition (Filipovi¢ 2008, 115). During the
Ottoman rule, the Bosnian Muslim aristocracy
that served the Turks also used flags, but they
are not the subject of this paper. In that sense,
the first flag of our interest is that of Hussein -
Kapetan Gradascevic also known as the Dragon
of Bosnia (Kresevljakovi¢ 1931, 8). In 1831,
under his leadership, an uprising broke out
among Bosnian Muslims who were dissatisfied
with the abolition of janissary by Sultan Mahmud
II (Suceska 1985, 81) as well as with the granting
of autonomy and territory to the Principality of
Serbia (Kamberovi¢ 2002, 42). The uprising
lasted for three years, during which time Bosnia
was a de facto independent state. The flag under
which Hussein-kapetan stood was green with
a golden crescent and a five-pointed star in the
middle (fig.26). With the suppression of the
uprising, the use of the flag stoped. Four decades
later at the Berlin Congress, the Ottomans
agreed that Bosnia should fall
under Austro-Hungarian rule
(Zovko 2007, 13). This led to the
withdrawal of the Ottomans from
Bosnia and Herzegovina. At the
same time, a people’s government
was elected in Sarajevo and a de
facto independent Bosnia was
re-declared. Following the entry of Austro-
Hungarian troops into Bosnia, riots broke out
against the Austro-Hungarian occupier. The flag
used by the rebels in 1878 was again green with
a yellow crescent and a five-pointed star in the
middle. The flag was adopted on June 28, 1878,
and remained in use for only two months.
Following the consolidation of Austro-
Hungarian rule, a new flag for Bosnia and

The flags of the
countries within the Austro-Hungarian monarchy
had a standardized appearance. All flags were
divided horizontally into two parts in different
colors. The colors chosen for Bosnia were red
and yellow, and for Herzegovina yellow and
red (fig.27). There was also a newly adopted
coat of arms on the Bosnian flag (fig.28). In
1908 Bosnia and Herzegovina
would be officially annexed by
the Habsburg Monarchy (OrSoli¢
2000, 301-303). This would not
lead to a serious change in the flags
except that the coat of arms of the
Bosnian flag was removed (fig.29).
These flags would remain in use
until 1918 when the country became part of the
Kingdom of SCS. During this period Bosnia lost
all state attributes and didn’t have any insignia
(Filipovi¢ 2008, 105).

After the end of the Second
World War, with the establishment
of the NDR and then the FR of
Bosnia and Herzegovina within the
SFRY, a new state flag will appear.
Now, the flag was defined as red,
in the upper left corner next to the
spear lined in gold-yellow is the flag of the Federal
People’s Republic of Yugoslavia (fig.30) (Ustav
1946). This flag would remain
essentially unchanged until 1992.

Following a  referendum,
Bosnia and Herzegovina declared
independence from the SFRY.
Thus, according to the new
constitution, the appearance of
the flag is rectangular in shape
and white with the coat of arms
of BiH in the middle (fig.31) (Ustav 1992). The
same constitution adopted the coat of arms, the
description of which reads: The coat of arms
of the Republic of Bosnia and
Herzegovina is in the shape of
a shield, blue, divided into two
fields with a white diagonal beam
with three golden-yellow lilies in
each field (Ustav 1992). These
symbols are based on the heraldic

and were chosen because of
their supranational, supra-ethnic
character in order to serve as a
unifying link (Filipovi¢ 2008,
116). At first, they were well
received by the three constituent
peoples, but gradually they begin to be associated
specifically with Bosnian Muslims. In this way
they would grow into symbols of conflict that
would have to be changed (Filipovi¢ 2008, 119).
That change would follow in 1998. Then, in a
difficult atmosphere and almost reluctantly, the
BiH Flag Law would be passed. According to it,
the flag is blue, to the right of the middle is a
yellow triangle. A row of white five-pointed stars
runs parallel to the left side of the triangle from
the bottom edge to the top (fig.32) (Zakon 1998).
The choice of colors and symbols of the flag was
based on their unconnectedness with any of the
constituent peoples of the country (Filipovié¢
2008, 121).

According to its structure, the
flag of Bosnia and Herzegovina
is a symbol of conflict. It belongs
to the same group as the flags of
Kosovo (JoBanosuh 2019, 84) and
Cyprus. What these flags have in
common is that they do not contain any symbols
related to the tradition or history of the countries
they represent.

