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ABSTRACT

Numismatics is the science of studying,
collecting, and preserving currencies in
terms of coins and banknotes. From their
appearance in the VII century BC until
today, coins are an extremely important
tool in the creation and shaping of the
iconography and symbolism of a society.
It may be said that issuing coins, in
order to mark an occasion or event, is a
phenomenon as old as the coins themselves. The
purpose of this article is to review the current
practice of the National Bank of the Republic
of Macedonia in issuing appropriate collector
coins, with special reference to money and other
numismatic objects that bear the image of the
Macedonian revolutionary Goce Delchev. In
1978, on the occasion of the 75th anniversary of
the Ilinden Uprising and the 75th anniversary of
his demise, two gold and one silver medallion
with his image were issued. Also the National
Bank of the Republic of Macedonia issued in
2003, on the occasion of 100 years of Ilinden,
a gold coin with his image. Paranumismatical
objects from other organizations will also be
considered. Events of special importance for
Macedonia, as well as certain numismatic events
in the region, also influenced the direction of this
article.

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Numismatics is the science of studying,
collecting, and preserving currencies in coins,
tokens, and banknotes (Sayles, Wayne 2009).
From their appearance in the VII century BC
(Allan, 2019), until today, coins, have been an
extremely important tool in creating and shaping the
iconography and symbolism of a society (Fig. 1).
They marked the rule of the rulers and conveyed their
ideas, commitments and
aspirations. At the same
time, a COMmon economic
and thus socio-cultural
space was being formed.
The coins got their name
from the Roman goddess
Juno, which was marked
with the epithet moneta, an adjective from the verb
moneo, monere meaning warn. The main Roman
mint was located on the Capitol Hill near the temple
of this goddess (ibid).

It may be said that issuing coins, in order to mark
an occasion or event, is a phenomenon as old as
the coins themselves. In that sense, the issuance of
coinage continues to be typical today for almost all
modern countries. In today’s conditions, this practice
aims to leave a historical trace of the significance of
a particular event, and also to create awareness of
the importance of its collective remembrance and
celebration.

Macedonia has been at the center of European
civilization since its earliest beginnings. Therefore,
it is not surprising that large quantities of coins from
all epochs of history have been found in Macedonia.
This is one of the reasons for the existence of
the National Bank Museum, whose numismatic
collection holds over 22,000 coins. The oldest
coin in the collection is a triobol of the Paeonian
tribe Deroni, minted at the turn of VI to V century
BC. AD (IlaBnoscka 2008, 47) (Fig. 2) Several
authors have written on the topic of numismatics
in Macedonia. First of all we mention: Hristovska
(Hristovska 2012), Sheldarov N. (Seldarov 2003),

JUBILEE COINS OF NBRM

In Macedonia, the practice of issuing jubilee
coins exists and has been regulated by law on
several occasions. In Yugoslav times in 1977 a
Bill was issued and in 1980 a law was passed on
the matter. In 1985 this law was amended. After the
declaration of independence and the establishment
of the National Bank of the Republic of Macedonia
(NBRM) with Article 42 of the Law on the NBRM,
the Bank has had the authority to issue jubilee coins
(Cmyrxoen 158/10). In 1995, a new law on jubilee
coins was passed, which was amended twice, in
2004 and in 2014. Thus, according to the law, the
NBRM issues jubilee coins on the occasion of
political, historical, scientific, cultural, sports or
humanitarian events, which are of general interest
for the Republic of Macedonia or are of international
importance (Ciayx0en 11/95). The Government of
the Republic of Macedonia determines which events
will be marked with jubilee coins. Additionally, the
Government, by June 30, determines the events on
the occasion of which jubilee coins are to be issued
for the next year (ibid). In terms of material, jubilee
coins can be made of gold and silver, as well as
metals from which coins in circulation are made
(ibid). The choice of metal for each individual coin is
again made by the Government (ibid). The number
of coins, their face value, the design of the jubilee
coins is to be determined by the Government, upon
a proposal of the National Bank (ibid).

