Julio Cesare Capaccio is an Italian
literary, theologian, historian and poet
from the Kingdom of Naples. In 1592, in
Naples, under his authorship, the work
Delle imprese, or On the Insignias, was
published. It is a heraldic work of the Or-
dinarium type. It depicts various coat of
arms through blazons and emblazoned on
many different coats of arms. Julio Cesare
Capaccio’s Delle imprese has a significant
influence on the creation of the Korenic-Neoric
Armorial, and thus the entire Illyrian heraldry. The
appearance of the lion in the Macedonian Arms of
the Illyrian Armorial inevitably raises the question
of its origin and its relation to the lion from the at-
tributed Arms of Alexander the Great.

Julio Cesare Capaccio was an Italian
writer, theologian, historian, and poet from
the Kingdom of Naples. Born in late 1552 in
Salerno, Campania, he began his education there
in the Dominican monastery of St. Bartholomew,
where the famous Giordano Bruno stayed for a
time. His family’s financial standing allowed
him to study law in Naples. He continued his
education in Bologna where
he studied history
theology. After completing
his studies, Capaccio began
a long journey through Italy
where he managed to form
a wide circle of friendships.
One of the most important of
course was with Montalto’s
cardinal, the future Pope
Sixtus V. In 1575 he returned
to Naples where he began
active work. From 1586 to
1592 he lived in his native
Campania. Capaccio would reach his creative
zenith around 1607. The same year he was
appointed by Naples Vice-King Juan Alonso
Pimentel de Herrera, as Secretary of the City of
Naples in charge of redistributing grain and oil
to the population (Cubicciotti 1898, 11-56).

Capaccio was a prolific author who left
behind about twenty works. His opus is varied.
It consists of poetry and numerous works on
political, historical, and geographical topics,
including Neapolitana Historia. In 1611 he
became one of the founders of Accademia degli
Oziosi. He left the service in 1613 on charges of
misuse of funds. He returned to Naples in 1626
and remained there until his death in 1631.

In 1592 in Naples the work Delle Imprese,
i.e. On the Insignias was published under
his authorship. It was printed on paper in the
printing house of Oracio Salviani and edited by
Giovanni Giacomo Carlino and Antonio Pace
(Capaccio, 1592). The work is on 656 alternately
numbered pages. The work has been scanned
and is available to the public. On the front page
we read that the tract consists of three books.
The first one is entitled modo di far ['impresa

Delle
“heraldic ordinary”, meaning
that the work deals with the postulates of the
Italian heraldry of its time. It depicts various
heraldic charges through blazons and emblazons
on many and varied coats of arms followed by
a theoretical discussion of the insignias. This is
particularly important because the data presented
in the ordinaries are almost always cross-checked
or verified by another source (Clemmensen
2017, 3—6). The breadth of the material makes
the work Delle Imprese important for European
heraldry as well. However, the reason why it is
so important to us is its influence on the Illyrian
heraldry, both in terms of content and time.
This is especially true of the coat of arms of
Macedonia, but also of others.

Namely, the coats of arms associated with
Macedonia in European medieval heraldry
are found quite early and with various blazons
(JonoBcku 2015, 151-153). These coats of arms
can be divided into two groups: the coats of arms
of the King of Macedonia and the coat of arms of
Alexander the Great. The third group comprises
the Macedonian coat of arms in [llyrian Heraldry
(Jonovski 2009). Unlike the coats of arms
of Macedonia related to medieval European
heraldry, the coat of arms of Macedonia from
Illyrian heraldry has been thoroughly researched.
Most credited for this is Academician Alexander
Matkovski and his work The Coats of Arms of
Macedonia. On the other hand, the appearance
of the lion in the Macedonian coat of arms in the
Illyrian heraldry inevitably raises the question of

its origin and relation to the lion from the coat of
arms attributed to Alexander the Great (Nacevski,
2016).

