OHRID WITH
HERALDIZED COAT OF
ARMS AND ANEW FLAG

THE Coat of Arms of the city of Ohrid is one of
the oldest civic arms in Macedonia. It originates
from the 1950s, and is one of two Coats of Arms
from Macedonia registered in the Article 6ter of the
United Nations in 1967. In it, the Arms of Ohrid is
represented only by a line drawing, with a strong
stylization.

Only a defining
the colors of the field and
the elements is missing.
Later on, two interventions
were made that violate the
heraldic rules. In the Arms
from 1970, the blazon is the
same, with a different artistic
interpretation and addition
of the inscription OHRID.
Such an inscriptions destroys
the concept of the Coat of
Arms as a visual symbol, and
is unacceptable in heraldry.

Unfortunately, in the early nineties of the
last century another intervention was made - the
addition of the logo of the organization of the
World Heritage of UNESCO (UNESCO - WH), which
is a completely unlawful use of the sign of another
organization. To overcome this problem the
Municipality of Ohrid contacted MHS in late 2013 in
order to develop adequate Coat of Arms.

According to the classification of MHS
in 2012, the Arms of Ohrid is classified as
nearly heraldic, which means it‘s basically
has heraldic concept but some minor
adjustments are needed, such as the removal
of the sign the World Heritage, and the text
,Ohrid“ as well.

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Because Ohrid basically has heraldic Coat of
Arms, which already has its own historicity, the
approach was not to design a brand new Arms,
but to improve the already existing blazon on a
satisfactory heraldic art level. It was necessary
to redraw the shield and the heraldic elements
according to the rules and spirit of the heraldic art,
and to remove the text and sign the World Heritage.

Withadefined blazon,
a mini competition for
the emblazon on the
given blazon was held,
where the following
members  of  MHS
took part:  Stojance
Velickovski, Alesandar
Gizarovski, Jovan
Jonovski, Ivan Nacevski
and Kosta Stamatovski.
With shared observations
and corrections, the
interpretation of Kosta
Stamatovski was chosen.

The elements that are found on the shield are:
Samuil‘s Fortress as one timeless and absolutely
recognizable part of Ohrid and the Macedonian
cultural - historical heritage. It can not be connected
to any other city. It emphasizes the importance of
the medieval Macedonian state; The lake Ohrid as
a natural resource is as unique as it‘s recognizable
worldwide. Its age and richness in endemic species
inevitably make it a suitable symbol. The boat
is associated with tourism, which is the main
economic activity of the municipality; The boat also
represents a crossroad of paramount importance.
Namely, it emphasizes the position of the city on
Via Egnatia. Certainly, no less important is the
symbolism of the boat as a means of dissemination
of education and faith, two basic things which rise
Ohrid high above other cities.

The Coat of Arms of the city received heraldic
definition and compliance with the Macedonian
civic and heraldic system, with three type of
displays: lesser, middle and greater arms.

The blazon of the lesser arms reads:

Azure, on a mount Vert a gated wall between
two towers all Argent. Base barry wavy of the first.

In the case of the Municipality of Ohrid
the crown signifies it‘s position as a historical
capital: Mural crown of three towers Or, central
tower gated, adorned with rubies and pearls.
The ruby is the most precious Macedonian gem
and national gemstone. The Ohrid pearl is a
typical symbol for which Ohrid is widely known.
The greater Arms is where the middle
Arms of the municipality is wreathed.
The blazon the greater coat of arms reads:

Azure, on a mount Vert a gated wall between
two towers all Argent. Base barry wavy of the
first. Qver all a sailboat Or sailed of the third,
abased. The shield crowned with Mural crown of
three towers Or, central tower gated, adorned
with rubies and pearls, wreathed with two oak
branches Vert fructed Or joined with ribbon
Gules.
