PROPOSAL FOR THE ARMS OF
THE REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA

IN 2009 the red five pointed star was re-
moved off the Coat of Arms of the Republic of
Macedonia as a temporary solution. At a meet-
ing of the Government on December 5, 2014 a
proposal for the Coat of Arms the Republic of
Macedonia, based on the heraldic heritage of
Macedonia, was adopted. An open public de-
bate followed at the Faculty of Philosophy; at
the Institute of National History; and at the
Center for Spiritual Culture of Albanians. In
the discussions it was exposed that the red
lion on a gold shield is an element which is
deeply rooted in the culture of the citizens
of Macedonia. The proposal was to enter the
parliamentary procedure, for which a two-
thirds majority vote is necessary.

The government press statement says that
“the current Coat of Arms of the Republic of
Macedonia as a whole is designed according
to the Coat of Arms of the Soviet Union, ac-
cording to which arms of all Soviet republics,
Yugoslavia with its republics and other coun-
tries of the Eastern bloc and other socialist
countries were designed, such as Angola and
North Korea.

The removal the red star in 2009 did not
change the socialist apperiance of the Coat of
Arms, but slightly amended it. The image of a
socialist country does not match the reality.

Heraldic Coats of Arms are timeless sym-
bols of cultural identification. They unite
all communities and individuals in the state
tradition. Almost all European countries to-
day possess Heraldic Coat of Arms. Even the
countries of the former Eastern bloc with the
advent of democratic processes turned back
to their historical Coat of Arms. Macedonia
together with Belarus are one of the last two
countries in Europe that still use the emblem
in the style of the Soviet emblematics.

On the other hand, Macedonia is one of the
few countries in Europe that has a consistent

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symbol that unquestionably runs through its
entire history, and which evidently connects
the communities living in the country and are
acceptable to them.

The proposal for the Coat of Arms of the
Republic of Macedonia is based on the tradi-
tion of the Coats of Arms related to Macedo-
nia, ranging from illustrations of Willem Ver-
land (+1481) and the Roll of Arms of Jerome de
Bara of 1581, which through the Stemmatog-
raphy of Vitezovic (1694) and Zhefarovic (1741)
will become Arms of Macedonia.

The blazon on the Coat of Arms reads: Or,
lion Gules. The shield is crowned with a gold-
en mural crown with five towers placed on a
gold diadem decorated with rubies and pearls
from Macedonia.

The mural crown signifies the republi-
can system of the country. The towers of the
crown represent the graphic expression of
the number five, which is a symbol of state-
hood. This aims to highlight and display the
sovereignty and the integrity of the state. Ru-
bies and pearls are symbols that connect the
state with the country as a natural soil.

This proposal is consistent with the histor-
ical facts, and also responds to people’s per-
ception of national revival period. The lion as
a symbol can be unifying of all communities
and citizens, as is proven in various European
countries. The lion is undoubtedly a symbol
of Macedonians, Albanians and other ethnic
communities in Macedonia and represents
an earthly symbol of the country, territory,
state.

Therefore, the red lion on a gold shield is
the best heraldic symbol that has its own tra-
ditions, as well as present and future in a Eu-
ropean Macedonia, whose adoption promotes
unity and is a symbol that bears no division
on any grounds in itself, but rather it creates
unity of all who live in this region.”

The Macedonian Heraldry Society believes
that this proposal is heraldic and that it is a
good proposal for the Coat of Arms of the Re-
public of Macedonia. Until the closure of this
issue the proposal has not yet entered parlia-
mentary procedure. H
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
