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ECCLESIAL HERALDRY IN
MACEDONIA

ECCLESIASTICAL heraldry, identified by the
specificity of the elements used and especially
paraphernalia, presents a special type of heraldry.
In the category of ecclesiastical heraldry fall:
Arms of churches, dioceses, parishes and other
organizational units, then temples, monasteries
and clergy.

Arms of bishop Seffried II of Chuchester
(1180-1204) is consider the first ecclesiastic
Arms, and first regulations is considered the
decision of the Council of Lyons in 1245, under
the leadership of Pope Innocent IV, for the usage
of a red ecclesiastical hat (galero) with tassels
for the arms of Cardinals, which
became an important hallmark
of the Church Coat of Arms in the
Catholic world.!

The first known Ecclesiastical
Arms in Macedonia are those of
the Roman Catholic archbishop of
Skopje, Petar Bogdan (1677-1689).
He was born in Has, on what is
now the Albanian border with
Serbia, and his education began
in Chipovci in today‘'s Bulgaria
on the border with Serbia. He
completed his education in Ancona and Rome,
and in 1656 was appointed Bishop of Shkodra.?
That same vyear Archdiocese Dardania was
renamed Archdiocese of Skopje, when in the seat
sat Andrei Bogdan, uncle of Petar. Petar later
inherited the seat from his uncle.> His Arms from
1685 is blazoned: Gules, a ladder in bend between
an estoille and an heraldic rose Argent resting on
a triple hill Vert. Above the shield, a galero with
each side 6 tassels held by two cherubs.*

An apocryphal Arms of the Ohrid Archdiocese
was published by the Russian baron Felkerzam
in Gerboved magazine in March 1913.° The Arms
represent the classic Roman Catholic style
typical of the 18th century, with the attributes of
the rank of Archbishop, a galero with 10 tassels

on each side and a golden episcopal cross behind
the shield. But despite this regular paraphernalia
for an Archbishop of the Latin church the shield
is ensigned with a crown and further, behind the
shield has a Latin pastoral stuff and sword in
saltire.

Here is the text in which is described the
blazon:

»-. We command and allow you to use seal as
described here, namely: Shield divided into seven
parts, overall an inescutcheon Or charged with
an eagle Sable, symbol of royal power. The shield
is crowned with a royal purple diadem. The
two upper fields, in the right charged with the
sign (Arms) both Dacia, Gules field charged with
tower. The left, on Azure charged with double
cross Or, arms of the second Pannonia. Below,
in the right field Azure charged with three ships,
two sailed Argent above one sailed Or Arms of
upper Albania, on the left, Gules charged with
a goat, Arms of Macedonia. Below, on the right,
Azure, a lion (arms) sign of Epirus, and in the left
part Vert, two hands holding a golden coronet
with seven precious stones, Arms of Thessaly.
Above them a triple cross, from the right sword,
a symbol of the state and civil authority over
the world, on the left pastoral scepter, a sign of
church government. The cross is covered with a
diadem of the ruler, over it is red cap with gold
tassels which you will wear on the head
in celebration entering the church.*

Obviously this is a marshalled Arms
which consists of the lands under the
jurisdiction of the holder of the Arms.
Countries mentioned in the blazon are:
both Dacias, present-day Romania,
Second Pannonia today’s Hungary /
Slovakia; Upper Albania, Macedonia,
Epirus, Thessaly.

These Arms are often represented
as a dog on a field Azure.

It is unlikely that the Ohrid
Archbishopric used Arms or a seal
with said blazon. Often church
seals in the Eastern church were
hagiographic representations of
the patron. One such example is
the preserved seal of the Monastery
of St. Naum of Ohrid from the
17th century, which is kept in the
Patriarchal Museum in Sofia.’

in its place. The left side shows a man kneeling,
who came to the saint to seek healing, which fits
better in the hagiography of St. Naum.®

CONTEMPORARY MACEDONIAN
ECCLESIASTICAL HERALDRY

The Macedonian Orthodox Church belongs
to those churches that use heraldic arms. All
dioceses and churches use same Arms, while
there is no practice for church
officials to use personal Arms.
The first arms of the Macedonian
Orthodox Church were defined in
the first Constitution of the MOC,
from October 6, 1958, in which the
blazon of arms is not fully defined,
but may still be considered
heraldic. These Arms have never
been properly displayed, whether

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with an illustration of the Church of St “Clement
of Ohrid” in Ohrid."

