NEW BOOK: THE SUN AND
THE LION AS SYMBOLS
OF THE REPUBLIC OF
MACEDONIA- A HERALDIC
AND VEXILLOLOGICAL
ANALYSIS BY JOVAN
JONOVSKI

The trials of Macedonia spilled into the realms
of heraldry and vexillology as it gained indepen-
dence following the breakup of Yugoslavia then
pursued entry into the European Union. As the
newly-independent country sought to represent
itself through arms and flags, it looked to its re-
cent and distant past for symbols. The sun and the
lion emerged—from ancient through medieval to
socialist to current times—as competing primary
symbols. Eventually, after changing its flag, the
nation reached parity with other European coun-
tries.

Jovan Jonovski, in earning a doctorate from
Institute of National History at the University of
SS. Cyril and Methodius in Skopje, successfully
defended the dissertation which forms the basis
of this book. It shows the history of Macedonian
symbols and their roles in the
development of and changes
to the national arms and flag.
He traces the heraldic roots

The sun and the lion have been competing symbols of Macedonia for centuries.
‘This is seen especially during the choosing of symbols for the coat of arms and flag
of the (Peoples/Socialist) Republic of Macedonia. This book shows the history of
these symbols and explains the process of choosing the symbols for the flag and
coat of arms, including their many changes and the cfforts to devise a coat of arms
in heraldic form. Today the sun appears in the national coat of arms and on the
flag, as well as in the national anthem. Its popularity as a national symbol is also
seen in Macedonian municipal coats of arms, where it is the most frequent charge.

Jovan Jonovski was born in Skopje in 1971. He has degrees in physics, theology.

The book has 72 pages and 55 figures, show-
ing ancient coins, medieval book illustrations,
arms from 16th-century armorials, 19th-century
flags, socialist-era arms, diaspora-group logos,
political party emblems, lion- and sun-based pro-
posals for arms and flags, and the eventual ad-
opted results. It covers three time periods: before
1944, 19441991, after 1991. It describes the in-
fluence of leaders from Alexander the Great to the
present day, and includes detailed explorations of
the lion in early armorials and the sun in modern
municipal heraldry and vexillography. An ex-
tensive bibliography
demonstrates a depth
of scholarship and re-
search.

Jonovski’s schol-
arship is comple-
mented by his expe-
rience—he  played
