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ABSTRACT

Vitezovic’s Stemmatographia (1701)
and Zhefarovic’s translation into Slavic
(1741), along with the Illyrian roll of
arms (Korenic-Neoric, London, Fojnica,
and other transcriptions) are part of the
so-called Illyrian Heraldry, the central
heraldic source for the Slavic Balkans of
the 16™ to 18™ centuries.

While the Illyrian Armorial has been
blazoned in English as well as in other Slavic
languages, this paper is the first attempt to
blazon the 56 land coats of arms in Macedonian
with standard Macedonian heraldic terminology
and syntax. Also English blazon is given.

An analysis of the heraldic composition and
elements is also made, as well as the possible
role as a blazon of the poetic verses written
under each coat of arms.

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The presence of specific heraldry in Southern
Europe below the Sava and Danube Rivers dates
back to the 14" century. With the expansion
of the Islamic Ottoman Empire on the Balkan
Peninsula in the late 14" and early 15" centuries,
its development abruptly ceased.
In the following centuries, under
Ottoman rule, heraldry continued
to exist only on the narrow belt of
the Eastern Adriatic coast under
Venetian rule and in the small
naval Republic of Dubrovnik
(Ragusa). There, at the end
of the 16™ century, so-called

in Illyrian heraldry developed. It is
‘ “Illyrian” in the sense of reviving
the memories of the supposedly
strong old kingdom of Illyria,
as a result of humanism, which
among southern Slavs would
be expressed as an “Illyrian
idea” in response to Italian pan-
Romanism and German pan-Germanism. Over
time, the “Illyrian idea” would develop as a
basis for the unification of all southern Slavs.
The term “Illyria” covered different territory in
different historical periods. In antiquity (around
400 BC until 167 BC) Illyria was the area east
of the Adriatic Sea that stretched from Epirus
in the south to Liburnia in the north and was
inhabited by Illyrian tribes. In Roman times,
the Illyricum prefecture was created, which
changed its boundaries but basically covered a
much wider area than ancient Illyria, including
almost the entire Balkans except for Thrace (Py-
muh 2006, 272). With the rise of humanism and
consequently of Illyrianism and Pan-Slavism,
all South Slavic countries and parts of Albania
were considered Illyrian. In any case, Illyria
is a rough geographical term not marked by a
linguistic or ethnic unity. Throughout history,
only the Romans ruled the entire region—as the
province of Illyricum. The borders of Roman
Illyricum stretched from the Drilon River in
Albania on the south to Istria in the northwest,
the Sava River in the north, and the Adriatic Sea
in the west. The capital of the province was Solin

[llyrian heraldry includes two parts, first, the
“Slano' Armorial” (~ 1590) with its plethora
of complete and partial transcripts (such as
the Korenic-Neoric armorial, then the London
armorial, the Fojnica armorial, etc.) known as
Illyrian Armorials that appeared at Primorye,’
and in Italy, Spain, and Austria in the late 16
and early 17" centuries (ITamaBectpa 2006,
16) and Stemmatographia by Pavle Ritter
Vitezovic with its Slavic translation by Hristofor
Zhefarovic (Jonovski 2020, 18). The Korenic-
Neoric armorial, as one of the oldest components
of the “Slano Armorial”, (Nacevski 2019, 8) has
153 arms.’ Nine of them belong to the Illyrian
lands, followed by the coats of arms of Tsar
Dusan and Tsar Uros, as well as thirteen ruling
dynastic coats of arms (Cosi¢ 2015, 134). This is
followed by 128 families of Slano, Dubrovnik,
Dalmatia, and Bosnia and Herzegovina.

The coats of arms in the Illyrian Armorials are
blazoned in Serbian, Croatian, and English. They
are not yet completely blazoned in Macedonian.

The aim of this paper is to
present Vitezovic’s Stemmatographia, and
Zhefarovic’s translation, by blazoning the coats
of arms presented and analyzing them according
to their elements and the possibility of the verses
given being considered as blazon. This is the
first publication blazoning of the arms of the
Stemmatographias in Macedonian (and English),
but also in any modern language.

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THE STEMMATOGRAPHIAS OF
VITEZOVIC AND ZHEFAROVIC

Pavle Ritter Vitezovic (1652-1713) was a
writer, historian, printer, engraver, and politician,
born in Senj, Croatia. In 1695, Vitezovic bought
his own printing house. He also worked in Vienna
where he became a court counselor and received
permission from the emperor to enter every library,
both public and private archives. Vitezovic is
the author of several “Illyrian” works. His 1694
manuscript, titled “Original Insignia of the Illyrian
Kingdoms and Provinces”,’ is well known. Accor-
ding to Matkovski, the manuscript contains 72
coats of arms. Some of them are from countries
that Vitezovic considered to be Slavic and some are
Croatian coats of arms. It is written in Latin with
hand-painted pictures giving only the name of the
country without additional verses (MarkoBcku
1970, 114).

His most significant work, published in
Vienna in late April or early May 1701, was titled
Stemmatographia or Drawing, Description and
Reconstruction of the Illyrian Coats of Arms®.
Stemmatographia means a list of stemas: seals,
coats of arms. Unlike Illyrian coats of arms, which
basicaly contained personal coats of arms, in the
Stemmatographia there are only land coats of arms.

Vitezovic probably used Munster’s Cosmo-
graphy and the work of Mavro Orbini The Kingdom
of the Slavs, as well as immediate sources: old
prints, documents, coins, stone monuments, and the
like (/bid., 116).

