The African continent is abundant with
variety, amazes us with its mixture of languages,
cultures, and a rich, but often dark, history.

these African flags were created under direct
influence, or inspired by, their former colonial
rulers (“Flag of France”). Such examples are
the flags of the former French colonies, today
independent states, in West and Central Africa.
Another portion of these African flags were
inspired by regional movements and pan-ethnic
organizations, exemplified through the colors
of the Pan-African movement or the colors of
the Arab Independence Revolt (Znamierowski
2003, 123, 125). Nevertheless, amid this variety
of designs and symbolism, one category of flags
can be distinguished, those national flags derived
from a totally different source—a political party.

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The symbols of one political party in one
country, in a multi-party system, often are not
reflected on national level as a unifying symbol.
That property can be noticed when flags of
former authoritarian states and regimes are taken
into consideration, such as the examples of the
former flags of Libya, USSR, China, or Vietnam.
However, in Africa (but not exclusively on this
continent), even though a multi-party system is
guaranteed legally and by constitution, certain
African countries still exhibit this phenomenon,
where ‘there is no clear distinction between the
party and national flag after the independence’
(Palmberg 1999, p. 54). The goal of this review
or short analysis is to see what national flags
are same as, or derived from, the symbol of
the political party, what causes that, and the
reactions to that, if any.

There are 54 independent and sovereign
states on the African continent today, which
results in 54 flags with interesting designs and
strong symbolism. In terms of the purposes
of this analysis and its goals, 14 national flags
have been directly or indirectly derived from a
country’s dominant political party: the flags of
Angola, Benin, Eritrea, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau,
South Sudan, Kenya, Mali, Mozambique, Sao
Tome and Principe, Senegal, Tanzania, Uganda,
and Zimbabwe. At first glance it can be noted
that these flags are scattered across the African
continent, quite often geographically distant and
without direct or strong cultural or political ties
during their creation. However, all these flags
and their states share a common characteristic—
the political setting during the time of achieving
independence, and their current politics.

Taking into account the political conditions
in the countries listed in this category, but
also the current political players, this group
of 14 flags can be further divided into three
subgroups. The first subgroup is made up of
flags that were created from the flag of the
political party that is still dominant in the
political life of the given country, which in
practice makes them one-party states (Africa
2010, 425): Angola, Eritrea, Mozambique,
and Zimbabwe. The second subgroup of flags
includes the flags deriving from the flag of a

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political party that still operates in the country,
but now part of a democratic multi-party system,
with temporal rule over the country (position-
opposition): Guinea-Bissau, Kenya, Sao Tome
and Principe, South Sudan, and Uganda. The last
large subgroup includes the flags of countries
that were inspired by a flag of a former, now
non-existing, party. Those flags are the flags of
Benin, Senegal, Mali, and Guinea. Only the flag
of Tanzania remains outside these subgroups,
primarily because of the nature of the creation
of the country itself, although it is partially
connected to the flag of a political party, a
process discussed below.

‘DOMINANT-PARTY STATES’

The flag of Angola (Fig. 1) is made of two
equal horizontal stripes, red over black. In the
center of the flag are a crossed machete and gear
wheel, over which a five-pointed star is located,
all in yellow. The red color symbolizes the blood
shed for the fatherland’s freedom, while the black
color symbolizes the African continent. The gear
wheel symbolizes international solidarity and
progress (‘Simbolos Nacionais’). The flag has

socialist elements, and regarding its emblem it
is often emphasized that it looks like the Soviet
hammer and sickle (Flags, 1998, 96). If Angolan
history is taken into consideration, especially
the war of independence and the first Angolan
political organizations, it can be seen that the
national flag of Angola is based on the flag of
the still-dominant political party, the ‘Popular
Movement for the Liberation of Angola’ (Fig. 2)
(‘Flag of Angola’). Angola, as a state with a de
facto dominant-party system, from the moment
of the creation of the state up today promoted the
party flag as a national flag. The extreme similarity

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with the party’s flag has been
opposed by the major opposition
party (‘Angolan’). However, as
of today the national flag remains
unchanged and remains similar to
the party’s flag. A 2003 attempt to
change the flag was unsuccessful
(‘Proposals’).

