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ABSTRACT

The article deals with an important
but lesser known topic in Macedonian
phaleristic studies—the award system
of the Total Peoples Defense of the
Socialist Republic of Macedonia (TPD of
SRM). Based on the collection material
and citation of the legal regulations
from the three Decisions adopted by the
Presidency of the SRM in 1976, 1983,
and 1984, recognitions (pins, plaques, and
commendations) and awards of the TPD
of SRM are presented in photographs and
described in detail. Illustrations show the gold,
silver, and bronze pins of the TPD of 1976,
the badege and the silver plaque of the TPD
of 1984, the pins of the Republic’s campaign
“All-In Defense and Protection (SVOZ)”, as
well as the commendation of 1982 awarded by
the commander of the Republic headquarters of
the TDP of SRM. These were granted according
to strictly prescribed criteria and can rightly be
considered the first Macedonian state military
decorations.

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The Armed Forces of the Socialist Federative
Republic of Yugoslavia (within which the
Socialist Republic of Macedonia functioned as
an equal federal unit for more than four decades)
comprised two basic components—the Yugoslav
People’s Army (YPA) and the Territorial
Defense (TD). The YPA constituted the basic
and main armed forces at the federal level, while
the TD of the SFRY, formed in 1968, was made
up of all units, staffs, and institutions organized
at the level of the republics and provinces.

The development of the TPD passed through
several stages, and the 1955 Law on People‘s
Defense defined it as a form of organizing the
armed forces, based on factory units for anti-
aircraft defense, guards,
patrols, and other units. Its
organization was solely
the responsibility of the
Federation. ~ The 1969
People’s  Defense  Law
defined territorial defense as
a component of the system
of SFRY people’s defense
and armed forces, organized
and prepared through socio-
political communities and
labor organizations. With the
new Law on Public Defense
of 1974, territorial defense
was treated as part of the
armed forces of the SFRY
and the broadest form of
organizing public resistance
in the republics, provinces,
and municipalities (Vojna
enciklopedija 1975, IX, 763).

The Territorial Defense as the broadest form
of organized armed resistance of the population
was part of the larger concept of Total People’s
Defense (TPD),
omopana (OHO)), which included civil defense as
well as the entire civil population (“the working
people and citizens” according to the terminology
of that time) capable of handling a weapon,
organized through the basic organizations of
collective labor (BOCL) and organizations of
collective labor (OCL) (All companies and their

communities of interests (SCI) (Para-state bodies
in charge of health, social protection, culture,
sports, and other social activities), and other
self-governing organizations and communities,
socio-political and other public organizations,
municipalities, and the Republic.

According to Article 3 of the Law on Total
People’s Defense (Cayx06en 1984), the “Total
People’s Defense in the Republic is the only
system of organizing and preparing active
participation of the working people and citizens,
through the basic and other organizations
of collective labor, local communities, self-
governing communities of interest and other
self-governing organizations and communities,
socio-political and other public organizations,
municipalities, and the Republic in the prevention
and elimination of aggression and other dangers
to the country, in armed combat and other forms
of national resistance, in protection and the
rescue of the people and the material and other
goods and in the execution of other tasks of
interest for the country’s defense. The national
defense in the Republic is a constituent part of
the only system of the Total People’s Defense of
the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia”.

For Macedonian phaleristics, of special
importance are the recognitions (pins, plaques,
and commendations) and awards (tangible
and monetary) granted to citizens of the
Socialist Republic of Macedonia (SRM) for
particular success and results achieved during
the preparation, training, and qualification for
participating in national defense.

On 6 December 1976 the Presidency of the
SRM promulgated a Decision defining the type,
shape, and manner of awarding plaques, pins,
commendations, and awards for special success
achieved in the organizing and implementing of
preparations for TPD (Ciyx6en 1977).

The 1976 Decision established two plaques—
gold and silver, and three pins—gold, silver, and
bronze.

The plaque is rectangular, 80 x 60 x 2 mm, with
artistic engraving on a layer that symbolizes the
strength of the national defense. Engraved in the
center of the upper part of the plaque is the coat

The gold plaque was
awarded by the Council
for People’s Defense
of the Presidency of
the SRM. The
plaque awarded
by the commander of
the  Republic’s  staff
for territorial defense,
the commander of the
Republic’s  staff  for
civil protection and, the
Republic’s secretary for
the people’s defense.

The pin is 15 x 15 mm,
shaped in the outline of
the SRM; in the center are
the 5x5 mm coat of arms
of the SRM, and below
the coat of arms are three
S-pointed stars measuring
I1x1 mm and symbolizing
the brotherhood and unity
between the Macedonians,
Albanians, and Turks, and
at the same time the three established zones/
regions of the SRM. Below the stars is the
inscription “OHO” (ONO), 2x2 mm.