THE FLAG OF ALBANIA

After the victory over Ottoman Turkey by the
allies in the First Balkan War, Albania declared
independence. At the London Conference,
Albanian independence was recognized by the
great powers. Due to its position on the west coast
of the Balkan Peninsula, Albania was exposed to
a strong heraldic influence from medieval Europe
(Jonoscku 2015, 355). However, when it comes
to flags there is almost no specific information
from the Middle Ages. To some extent it can
be assumed that at least the Albanian Orthodox
Christians in southern Albania and Epirus had
some kind of cross flags as previously mentioned
in Greece, Serbia and Bulgaria. This should be
especially taken into account if we know that

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many of the leaders of the Greek uprising of 1821
were Albanians.

The first flag that can be associated with
Albania and Albanians is from the Ottoman
period. It is a maritime trade flag for ships owned
by Albanian subjects of the empire. The flag is
red with a black stripe in the middle (fig.33) (Jo-
HOBCcKH 2015, 357). Gradually this would grow
into a national flag by the middle of the 19th
century. This flag is still in use as a flag of the
Albanian Civil Navy. The history of today’s
Albanian flag begins with the end
of the Russo-Turkish War and the
Berlin Congress. After the end
of the war, the Ottomans, trying
to improve their position in the
Balkans in the summer of 1878,
supported a gathering of Albanian
beys known as the Prizren League
(Jelavich 1999, 361). Then, for the
first time, a red flag with a black double-headed
eagle would be flown. The double-headed eagle
as a symbol is tied to the attributed coats of arms
of George Kastriot Skenderbeg. The colors of
the flag, were probably taken from the Albanian
naval flag. In 1902, Juan Pedro Aladro Castriota,
a Spanish citizen claiming to be a descendant of
Skanderbeg, distributed postcards in European
capitals such as Paris, Rome, Athens and St.
Petersburg, portraying himself with an illustration
of the Albanian flag. In the Ottoman Empire, Nuri
Frasheri and Basko Barbatasi tried to distribute
these postcards together with a calendar printed
in Albanian (BEO 1879/140894). Copies of
the postcards are kept in the Turkish archives.
In 1910, at the Assembly of Isnic near Decani,
Isa Boletini waved a flag made of red silk with
gold edges, in the middle of which a black
double-headed ecagle with snake heads. This
flag was allegedly paraded through the streets
of Skopje on August 12, 1912. The same flag
was flown in Vlora on the day Albania declared
its independence. Today this flag is kept in
Skopje in the Museum of Freedom located in the
municipality of Chair. On the internet only one
news article in Albanian can be found about this
flag. During the Albanian Uprising until 1911,
the teacher and poet Palok Traboini brought three

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flags through Dalmatia and delivered
them to the leaders of the uprising
(Pepo 1962, 447). The flags were
made in Vienna at the request of the
aforementioned Aladro Castriota and
were a gift to the Malesia rebels.

The flag raised on the day
of  Albania’s  declaration  of
independence in Vlora, December

28, 1912 was lost. The circumstances in which
the flag disappeared and which exact flag is in
question are the subject of extensive discussion.
In any case, what is certain is that it was a red
flag with a black double-headed eagle. In this
period until the end of the Second World War
and the establishment of the People’s Republic of
Albania, the content of the Albanian flag was the

same, red with a black double-
headed eagle, but its shape is not
stable. Thus, during the republic
from 1925 to 1928, the flag had a
square shape (fig.33). From 1928
to 1939, during the Kingdom of
Albania, Skanderbeg’s helmet
was placed between the eagles’

heads (fig.34). Italian fasces were placed on
the flag during the Italian occupation (fig.35).

They were removed after the
capitulation of Italy.

Enver Hoxha came to power
in Albania in 1944 after the
end of the People’s Liberation
War. From 1944 to 1946, a
golden hammer and sickle was
placed on a canton on the flag
(fig. 36). In 1946 the sickle and
hammer were removed, and a

five-pointed star was placed on the flag between
the eagles’ heads (fig.37). This flag will remain

unchanged until 1992. With the
democratic changes in Albania,
the five-pointed star became an
unwanted ideological symbol
and was removed from the flag.
On July 22, 2002, the latest law
on flag, anthem and coat of arms
was adopted, which is still in
effect.