According to the Bill on determining the manner
of calculation of the sale price of the appropriate
coins from 3.2.2011 (Cmyx06enl4/11), so far, the
NBRM has issued 21 coins, as follows:

COINS FOR COLLECTING PURPOSES
According to Article 42-a of the Law on the
NBRM (Cnyx06en123/12), in addition to issuing
jubilee coins, the National Bank may issue coins
for collection purposes. Unlike as in the cases of the
jubilees where the NBRM’s activity is limited to
decision of the Government, according to paragraph
2 of the same article of this Law, the National Bank
Council shall prescribe the manner and procedure
for issuance and the form and content of the coins
referred to in paragraph (1) of this article, as well as
their disposal. This practically means that NBRM is
completely independent in issuing collector coins.
This is clearly visible from the actions taken by
NBRM in that direction. Thus, from 2014, when
the amendment to the law that allows such issuance

It is clear that the collectors coins of the NBRM
are predominantly zodiac signs and Orthodox
saints. The Orthodox saints are dominated by those
important to the Russian Orthodox Church, at the
expense of the traditional Macedonian saints (Fig.
5). This is interesting and
significant and the reason
for this practice should
be investigated.

coins. Especially important
to mention is the fact that
from 2019 onwards all
issued collector coins have
inscriptions only in English
(Fig. 6). Of course, in
addition to the absence of the Macedonian language
on these coins, the Republic of Macedonia is
also absent, which has been replaced by the new
“constitutional” name. What may be said is that
the NBRM on its own,
without the intervention
of the Government, could
have issued collector
coins on the occasions
of important events and
on the personalities of
Macedonian history, but
did not do so. It seems
that the NBRM unknowingly decided to leave that
right to some other national banks.

other non-monetary objects, whether minted or
paper, is called paranumismatics (Jankowski
2015, 179). It is related to numismatics and it is
consider to be its branch. A token (from French
jeton) is a round coin-shaped plate that replaces
money in various cases, such as gambling, slot
machines, parking meters, coffee machines,
tickets and more. Medallions, on the other hand,
are coin-like objects but have no face value
and are often used to mark an event, a special
occasion, or a membership sign.

The year 2022, marks the 150th anniversary
of the birth of Goce Delchev. As we mentioned,
this time there was no official celebration of this
anniversary, either with a jubilee coin or medallion
by the state via NBRM. In the absence of State will
in Macedonia for a dignified celebration of this
important date, the responsibility for it fell into
the hands of responsible citizens and entities, to
organize themselves and leave a mark in time. In
that way, a token with the image of Goce Delchev
was prepared by the Leftist Institute “Racin”.

The medallion has a diameter of 35 mm and a
thickness of 3 mm. It is made in a cast technique
from a patinated zamac alloy. Zamac is an alloy
with a low melting point of 480°. A special rubber
mold resistant to high temperatures is used for
casting. After casting, the medallion is immersed
in chemical tubs where it is dyed. The medallion
is made by the mint “Pehar” according to the
design of Vesna Kiradzieva. Initially, 150 pieces
were cast, and later an additional batch of another
300 pieces was made for a total circulation
of 450 medallions.

In the central field of the obverse of
the medallion is a silhouette of the image
of Goce Delchev. In the upper part of the
field there is a circular inscription 150 I"O-
JINHU TOLE JIEJTUEB (YEARS GOCE
DELCHEYV), while in the lower part of the
field MAKEJOHUJA (MACEDONIA)
1972 - 2022. On the reverse of the coin, in the
central field there is a stylized five-pointed star,
in the center of which is written MAKEJIOH-
CKA KAV3A (MACEDONIAN CAUSE). On
the outer edge circularly, separated by two five-
pointed stars it says JIEBUHAPCKU MHCTU-
TYT PALIMH (LEFTIST INSTITUTE RACIN)
(Fig. 10).

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the Bulgarian National Bank (BNB) issued a silver
jubilee coin with the image of Goce Delchev. From
17 to 19 January 2022 it was put into circulation.
The face value of the coin is 10 Bulgarian leva. It is
made with high quality in matte-gloss silver finish
with purity 999/1000. The diameter of the coin is
38.61 mm and the weight is 23.33 grams. It was
minted in a circulation of 3,000 pieces by the EAD
Moneten Dvor of the BNB in Sofia (Fig. 10). The
design of the coin is the work of Plamen and Preslav
Chernev. The price of the coin is
108 leva.