Macedonia’s presence in the Illyrian Heraldry
is modest in scope. It comes down to the
Macedonian coat of arms and the arms of several
ruling families related to Macedonia. Here, above
all, are the coats of arms of the Mrnjavcevic,
Kastriototic, and Brankovic families. However,
Macedonia occupies an essential
place in the Illyrian heraldry. It
is also deeply embedded in the
personal story of Petar (Pedro)
Ohmuchevich, a Spanish admiral
from Naples and the person most
responsible for the emergence of
all Illyrian heraldry (CosoBjeB
1954) (Cosi¢ 2019, 43). Namely,

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in order to obtain nobility, Don
Pedro would look back to Hrelja
Ohmuchevich, known in the
folk tradition as Relja Krilatica,
as a purported ancestor. The historical Hrelja
Ohmuchevich was duca di Kastoria (/{uauh
1966, 113) or the duke of Kostur, so with these
the appearance of the coat of arms of Macedonia
among the coat of arms of the Illyrian lands it is not
surprising. To this should be added the revival of
the lost ancient values during humanism, as well
as the development of the cartography with which
the name Macedonia was popularized and began
to reflect Macedonian territory adequately and
precisely. Of course, the enormous popularity of
the numerous depictions and novels of Alexander
the Great also had significant influence (Martkos-
cku 1970, 54).

Academic Alexander Matkovski’s research
led him to two narrow conclusions regarding the
Macedonian coat of arms as a whole, due to his
inability to explore the novels about Alexander the
Great as well as a good portion of the European
armorials, and probably the inappropriateness
of the topic then. His first conclusion was that,
unlike the other South Slavic coats of arms,
the Macedonian coat of arms appears first on
a domestic South Slavic terrain (MarkoBcku
1970, 43), and his second conclusion was that
it never changed and was always Gules a lion

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Or (MarkoBcku 1970, 167—174). This overly-
simplistic foundation for Macedonian heraldic
science has finally been abandoned as a result of
several contemporary studies. Today, however, it
is certain that, despite the undoubted importance
of Matkovski’s work, his conclusions regarding
the appearance of the Macedonian coat of arms,
as well as its blazon, are unsupported and cannot
be accepted.

As mentioned above, the coat of arms of the
King of Macedonia was witnessed in 1448, at
least a century and a half before the appearance
of the first Illyrian armorial (Jonovski 2009). In
addition, in Illyrian heraldry the Macedonian
coat of arms bears lions of red and gold almost
equally (Nacevski 2015). However, regardless
of the significant advancement regarding the
understanding of the problem of the Macedonian
coat of arms, one huge question remains
unanswered. Where did the Macedonian coat of
arms in Illyrian heraldry appear and what is its
relation to the Macedonian coat of arms in the
European heraldry?

To answer this question, the chronology of
the development of Illyrian heraldry and the
content of the Illyrian Armorials
must be followed. There are
several important dates in that
chronology. The first of these is
6 May 1584, when Don Pedro
Ohmuchevich received from the
Bosnian bishop Antun Matei a
confirmation of his genealogical
chart (MarkoBcku 1970, 48),
known in heraldic science as
“Rodoslovlje gospode Srpske i
Bosanske” (ITamaBectpa 2010,
57). The genealogy contains
many family and territorial
coats of arms but none for
Macedonian, and the chart
itself was not sufficient proof
for the Neapolitan authorities.
According to Alexander
Solovyev, the chart is the beginning of Illyrian
heraldry (ConogjeB 1933, 85). Exactly ten years
later, through a significant number of falsified
documents, on 17 May 1594 Don Pedro finally

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received confirmation of his noble descent from
the Royal Council of Naples (ITamaBectpa 2010,
56). Of particular interest is a charter allegedly
issued by Emperor Dusan in 1349 in the
capital city of Ohrid, according to which Hrelja
Ohmuchevich—in the presence of Volkashin,
Vuk Brankovich, Lazar Hrebeljanovich, and
others—was declared ban of the state of Kostur
and all of the Macedonian land (MarkoBcku
1970, 48-49). Again, no Macedonian coat of
arms appears. Finally, in 1595, the most famous
[llyrian armorial appears, known in heraldic
science as “Korenic-Neoric”. It is also the first
document from Illyrian heraldry containing the
Macedonian land arms, so it is important to
analyze it in detail and review its structure and
content in order to search for the possible source
of those arms.