The inconsistency in the Coat of Arms of
the MOC has increased especially after the
restoration of St. Clement’s Church on Plaosnik,
Ohrid in 2002. According to the Constitution, it
was the temple of St.Clement that was intended,
which actually by transferring the relics of St.
Clement, was placed in church of “Most Holy
Theotokos -Perivleptas”. Now the relics were
transferred to the restored temple on Plaosnik,
in Ohrid.

Macedonian Heraldry Society in 2007 gave
proposal to replace the charge on the shield with
a representation of the restored temple of St.
Clement, and make other heraldic and aesthetic
corrections.

When in 2008 a need arose for greater
changes in the Constitution of MOC, the question
of correction of the Arms also arose. The open
discussion in MHS of possible new designs
brought the conclusion that if the shield is to be
charged only with a temple, it would be better for
this to be a stylized representation of the Eastern,
altar side of a temple of the type of the cathedral
,»St. Sofia ,,, built in the 11th century, which was
the seat of the Archbishop at the time of the
greatest glory of the Ohrid Archbishopric.

In 2009 when changes to the Constitution
were not of any more interest to the media, the
issue came back again on the agenda, but this
time at the highest level that resulted in a series
of meetings with the archbishop and several
bishops. The Herald Jovan Jonovski first explained
the rules of heraldry and suggested that this
process would not simply be application of given
ideas by the bishops, but would work toward a
proper heraldic solution. The biggest challenge
at this stage was that heraldic representation
of Orthodox churches is given by the East, altar
side, and not the tourist side that the church may
be recognizable by.

Once the final blazon was set, the project was
joined by heraldic artist Stojance Velickovski.
Then the process of completing and defining the
final design and details of paraphernalia started,
a process that had many meetings with bishops
who always had new and emerging requirements.

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The compromise adopted was that the new
required representations, where possible, would
be placed in the decorative elements that are not
blazon, that is on the mantle and mitre. The final
proposal was presented at the Ecclesiastic-laity
Council, held in Skopje on November 12, 2009.
The Ecclesiastic-laity Council urged for a few
corrections to be made, of which were accepted
only those regarding to the mitre and the mantle.
The next biggest challenge was the defense of the
red color of the mantle, as the old description
was defined as purple, which corresponds to the
rank of bishopric.

Finally, the Coat of Arms (figure 5) and the
explanation for the origin of the decorative
elements were published in the Gazette of
the Macedonian Orthodox Church, the official
newsletter of the MOC-OA”.

Article 3 of the Constitution of the MOC states:

The Coat of Arms of the Macedonian Orthodox
Church is: Gules, an (orthodox) temple Or
(representing the Archbishopric Cathedral Church
“St. Sophia” in Ohrid). The shield is wrapped with
mantle Gules with a lining Argent. The mantle
is ensigned with a Bishop’s mitre Or. Behind the
mantle are a cross and a sceptre in saltire both Or.

In the footnote a more detailed description
is given of the elements that are not part of the
blazon, but further elaborate the Arms.

Description of the elements of the Coat of Arms
of the Macedonian Orthodox Church: The church
“St. Sophia” is represented by a stylized graphic
of the Eastern side. The mantle is braided with
33 representations of the Cross in the monastery
“Most Holy Thetokos” in Veljusa. In the lower front
corners of the mantle are presented medallion
portraits of St. Apostle Paul on the right, and St.
Clement of Ohrid on the left side. The central
medallion of the mitre depicts the character of the
Lord Jesus Christ from the monastery of St. Martyr
Georgi in Kurbinovo, on the left the Most Holy
Theotokos, and on the right side St. Archangel
Gabriel - former throne icons from the church
“St. Sophia” in Ohrid. The Cross, placed behind
the mantle on its right side, is from the iconostasis
of the monastery of St. Panteleimon in Gorno
Nerezi and the sceptre is from the enthronement
of the restorator of the Archbishopric of Ohrid as

It was actually a further defining and graphic
design defining of the current Arms. Namely, the
blazon of the shield is not altered,
Gules, an (Orthodox) church Or.
Only the explanation changed of
what the temple represents.

At the appointment of Bishop
Jovan in the Povardarie Diocese in
2000, as an emblem of the diocese
he wused Arms, double-headed
eagle Sable, with an escutcheon
on its chest charged with a cross.
After leaving the Povardarie
Diocese and the start of the
Orthodox Ohrid Archbishopric, he
transferred the same arms.