In the Stemmatographia out of 847, 56 pages
contain one coat of arms each, for the lands
where the “Slavic word was still heard”, placed in
alphabetical order according to the Latin alphabet.
Under the name of the land is a shield with a crown.
The shield is Spanish type with a width:height ratio
of 4:5. Four arms are shown in the same shield type
but where the top edge is not straight but a slight arc
downward. (Bosnia, Croatia, Serbia and Rahska).
The colors in the Stemmatographia are presented
in heraldic hatching (for which a legend is given,
coinciding with that of Petrasankta, the standardized
hatching for presenting colors in heraldry).

The following crowns can be found in the
Stemmatographia: 1. Ducal (represented on 13
coats of arms); 2. Arched Ducal (26); 3. Arched

Under each coat of arms, Vitezovic gives
four verses in Latin which explain the coat
of arms and/or the country. At the end of the
Stemmatographia, there are comments on each
arms. The work is printed in one color with
engraved images.

The following 1702, Vitezovic reprinted his
work in Zagreb, this time under the title ///yrian
Stemmatographia, First Book® marked “New
Edition, Edited and Expanded’”.

The Stemmatographia, dedicated to Serbian
Patriarch Arsenie, was republished on October
21, 1741 in Vienna, a translation into Slavonic
by Hristofor Zhefarovic. Zhefarovic was a
Macedonian painter, icon painter, engraver,
merchant, and heraldist, born in Dojran (Gjorgjiev,
Sarakinski 2019, 5). He studied in Salonica and
then went to the Metropolitanate of Karlovac. He
also engaged in trade and acquired large estates.
He died in 1753 in Moscow. Zhefarovic is also
respected as a Serbian and Bulgarian heraldist.

The edition in Slavonic has been expanded
with engravings of saints or canonized rulers,
mostly Serbian (8 with one and 8 with two), as
well as a portrait of Patriarch Arsenie and the
coat of arms of the Karlovac Metropolitanate.

Zhefarovic’s drawings of the land arms are
almost identical to those of Vitezovic, presented
in a frame with clouds.'” Above the frame is the
name of the country, and below verses in four
lines with a poetic description of the coat of
arms and/or the country. The Viennese master
Mesmer worked on the Stemmatographia,
engraving Zhefarovic’s drawings into copper.

Apart from the translation of the Stemmato-
graphia, which would become the first illustrated
manual on heraldry, no other heraldic texts
by Zhefarovic are known. This is what puts
Zhefarovic in the second phase of knowledge of
heraldry—collecting— which is characterized by
collecting images of the coats of arms where only
basic information about the coat of arms is known,
i.e., its bearer (JonoBcku 2019a).

The blazoning was done according to the

given emblazon from the hand-painted copy of
the second edition, which is in the National and
University Library in Zagreb and was published
in photographic form by Ivo Banac (Banac
1991). In case of ambiguity, the verse under the
coat of arms of Zhefarovic’s Stemmatographia in
a photographic edition (laBugoB 1972) was also
consulted. The blazoning follows the standard
heraldic terminology and syntax in modern
Macedonian developed by the Macedonian
Heraldic Society (Jonovski, Nacevski) published
in the Macedonian Herald over several issues.
Also English blazon is given.'

For the analysis of the function of the blazon
of the verses under the coat of arms, we use
the photographical edition of Zhefarovic’s
Stemmatographia (second edition), published
in Cmemamoepagpuja, Hzobpadicenuje opyoicuj
unupuueckux (Jasugos 1972).

This paper also analyzes the poetic description
provided in terms of its function as a blazon.
“Blazon” is the technical description of the coat
of arms, which defines it and provides the basis
on which any heraldist or heraldic artist can
draw the same composition. The blazon must
contain the following information: 1. Partitions
on the arms (for marshalled arms); 2. Partition
of the shield with the colors of the fields; 3,
Heraldic charges with their color; 4. Attributes
of the charge, their number and ratio. Blazoning
is done at an imaginary cross-section of the
shield placed horizontally, with blazoning from
the bottom up. (Jonoscku 2015, 80).

The connection of the description of the
verse under the coat of arms with the blazon
is categorized into 5 categories: 1. Without
connection to the blazon; 2. Mentioning a charge
from the arms; 3. Mentioning a color of the field
and the charge. 4. Acceptable blazon, and 5.
Blazon is good, but the colors in the description
do not match the colors in the drawing.

In addition to the blazon provide for the
small arms (the content of the shield), the type of
crown is also given, as well as in which category
it is according to the connection of the verse with
the blazon. In both cases where the arms differ
between Vitezovic and Zhefarovic, (Raska and
Hungary) both blazons are given.

ANALYSIS OF THE ARMS

The Stemmatographia is a very important
work for Macedonian heraldry and is a form of
first heraldic textbook. Although it combines coats
of arms of different contexts, times, and uses, the
analysis of coats of arms and its components is
especially important in determining the corpus of
coats of arms, presenting an example of what a coat
of arms should look like.

According to the complexity of the coats of
arms, most (50, or 89%) are single, one is quartered,
two are partitioned per fess, and three partitioned
per pale.

By color, the shield (or field on marshaled arms)
is Gules (27) followed by Azure (13), Argent (11),
Or (8), and Vert (2). The figure is usually Argent
(26), then Or (12), Gules (6), Sable
(14), and one checky and one Proper.

According to the charge, the most
frequent is the eagle (14), then the
lion (10), the hand (with or without
armour) (5), the crescent (2), the arrow
1, and others, represented once.