Mozambique and its flag share
a similar political and historical ‘destiny’ with
Angola. The countries are connected by several
similarities, including common Portuguese
colonial governments, political
systems in which one party is
dominant, and a national flag
derived from the flag of the
dominant party. The flag of
Mozambique (Fig. 3) is made of
three horizontal stripes in green,
black, and yellow, separated by
narrow white fimbriations. A red
triangle in the hoist contains the
main element of the national emblem over a
yellow five-pointed star (Constitution, 1990).
The green color symbolizes the natural wealth
of the nation, the black symbolizes Africa, the
yellow represents mineral treasures, and the
red symbolizes the struggle for independence.
Again there is the similarity between the current
flag of Mozambique with the original flag of the
ruling party (Fig. 4), ‘Mozambican
Liberation Front’. As in Angola,
the party emerged from the national
liberation movement and imposed
its own symbols (initially Marxist)
as national ones. Today’s party
flag is not similar to the national
one. The main opposition of
Mozambique has been trying to remove the five-
pointed star and the weapon from
the flag, but has been unsuccessful
(‘Symbols’).

Zimbabwe and Eritrea, even
though they did not have common
colonial ruler, are similar to
Angola and Mozambique in one
aspect—one dominant party that
used the party’s flag as a source

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for the national symbol. The flag of Eritrea
(Fig. 5) is made of three triangles in green, red,
and blue, with yellow emblem in the hoist. The
green symbolizes the country’s
livestock, blue symbolizes the sea,
red symbolizes the bloodshed for
the independence of the nation,
and yellow symbolizes the mineral
wealth of the country. This flag,
adopted on 15 September 1952
(‘Flag of Eritrea’), is very similar
to the flag of the political party ‘Eritrean People’s
Liberation Front’ (Fig. 6). The only difference
between the Eritrean flag and the
party’s flag is the yellow emblem.
Initially a front for liberation of
Eritrea, today it is the dominant
political party that has governed
the country from the moment of
its independence. The flag, as of
today, remains unchanged and
serves as a national flag of Eritrea.

Zimbabwe followed a similar development
path. Zimbabwe, as with Eritrea, was liberated
by and is ruled by the political party ‘Zimbabwe
African National Unity — Patriotic Front’. The flag
of Zimbabwe (Fig. 7) comprises seven horizontal
stripes in green (for agriculture), yellow (for the
mineral wealth of the country), red (for the blood
shed for independence), and black (for the African
people), with a white triangle with black edges in
the hoist. In the triangle is the national emblem.
The party’s flag (Fig. 8) has no triangle, but the
similarities with the national flag are striking. It is
often said that this was done with purpose, mainly
to send a message for respecting the party by the
people (Cerulo 1995, 105). As with the other flags
of this group, due to lack of strong opposition
parties, there have been no attempts to change the
state flags. The flags are already well established
as national symbols.

The similarity between these flags is not only
in terms of the origin of the flag, but in their
symbolism as well. It can be noted that the same
or similar symbolic meanings are assigned to the
colors of all these flags.

The second subgroup of this analysis includes
flags of countries that derive from the flag of
a political party that is not the only dominant
force in the country. What connects the flags of
Guinea-Bissau, Kenya, Sao Tome and Principe,
South Sudan, and Uganda is that the national
flag derives from the flag of a political party that
is one of the key political players in the state.
Unlike the previous category of flags, here it can
be noted that the political party that ‘gave’ the
national flag is not superior in the country, but
depending on the election results it changes its
roles between leadership and opposition.