The gold pin was awarded by the commander
of the Republic’s staff for territorial defense,
the commander of the Republic’s staff for civil
protection, and the Republic’s secretary for the

The
bronze pin was awarded by the heads of units of
the territorial defense and civil protection.

The plaques, commendations,
and awards were granted to socio-political
communities and their organs, socio-political
organizations and their organs, organizations
of collective labor, local communities and other
self-governing organizations and communities,
public organizations and associations, members
of the units, authorities, and staffs of the territorial
defense and civil protection, foreign delegations
and individuals, and others, acknowledging
particular results in the organizing and
implementing preparations for national defense,
for collaboration in, and for special success
achieved during training and qualifying for the
defense and protection.

The plaques, pins, commendations, and
awards were granted:

— For special success in the realization of the
goals of the concept of Total People‘s Defense,

— For special success and prominent results
in organizing, preparing, and functioning of the
system for TPD in the SRM,

— For special success and results in

The commendations were awarded ceremonially
by the representatives of the authorities and the
persons authorized to award commendations.

The pin of the TPD from 1976 is relatively
small (1.5 x 1.5 cm), it has a 3 cm-long needle
on the reverse for hanging on clothes, made by
following the example of the numerous pins
that in those times were produced for all public
companies and for important anniversaries.
The 1983/84 pins are larger (2.8 x 2.2 cm),
with a mechanism for hanging on clothes, in an
appropriate, light-gray, 6.5 x 6.5 cm box. The
box for the 1983/84 is dark-red, 14 x 14 cm.
The manufacturer of the 1976 pins was Zlatara
Krushevo from Krushevo, SR Macedonia. The
1983/84 pins and plaques of the TPD from were
manufactured by the Aurea Celje factory in SR
Slovenia.

While ILINDEN MEMORIAL badge-1903
from 1951 is the first Macedonian state insignia,
and the pins and plaques of the TPD of the SRM
from 1976 and 1983/84 may be considered
the first Macedonian state military insignia, of
special importance to Macedonian phaleristics.
As commendations and awards for the Republic,
they contain the coat of arms of the SRM as a
basic symbol, which is important from heraldic
point of view. The three five-pointed stars
on the 1976 pins, as ideological symbols,
represented the “brotherhood and unity between
the Macedonians, Albanians, and Turks”, which
even at that time represented the multi-cultural
character of the SRM. Additionally, the Decisions
as bylaws promulgated by the Presidency of the
SRM detailed all aspects of the insignia—its
type, shape (symbolism, design and dimensions),
the manner of awarding it (that is, who could
propose the award and who granted it), as well
as the criteria for receiving the commendation
or award. The importance and meaning of these
commendations and awards were increased even
more by awarding them during important holidays
and anniversaries, and the receivers were issued
an appropriate certificate.

rial, technical, and infra-
structure—played a role in the
process of safely achieving
independence for the Republic
of Macedonia and the building
of its own armed forces.

The SRM TPD comprised
around 74,000 Macedonian
military personnel. In 1973 a
concept of total defense was
developed within the TPD,
maneuvering units/battalions
units were formed in the
working organizations and
local communities, and later
14 partisan brigades of the
TPD operated in the territory
of the SRM.

According to  Article
132 of the Law on Defense
(CayxOen 1992) adopted
on 14 February 1992, “the
units, staffs and commands
of the territorial defense are

transformed into the sole defense system of the
Republic”; through this the TD of Macedonia
became the basis for creating the Macedonian
Army. The newly formed Army of the Republic
of Macedonia (ARM) later introduced its own
awards—plaques, pins, and commendations—
which will be a subject of discussion in the
following issue of Macedonian Herald.

ALL-IN DEFENSE AND PROTECTION

All-In Defense and Protection represented
a mass campaign in the Republic organized by
the Federal Secretariat for People’s Defense
and the Council for People’s Defense and the
Committee for TPD and PSP (OmirectBeHa
camo3amrtuta—Public Self-Protection) of the
municipality. The campaign included members of
the territorial defense of the SRM, civil protection,
as well as citizens of all ages from the workers’
organizations, local communities, middle and
high school students, and members of the various
public and political organizations such as People’s
Techniques, Red Cross, Scouts’ Union, Physical
Education Union, etc. The campaign was first
organized in 1978 and held each following year,
and the participants were awarded pins with
appropriate symbolism. The basic pin is a circle,
bearing a 24-rayed sun. In the sun’s disc is a five-
pointed star, over which the images of a member
of the Total People’s Defense and a member of
the armed forces are engraved. The name of the
campaign “CUTE BO OJIBPAHA 1 3AIIITUTA
(ALL-IN DEFENSE AND PROTECTION)” or
the acronym “CBO3” is engraved on the pin, as
well as the year of the campaign. ll