Each
of the eagle’s wings has nine
feathers, while the tail has seven
feathers (fig.38) (Fletorja 2002).
Conceptually, the Albanian
flag does not belong to any of the
vexillological groups previously
described above. On the contrary,
it fits more in the group of heraldic
banners made from the coat of
arms of the state. The closest
example of such a flag in Europe

cn./Fig. 39 would be the Polish one, although
the two flags differ at first glance.
THE FLAG OF KOSOVO
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Kosovo is an area in the center of the
Balkan Peninsula. Throughout the Middle
Ages, the area was extremely important to
the Serbian state and the Serbian people. The
penetration of the Ottomans into the Balkans
and the subsequent occupation contributed to
major demographic changes in the Balkans.
This is especially evident through the example
of Kosovo. During the Ottoman rule, Kosovo
was emptied of Serbs, who were replaced
by Albanians coming from the west. The
seriousness of this process is best reflected
in the fact that at the beginning of the 20th
century, when Kosovo once again became an
integral part of the Serbian state, Serbs were no
longer the majority population in the area. The
primacy passed to the Albanians who, from the
second half of the 19th century through the so-
called Prizren League, insisted that Kosovo, as
well as parts of Macedonia and Epirus join a
newly formed Albanian state today known as
Greater Albania.

There is no specific data on flags from
the territory of Kosovo during the period of
Ottoman rule. During the First Prizren League
on July 10, 1878, ared flag with a black double-
headed eagle was flown by Ded Cole Bajraktari.

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the integration in Serbia until the unilateral
declaration of independence in 2008 in
Kosovo, the Serbian and Yugoslav flags were
in official use. Meanwhile, Albanians continue
to use the Albanian flag as their flag. After
1969, this was officially allowed by adding a
five-pointed star to the Flag of Albania. After
the break-up of the SFRY, the provincial status
of Kosovo granted by the 1974 constitution
was abolished and it became an integral part of
Serbia and only the flag of Serbia was official.
In the period after 1999 until just before the
declaration of independence, Kosovo was
under the administration of the United Nations
and the only flag allowed for official use was
the UN flag. However, this is not the case in
every day practice. In practice, the Albanians
in Kosovo use the Albanian flag and it is
displayed everywhere, even in the presence of
UNMIK.

The flag of Kosovo was adopted by
the Assembly of the Republic of Kosovo
immediately  after the declaration of
independence on February 17, 2008 (JoBa-
moBmh 2019, 83). The flag is the result of
an international competition for its design,
organized by UNMIK with the support of the
United Nations. Almost a thousand participants
took part in the competition. The current flag is
a variant of the work designed by Muhammer
Ibrahimi. The flag is blue with six
white five-pointed stars in a bow
above the golden map of Kosovo
(fig.39) (Gazetén 2009). One of
the explanations for the stars is that
they symbolize the six main ethnic
groups living in Kosovo.

According to its structure, the
flag of Kosovo is a symbol of
conflict. It belongs to the same group as the flags
of Bosnia and Herzegovina and Cyprus. What
these flags have in common is that they do not
contain any symbols related to the tradition or
history of the countries they represent (JoBano-
Buh 2019, 84). Specifically, the Kosovo flag is
a continuation of the series of flags that appear
after the disintegration of the SFRY, i.e. a new
version of the Bosnian example. Both flags are

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in colors inspired by the flag of the European
Union which is itself a generic symbol without
any association with the countries that make up
the Union. Even the stars are a direct association
of the European flag. Additionally, both flags
contain a direct association on the map of the
countries. This is certainly the main reason
why, despite the adoption of the flag of Kosovo,
the Albanian flag is more used by Kosovar
Albanians, and the Serbian flag by the Serbs
accordingly (Josanosuh 2019, 85).

CONCLUSION

In conclusion, it can be said that the
development of state flags in the southern
Balkans is closely linked to the creation of states
in it. Greece, Serbia, Bulgaria and Montenegro
show similarities in the flags used during the
Ottoman Empire. This is due to the affiliation of
the peoples of these countries to the Orthodox
faith and the pronounced religious character
of the liberation movements of that period.
Later, in post-revolutionary Europe and the
creation of national movements, each country
would look for symbols in an older medieval
source through which it would try to recreate
a sense of continuity of its statehood from
the earliest times. Such attempts are seldom
in accordance with the historical realities and
circumstances and most often have a pseudo-
scientific character. Greece has a flag that is
basically a follower of the naval flags of the
17th and 18th centuries. Its closest modern flag
is the American one. Montenegro has basically
a redesigned 19th-century military flag. Serbia
and Bulgaria have pan-Slavic tricolors. The
Albanian flag is a heraldic banner, and the
Kosovo and Bosnian flags belong to the group
of conflicting flags. In fact, there is a turbulent
development in all flags. Most changes over
time are observed in the Greek flag. The
Bulgarian flag is the most consistent in terms
of design and colors, and the same can be said
for Serbia. Albania and Montenegro show
greater laxity in regulating the flag, but have a
stable national flag nonetheless.