The obverse of the coin presents
the following elements: the BNB
emblem with the year “1879” on
the ribbon; in a semicircle above,

the inscription “BBJIICAPCKA
HAPOJIHA BAHKA
(BULGARIAN NATIONAL

BANK)”, and below the nominal value “10 leva”
and the year of issue “2022” (Fig. 11).

The reverse of the coin depicts the image of
Goce Delchev; on the side of the portrait there is
an inscription “150 TOAMHU (YEARS)”, and
on top in a semicircle “OT PAXJIAHETO HA
I'OLE AEJTYEB (FROM THE BIRTH OF GOCE
DELCEV)” (Fig. 10).

As a promotional material for the occasion,
BNB issues a leaflet and a presentation that tries to
present Delchev’s work as an inseparable part of the
Bulgarian liberation movement and state-building.

CONCLUSION
In Macedonia there is a practice of issuing
jubilee and collectors coins. Unfortunately,

this practice is insufficiently adhered to and is
developing in an inappropriate direction. It is also
clear that no government since 2004 has shown
interest and willingness to understand the power
of the message conveyed by such coins. The huge
wealth of coins from all historical epochs are an
excellent precondition for creating a branched and
sustainable coinage in order to promote the State
interest. The National Bank uses its right to issue
collector coins completely inappropriately and
outside the logic of an institution named National,
especially failing to mark the 150th anniversary of
the birth of the central hero in the national Pantheon,
Goce Delchev. A closer look in the general policy of
NBRM and the state shows that this is the result of

a strong self-censorship at best. On the other hand,
this is happening in the peak of the conflict between
Macedonia and Bulgaria on Delchev nationality and
thus leaving the initiative to Bulgaria to strengthen
their historical perceptions in their societies in order
to justify their appetites in relation to Macedonia
and the Macedonians. And to accuse Macedonia
of abusing and falsifying its own Macedonian
historical themes. Additionally, in the absence of a
State initiative in this field, it is the public that bears
the burden of issuing appropriate medallions in order
to leave a trace in history and in the consciousness
of the generations to come.

BEJIEWLKHU - NOTES

1 Goce Delchev (4 February 1872 — 4 May 1903), was
an important Macedonian revolutionary active in the
Ottoman-ruled Macedonia as the most prominent leader
of what is known today as the Internal Macedonian
Revolutionary Organization (IMRO). Delchev is
considered as the key person in the Macedonian struggle
for independence, and is mentioned, as the first in the
list of other revolutionary from the same period in the
national Anthem.

2 AuTH(amMCTHYKO coOpaHHue 3a HapoIHO OcI000/Ty-
Batbe Ha Makenonnja (ACHOM) (The Anti-fascist
Assembly for the National Liberation of Macedonia)
was the supreme legislative and executive people’s
representative  body of the Democratic Federal
Macedonia from August 1944 until the end of World
War II. That occurred clandestinely on the liberated
territories from the Bulgarian occupation zone of
Yugoslavia.

3 Blazhe Koneski (19 December 1921 — 7 December
1993) was a Macedonian poet, writer, literary translator,
and linguistic scholar. His major contribution was to the
codification of standard Macedonian. He is the key figure
who shaped Macedonian literature and intellectual life
in the country. He was one of the editors of Macedonian
Dictionary

4 Although Bulgaria was the first country to recognize
the independence of the Republic of Macedonia, on
January 15, 1992, refuses to recognize the reality: the
existence of a separate ethnic Macedonian nation and a
separate Macedonian language. It argues that the ethnic
Macedonians are a subgroup of the Bulgarian nation,
and that the Macedonian language is a Bulgarian dialect.
Also that Macedonian history is part of Bulgarian history
and that all national heroes prior to 1944 were actually
Bulgarians striving for liberation and unification with
Bulgaria, including Goce Delchev.
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