It should be noted that in
modern science there are two
views on the origin of the
Korenic-Neoric Armorial.
The first is asserted by A.
Solovyev, who says that
sometime between 1584 and
1594, and probably around
1590 (Comnogjer 1954, 131),
Don Pedro Ohmuchevich
created his own armorial from
which all later manuscripts or
armorials would be produced.
Accordingly, the Korenic-
Neoric Armorial is the first
transcript of the now-lost
hypothetical ~ Ohmuchevich
Armorial. The second point of view is asserted
by Stjepan Cosi¢. Analyzing the armorial’s
contents from a genealogical point of view, he
concludes that the Korenic-Neoric Armorial,
not the Ohmuchevich Armorial, was the source
document from which all other armorials
would later emerge (Cosi¢ 2019, 12). In his
reconstructions, Cosié also comes up with the
most likely name for the armiger: Mateo Jerinic
(+1598), a trader and captain in Spanish service
(Cosi¢ 2019, 65-83).

Common to both views is a process of
legitimizing false chartering and pretending

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to make them relevant to other families with
similar aspirations. This is confirmed through
the many successful processes of recognizing
the noble origin of families represented in
armorials, especially within the Austrian Empire
and later Austria-Hungary. However, in terms of
Macedonia, the importance of Illyrian heraldry
is reduced to the coat of arms of Macedonia and
the few ruling coats of arms. All other coats of
arms remain virtually out of sight of Macedonian
heraldry.

As for the structure of the Korenic-Neoric
Armorial, the greatest influence was Virgil
Solis’s Wappenbiichlein from 1555 (ConosjeB
1954, 131). The two armorials have the same
structural arrangement of the coats of arms
(Filipovi¢ 2009, 191). In Solis, the coats of arms
of the church (popes, cardinals, archbishops,
bishops) come first. In Korenic-Neoric there are
the arms of St. Hieronymus and the Lion, St.
Stephen and the Emperor of Illyria, the Virgin
Mary (in crescent), and Pope Gregory the Great.
Then Solis shows the great combined arms
of the Holy Roman Empire and the Holy See,
and Korenic-Neoric the great
Dominion coat of arms of Tsar
Dushan. Next in Solis are the
coats of arms of the twelve
kingdoms subordinate to the
Holy See, and Korenic-Neoric,
the ten Illyrian countries. The
coats of arms of the rulers and
nobles are paralleled by the
seven princes and other nobles
of the Holy Roman Empire
(Filipovi¢ 2009, 191).

; Apart from the layout
of the coats of arms, there
is also the presentation of
individual coats of arms
such as those of Dalmatia,
Croatia, and Slavonia (Filipovi¢ 2009, 192).
The coats of arms of Primorje and Bosnia also
fit here (Filipovi¢ 2009, 192—193). There is no
Macedonian Coat of Arms in Solis’s Armorial,
but the previous situation leaves room for the
assumption that other Korenic-Neoric coats of
arms might have come from other European

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heraldic works available to the author. This leads
us directly to Julio Cesare Capaccio and his book
Delle Imprese.

Capaccio begins the second book of his work
by elaborating on the lion as a charge. After a
thorough introduction to the lion as a symbol
through a historical perspective in the third
chapter of the book titled Come dal Leone cauar
si ponno /’Imprese (what insignias can be made
of a lion), Capaccio turns to specific heraldic
blazons with a lion. Thus, among others, appear
the blazons of England, Denmark, and Aragon
(Capaccio 1592, 11 10), followed by those of
Brankovic, Macedonia, Dalmatia, Bulgaria, and
Nemanjic. What sets this work apart and what
makes it especially interesting to us is that all
of these coats of arms are given
in the context of real political
actors of the time it was created.
This is rare or completely
unknown in other works in
which we encounter such arms.