In 2008 an Arms proposal for MOC American-
Canadian diocese was made incorporating Bishop,
k. Methodius ideas. The two main elements are
the heavenly Jerusalem, representing our longing
and our future, and separation of water as a
sign of separation from God and from the home
country. Based on these guidelines the following
blazon was determined: Azure three seraphim
in fess between the heavenly Jerusalem and
two barrulets wavy Or in base Argent two eels
counter-naiant counterchanged. The shield is
surrounded by Paternoster sable and wrapped
with a purple Episcopal mantle, crowned with a
mitre. Behind the mantle, a scepter and cross in
saltire. Eels from the lake of Ohrid swim to the
Sargasso Sea and represent a symbol of migration
and connectivity of Macedonia with the American
continent. Arms for the American-Canadian
Diocese still has not officialy adopted these Arms.

The Anglican Church has a tradition of
ecclesiastical Arms and the Arms of the Anglican
community in Skopje, organized by U.S. Consul
and priest of the Episcopal Church. Paul
Andersen, is established in 1997.2

Blazon of arms is: Argent a cross purpure,
the Macedonian flag in canton, surmounted by
a book ensigned with a mitre charged with the
Eucharistic host and chalice. On a chief Vert, a
lion passant gardant Or holding in the sinister
paw a Latin cross Gules.

The chief of the shield
is actually taken from the Arms of superior
dioceses, Diocese of Gibraltar in Europe. Author
of the Arms is Jovan Jonovski. The unorthodox
solution is to use the flag was upon demand at of
the main priest.

God‘s Voice Christian Church in Skopje,
on 20 June 2009 replaced its logo
with Arms (Figure 9). The previous
logo represented a cross and a book
on which there was a stylized way
represented. The approach for the
new design was to use existing symbols
and to combine them in a heraldic
composition. The green colour
of the Cross represents the Holy
Spirit. The open Bible is presented
in a golden color, while the Way is
shown through the words of Jesus
Christ ,I am the Way, the Truth and the Life.“
Two additional elements, an heraldic fountain
surmounted by a Cross Paty Gules complement
its symbolism. First, it symbolizes baptism as this
is a Baptist church and secondly, the part of the
city in which the church is situated

is called “Kislea Voda” (Mineral
Water). Article 2 of the Statute
reads: Coat of God Voice Christian
Church is with following blazon:
Argent a Cross Vert surmounted
by an opened book having on the
dexter side three buckles and on
the sinister side three straps all
leathered proper paged Or with
the inscription: , ] am the Way, the
Truth and the Life” edged Gules,
in Canton an heraldic fountain,
charged with a Cross Paty Gules.
The Motto, which did not appear in the Statute
is VOX DEI, which actually is the name of the
church in Latin. Author of these Arms is Jovan
Jonovski.

Next is the Arms on the Christian Baptist
Church ,God's Voice* in Skopje. Baptist Church
Macedonia was first registered in 1930 although
its roots in Macedonia, along with Methodist

Church, are in Congregationalism in European
Turkey from the first half of the 19th century.
The Coat of Arms was adopted on August 7, 2005
and is with the following description: Shield
divided into pall reverse: Purpure, Blue Celest,
and Azure. In the first field a Latin cross, in the
second an anchor, in the third a heart voided, all
Or. Above the shield is a blue ,Croatian crown*
with three segments: on each is written one of the
initial letters, “X 5 1]” (H B C). Motto: Faith, Hope,
Love. The motto corresponds with emblems on
the Arms).

The other no so heraldic is the personal
Arms is of the Roman Catholic Bishop Kiro
Stojanov, who is also the Apostolic Exarch of
Macedonia. He is the head of the
Catholic Church in Macedonia,
as well as the Catholic Church
of Eastern Rite. His attempt to
attain Armsis from 1999 when he
was appointed assistant bishop.
Given representation on the
Arms is not quite heraldic. The
description on the Arms is: the
silver shield that slowly passes
in light blue on top, golden sun
with 12 spokes which form
horizontal and vertical cross.
On sun on a white background
divided per Cross are written the letters UC XC
NI KA. The three-foot mountains below three
wavy lines, all blue. Letter M encircled by 12
stars in chef. Above the shield there is a white
ecclesiastical hat with 5 tassels a side; Behind
the shield there is a golden cross and crossed
orthodox and catholic scepter.