The flag of Guinea-Bissau (Fig. 9) derives
from the flag of the political
party ‘African Party for the
Independence of Guinea and
Cape Verde’ (Fig. 10) (‘Flag
of Guinea-Bissau’), which was
created for the liberation of the
Portuguese colonies Guinea-
Bissau and Cape Verde. Today,
the party operates only in Guinea-Bissau; in
Cape Verde a new party with a totally different
flag was created upon independence, leaving
behind the ideas and politics of Guinea-Bissau.
The flag of Guinea-Bissau is made of vertical
hoist stripe in red (a symbol of
the blood shed for liberation)
and two horizontal stripes in
yellow (a symbol of fertility)
over green (a symbol of woods
and agriculture). There is a
black five-pointed star in the
center of the red stripe (symbol
of the party and Africa). The
colors are Pan-African, common to large number
of African states.

A similar process underwent in Sao Tome
and Principe, another former
Portuguese colony in West
Africa. The flag of Sao Tome and
Principe (Fig. 11) is very similar,
if not identical, to the flag of
the political party ‘Movement
for Liberation of Sao Tome and
Principe’ (Fig. 12). The flag of

The flag of Uganda (Fig.
16), as with the previous
flags, derives from the initial
flag of the political party
‘Uganda People’s Congress’
(Fig. 17). Today the flag of the political party is not
the same as the national one. The flag of Uganda
is made of six stripes in
black (symbol of the people),
yellow (symbol of the African
sunshine), and red (symbol of
the brotherhood); the stripes
repeat. In the center of the
flag is the white disc with the
national symbol. Unlike this
flag, the original party’s flag
was made of three stripes,
instead of six, without the national symbol (‘Flag
of Uganda’). The Pan-African colors can be seen
again.

‘HISTORICAL POLITICAL

The last large subgroup of flags subject to
this review is made up of flag of countries that
derive from a flag of a former political party.
Unlike the flags already analyzed, the flags of
Benin, Mali, Senegal, and Guinea have common
history—that is, they have a common ancestor.
All four flags used the red-yellow-green colors
of the ‘African Democratic Rally’, a political
party functioning in the time of the so-called
French Community—the beginning of the
dissolution of the French colonial empire in
West Africa. The party used these three colors
as a symbol of Pan-African unity and solidarity.
Thus, upon the independence of the countries
in West Africa, the leaders decided to use the
party’s colors with similar symbolism, but with
different designs (that is, the order of the graphic
elements). The flag of Benin (Fig. 18) is made
of one vertical green stripe at the hoist and two
horizontal stripes in yellow over red. The flag of
Mali (Fig. 19) is made of three vertical stripes in

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green, yellow, and red, while
the flag of Senegal has them in
the same order but with a green
five-pointed star in the center.
These two flags are direct
successors of the flag of the
Mali Federation, a former state
combining Mali and Senegal.
At the end, the flag of Guinea
(Fig. 20) is made of three
vertical stripes in red, yellow,
and green. Even though not
mentioned in this category,
the flag of Cameroon, though
slightly  different,  shares
some phases of historical
development with the rest of
the West African states. As it
can be seen from the graphic
representations, the  flags
invoke the common historical
and cultural connections of
these West African nations
and their common (colonial)
history. The choice of the Pan-
African colors is a common
feature in a large number
of  African  post-colonial
countries.

The flag of Tanzania, as mentioned, has a
partial connection to a party’s flag. The current
flag of Tanzania (Fig. 21) was created by
combining the flags of the former states which
make up today’s Tanzania: Tanganyika (Fig.
22) and Zanzibar. The elements taken from the

Tanganyika flag were in turn
inspired by the flag of the
‘African National Union of
Tanganyika’. However, upon
recommendation by the former
British colonial power, the
new leadership of Tanganyika
made a slight modification to
the proposed Tanganyika flag
by adding a yellow fimbriation

to the black stripe (the party’s flag lacked the
yellow color, but with the same order of colors).
The result of that modification is reflected today

on the flag of Tanzania
(“Flag of Tanzania”).

The political
parties that led these
former colonies into

independence had a key
role in the development
of the political life
of the newly created
states. It could be expected that due to that strong
position that these political parties had in the socio-
economic life of these post-colonial states, we
have an outcome where the party’s colors became
national. Today these colors are well established as
national, unifying symbols of independent African
nations.