Four of the five blazons
(those of Macedonia, Brankovic,
Dalmatia, and Bulgaria) also
appear in the Korenic-Neoric
armorial. The blazon of
Macedonia reads: il Leon d’oro
in campo rosso di Macedonia
(Macedonia’s golden lion on
a red field) (Capaccio 1592, 11
11). This is the oldest Western
European source with such a
blazon for the coat of arms of Macedonia. Most
of the other currently known Western European
descriptions of coats of arms of Macedonia are
in German and English. Brankovic’s blazon
reads: Leone tra due Corna (a lion between
two horns). Despite the absence of colors in the
description of Brankovic’s coat of arms, this
blazon is attested archaeologically and has been
repeatedly identified on seals and coins (AmoBuh
2008, 168). The Dalmatia blazon reads: I tre
capi de Leoni coronati (three crowned lion
heads). The colors again are missing, but this
blazon is identical to the blazon given in Virgil
Solis’s Wappenbiichlein. The blazon of Bulgaria
reads: il Leon rosso in campo d’oro di Bulgaria

11). In the Illyrian Armorials this the description
of the Nemanjic‘s crest With one difference, the
lion is red, not black.

In practice this means that between the
Wappenbiichlein and the Delle Imprese seven of
the ten coat of arms of the Illyrian countries come
from these two works; this includes the coat of
arms of Brankovic. The coats of arms of Raska
and Illyria are found in Rodoslovlje gospode
Srpske 1 Bosanske. Thus, the only coat of arms
that does not appear in another heraldic source
is that of Serbia, although the motif of this coat
of arms still has an artefact confirmation. The
earliest is from 1397 in the Decani Monastery
(Auosuh 2008, 103-105).

It follows that whether the Korenic-Neoric
armorial is a copy or an original, we know
for certain that in the same period in Naples
we have Don Pedro Ohmuchevich, Capaccio,
and Mateo Jerinic.

notes in the work Life of Torquato Tasso (La vita
di Torquato Tasso) (Serassi 1785, 545), there a
letter from Capaccio to Ohmuchevich exists. The
quote in that work reveals little about the content
of the otherwise long letter, yet it is quite clear
that the two knew each other. The exact contents
of the letter would certainly reveal important
information about the relationship between the
two. Finding and analyzing this letter, as well as
Ohmuchevich’s response or some other letters,
should therefore be a new goal in exploring the
development of Illyrian heraldry.

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should check the possibility of Capaccio using
that armorial or other Ohmuchevich documents
as sources for his work. Given when the two
corresponded, that is possible. But then it is
not clear why Capaccio mentions the crest of
Stefan Nemanjic‘s coat of arms when all the
rest examples are coats of arms? Somewhat
symptomatic is the use of the term cimiero
which in Hungarian means exactly that coat of
arms (MatkoBcku 1970, 37), and is used in the
[llyrian armorials. Still, one must have in mind
that at the time of speaking it wasn’t uncommon
for works to be printed even ten years later
once they are written as well the
N need of Ohmuchevich to create
a document that will be based
on other verifiable work which
in turn means that Ohmuchevich
could have been familiar with the
work before publication.

From these facts it can be
more readily accepted that
Ohmuchevich used Capaccio’s
work than vice versa. This,
in turn, with the
opportunity to elaborate on the
possible period in which the
supposed Ohmuchevich
armorial would have
created. If it had existed it would have been
made between 1592 (i.e., after the publication
of Delle Imprese) and 1594 (before receiving
the final confirmation of the recognition of the
nobility of Don Pedro Ochmuchevich). In any
case, the question that inevitably arises is what
other older work was used by Capaccio in the
creation of Delle Imprese? The answer to this
question will definitely take us even further in
heraldic sense and maybe it will finally produce
the link between Alexander‘s contributed coat
of Arm and the Macedonian coat of arms from
the Illyrian armorials. Of course, one work with
such potential is the armorial of Garcia Alonzo
de Tores Rey de Armas de Argon, from 1496
kept in Biblioteca de Catalunya, as 529 ms.

coat of arms. Namely, this is the first and so far
the only place where the coats of arms of the
two lands appear the same as in Illyrian heraldry
and in close proximity in a European armorial.
We should note that according to Vojnikov the
source for the coats of arms of Macedonia and
Bulgaria should be sought in the coat of arms
of Wlachia from the armorial of Martin Schrot,
published in 1580 in Munich (Vosnikov, 2011).
This of course should be taken in consideration.
The order of the blazons in Delle Imprese
is: Brankovic, Macedonia, Dalmatia, Bulgaria,
Nemanjic; it is clear that

new insight, it is also worth
commenting on Acovic’s
baseless interpretation of the
dubious authenticity of the Macedonian coat of
arms. Acovic quotes Ivo Banac’s unpublished
paper as claiming that the Macedonian coat of
arms is an inversion of that of Bulgarian in the
context of a territory with a historical pedigree but
no state pedigree (Amosuh 2008, 172). Although
in the following he gives three blazons of the
coats of arms of the King of Macedonia (AuoBuh
2008, 268-271) and acknowledges that there is
a possibility that the coat of arms of Macedonia
may have originated from the attributed coat of
arms of Alexander the Great. Yet he is closer to
think that the transposition of the two arms is due
to an alleged connection to Samoil’s Kingdom or
some other unexplained reason. He also makes a
chronological error. Thus, according to Acovic
himself, the lion as a Bulgarian state symbol
would be strengthened by the reign of Kaloyan
(Amouxk 2008, 166), so it remains unclear what
this has to do with Samoil, who lived some two
hundred years earlier and in pre-heraldic times.

Such claims are
groundless, bearing in mind that at the time of
the Delle Imprese and the Korenic-Neoric coat
of arms, Alexander the Great —and with him
Macedonia—were far more frequent names
in European literature and cartography than
Bulgaria, and probably other Balkan countries.
Moreover, even modern Bulgarian heraldic
authors who consider Samoil an integral part of
Bulgarian state traditions do not associate the
lion with him (Bojuuxos 2017, 43).

On the contrary, it is
quite natural to accept
that the Macedonian and
Bulgarian arms developed
independently.  Acovic’s
claim could only have
weight if “Bulgaria” meant
a Byzantine theme covering
parts of Macedonia and
Serbia. But this, of course,
again cannot be accepted
because of Macedonia’s
well-known borders, but
also the cities within it
(MatkoBcku, 1970, 54).
However the transposition
of the two coats of arms is
a fact. With the emergence
of Delle Imprese it seems that the question of
the reasons for the transposition by Vitezovic
arise again. What is confusing is that Vitezovic
owned two Illyrian armorials: the Olovo and the
Althan. He studied them in the creation of his
Stematographia and in the Althan armorial he
even made corrections to the Latin text for the
coat of arms of Macedonia (ITanasectpa 2010,
90). This infinitely complicates the case.

In conclusion, it can be said that in addition
to the Wappenbiichlein of Virgil Solis, Delle
Imprese by Julio Cesare Carpaccio significantly
influenced the creation of the Korenic-Neoric
armorial, and thus all Illyrian heraldry. There
is a solid basis for the belief that the model of
the Macedonian land coat of arms from Illyrian
heraldry came from the Delle Imprese. The
same applies to the coat of arms of Bulgaria and
Brankovic. The way the blazons are deployed on

these coats of arms allows us to consider them
to come from divergent heraldic development,
and to find the works that Carpaccio used as
sources would prove this unequivocally. In the
Solis Armorial and Carpaccio’s Armorials we
find coats of arms of seven out of ten Illyrian
countries.

In medieval European heraldry the coat
of arms of Macedonia appeared practically
simultaneously with the coats of arms of other
Balkan countries. In its beginnings it too had
a certain inhomogeneity inherent in the other
south Slavic coats of arms that only became
permanent in Illyrian heraldry later on. In this
context, Illyrian heraldry, despite its fictitious
foundations, contains a sufficient number of coats
of arms taken from older European heraldry.
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
