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ABSTRACT

The article describes and presents
the plaques and badges of the Army of
the Republic of Macedonia (ARM) in
accordance with the Rulebooks of 2003
, and 2012 adopted by the President of the
+ country. The 2003 Rulebook prescribes
three Army plaques (small, medium
and large) and one Army badge. The
Rulebook from 2012, adopted on the eve
of the 20th birthday of the ARM, is a
significantly expanded and conceptually
well-conceived set of military awards—
one three-level plaque (small, medium, and large)
and three three-level badges (Bronze, Silver, and
Gold Badge of Army; Bronze, Silver, and Gold
Badge of the Army for partnership, coordination
and cooperation; Bronze, Silver, and Gold
Badge for long service in the Army) awarded
to civilian and military personnel serving in the
ARM, as well as to citizens, institutions, and
organizations honored for cooperation, support,
and promotion of the Army. The Rulebook of
2012 significantly upgraded and expanded the
Macedonian military-phaleristic system and thus
filled the gap that existed in terms of military
decorations in the Republic of Macedonia.

N Bo Apmujata Ha PemyOmmka Makenonuja,
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Military awards appeared long time ago and
were awarded to individuals or military units
for bravery and achieved success in a battle.
Initially, the Roman army awarded phalerae—
round Gold, Silver, or Bronze discs that were
attached to the armor, then gold bracelets worn
around the neck, Hasta Pura or “pure spear’—a
silver spear without the tip that was awarded for
killing of the enemy, armilla—gilded ribbons
worn wrapped around the arm. The Celts, also,
received bracelets, while the Denyes wore
tattoos. During the early Middle Ages, necklaces
and bracelets were given, which gradually
evolved into large necklaces rich in precious
stones, often attached with a pendant. With the
formation of modern nation states and modern
military ranks and formations, the military
awards have turned into modern decorations that
were smaller, more compact, and more practical
for wearing—orders or medals, usually made
of gilded or Silver-plated material worn on a
ribbon attached to the uniform. First they had
the shape of a cross, under the influence of the
knightly crosses displayed on the cloaks and
shields, and later they were made in other forms
with various additional applications (swords,
objects, images of rulers, etc.). Later, awards
in the form of metal badges appeared, which in
addition to being a symbol of rank or unit, were
also awarded for certain merits, and were worn
on the chest attached with a pin or screw. In Italy
in the middle of the 16th century, plaques began
that have survived to the present day. Today,
military decorations and awards (orders, medals,
badges, pins, plaques, commendations, gifts in
the form of weapons or monetary rewards, time
off...) are usually awarded for demonstrated
bravery and heroism in war and peace, for
saving human lives, for sacrificing service, for
exemplary and professional execution of tasks
and responsibilities, for long-term professional
work, for participation in various operations and
missions, on the occasion of retirement or visits
to foreign armies, etc.

In the Army of the Republic of Macedonia,
the Law on Service in the ARM regulates that
“military personnel may be awarded decorations,
plaques, badges, awards and commendations for

2002,3). The regulations for awarding the
planned decorations and awards are adopted by
the President of the Republic of Macedonia and
Commander-in-Chief of the Armed Forces. The
first Rulebook on awarding plaques, badges,
awards, and commendations to military personnel
and civilians serving in the ARM was adopted
by the President of the Republic of Macedonia
on 24 July 2003 (Cmyx-
oen 2003,45,46). Eligible
to receive a plaque, badge,
award, and commendation
are military senior officers
and non-commissioned off-
icers, professional soldiers,
soldiers in military service,
cadets of the Military Aca-
demy, people providing
professional training and
development for officers
and non-commissioned
officers, conscripts in the reserves of ARM,
and civilians in the service of the ARM, for
exceptional success in the service, as well as
foreign military delegations in the Republic of
Macedonia, representatives of foreign countries
in the Republic of Macedonia, and legal entities
from the Republic of Macedonia with which
the Army of the Republic of Macedonia has
successful cooperation .

Plaques, badges, awards and commendations
of the Army are awarded on the occasion of the
Army Day—18 August, the day of the Army
units, public holidays, anniversaries, retirement,
and other important events. Plaques, badges,
awards, and commendations of the Army can be
awarded posthumously, to one of the members
of the immediate family of the awarded person.

The plaques of the Army of the Republic of
Macedonia are the Large Plaque, the Medium
Plaque, and the Small Plaque (Fig.1).

The Large Plaque has a 180x130x18mm
rectangular base with a 135x75mm symbol. The
large plaque is presented and stored in a box. The
Medium Plaque has a 150x85x15mm rectangular
base. The symbol is 95x55mm with an attachment
mechanism on the back. The Small Plaque has a

The symbol is
65x40mm with an attachment mechanism on the
back (two pins and a fastening nut).

Large, Medium, and Small plaques are made
of wood—boiled beech. The symbol of the
plaques is a stylized sunflower made of metal
in golden yellow. The flower is represented by
twelve golden yellow leaves wrapped by two
laurel branches in golden yellow in a semicircle,
and in the middle is a circular
red field on which “ARM” is
written. Below the sunflower
is a flat sword in a vertical
position, so that the beginning
of the wreath starts from the
limiter of the handle of the
sword and ends at the first third
of the upper part of the blade.
The symbol is an oval with
relief. The base is an ellipse
made of plasticized material in
a shiny red.

The Large Plaque is awarded to military
persons and civilians in the service of the Army
for achieved special results in training and
overall activity in building combat readiness
and training of the Army on a long-term basis.
As a sign of recognition for exceptionally
successful work in the building of the Army,
the Large Plaque can be awarded to members of
the permanent composition of the Army whose
service is terminated upon retirement. The Large
Plaque is awarded as a sign for recognition of
the extremely successful cooperation of Defense
Ministers, Chiefs of Staff, and Generals—
Commanders of senior commands.

The Medium Plaque is awarded to military
personnel and civilians in the service of the
Army for achieved special results in training
and overall activity in building combat readiness
and training of the Army. The Medium Plaque
can be awarded to members of the permanent
composition of the Army in recognition of
work engagement in the building of the Army
after 20 years of service or for extremely high
results in training and combat building of the
Army prior to 20 years of service. The Medium
Plaque is awarded as a sign of recognition of the

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extremely successful cooperation
of Deputy Ministers of Defense,
Generals, Secretaries of State
and Ambassadors (Fig. 3)

The Small Plaque is awarded
to military personnel and
civilians in the service of the
Army for special results achieved
in the training and overall
activity in the building of the
combat readiness and training
of the Army. The Small Plaque
can be awarded to members
of the permanent composition
of the Army as a sign of recognition of work
engagement in the building of the Army after
10 years of service or for extremely high results
in training and combat building of the Army
before 10 years of service. The Small Plaque is
awarded as a sign of recognition of the extremely
successful cooperation of defense attachés, unit
commanders of units and representatives of legal
entities in the Republic of Macedonia.

An Army Plaque is awarded by the Chief of
the General Staff of the Army or by a person
authorized by him, upon proposal ofthe Personnel
Council of the Chief of the General Staff of the
Army. The Large, Medium and Small Plaques
can be awarded only once. The awarding of the
Large or Medium Plaque does not exclude the
possibility of awarding the Medium, that is the
Small Plaque.

The Army badge is made of metal in gold-
yellow, topped with a highly glossy resin that
gives volume to the symbol, in an ellipse with
dimensions of 47x28mm with an attaching
mechanism on the back. The symbol on the
badge is the same as the symbol on the Army
plaque. The badge of the Army is awarded by the
Chief of the General Staff of the Army, and upon
his consent, by military officers up to the rank of
commander of the regiment-brigade. An Army
badge is awarded along with an Army plaque, or
separately, during commemoration of an event
(Fig. 4).

The plaques and the badge of the ARM, as
well as the award time off, which were provided
by the 2003 Rulebook, were being awarded
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HeKkoj HacTaH (ci1. 4).

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until 2012 when the President
of the Republic of Macedonia
and Commander-in-Chief of the
Armed Forces, Gjorge Ivanov,
on the eve of the “20 years
of ARM” jubilee, 29 March
2012, adopted a new Rulebook
on awarding plaques, badges,
awards and commendations to
military and civilian service
personnel in the Army of the
Republic of Macedonia (Coyx-
0en 2012, 21-28). The Rulebook
modified the appearance of
the three plaques of the Army
(Small, Medium, and Large), and
it introduced several award badges with ribbons,
following the example of the medals. This was
a completely expected move, given that the new
three army medals in accordance with the Law
on Amendments to the Law on Decorations and
Recognitions of the Republic of Macedonia on
the eve of the 20th birthday of the Army were
not, and still are not, designed, promoted, and
awarded to ARM members (Ciyx0en 2012b,2).

The Rulebook regulates how military and
civilian service personnel in the ARM can be
awarded the following for exceptional success in
the service:

- Army plaque (Small, Medium and Large);

- Army badge (Bronze, Silver, and Gold);

- Army badge for partnership, coordination
and cooperation (Bronze, Silver, and Gold);

- badge for long service in the Army (Bronze,
Silver, and Gold)

- awards (reward leave and object award) and

commendation.

Plaques, badges, awards, and commendations
of the Army are awarded each year on the
occasion of Army Day—August 18, at
ceremonies for the day of commands and units,
during public holidays, anniversaries, just before
the retirement of military and civilian personnel,
for long service in the Army and on returning
from international and humanitarian missions
and operations. The plaques, badges, awards
and commendations of the ARM can be awarded
posthumously, and are presented to the members

The plaques of the Army of the Republic of
Macedonia are the Large Plaque, the Medium
Plaque and the Small Plaque.

The Large Plaque has a rectangular base,
220x170x18mm, and the symbol with dimensions
135x75mm (Fig. 5). The Large Plaque is handed
over and stored in a box. The Medium Plaque has
a rectangular base, 200x150x15mm. The symbol
is 95x55mm with an attaching mechanism on the
back. The Small Plaque has a rectangular base,
150x100x10mm. The symbol is 65x40mm with
an attaching mechanism on the back.

The Large, Medium, and Small Plaques
are made of wood—boiled beech. The symbol
of the plaques is identical to the one from the
Rulebook from 2003, and a change was made
by placing it on a background of the territory
of the Republic of Macedonia, which is in gold
with the rays of the flag of
the Republic of Macedonia
in gold. The plaques are lined
with traditional Macedonian
embroidery in puce.

The plaques awarded to
military and civilian service

personnel in the Army
have miniature stripes in
dimensions of 10x35mm.

The miniature ribbon for the
Large Plaque is yellow (RGB
255, 240, 0). At a distance
of 2mm from the ends of the
ribbon is one strip in puce (RGB 160, 50, 50)
with a width of 2mm. The miniature ribbon of
the Medium Plaque is yellow (RGB 255, 240, 0).
At a distance of 2mm from the ends of the ribbon
are two strips in puce (RGB 160, 50, 50) with
a width of 2mm with a distance of the strips of
2mm. The miniature ribbon for the Small Plaque
is yellow (RGB 255, 240, 0). At a distance of
2mm from the ends of the ribbon are three strips
in puce (RGB 160, 50, 50) with a width of 2mm
with a distance of the strips of 2mm (Fig. 8).

The Large Plaque as a sign of recognition
of extremely successful engagement in the building
of the Army can be awarded to members of the
permanent composition of the Army whose service
is terminated on retirement, immediately before
termination of employment status.

The Medium Plaque is awarded to military
and civilian personnel for achieved results on a
long-term basis in training and overall activity
in building combat readiness and training of
the Army. The Medium Plaque as a sign of
recognition of work engagement in the building
of the Army, can be awarded to members of the
permanent composition of the Army after 20
years of service or for achieved extremely high
results in training and combat building of the
Army before 20 years of service.

The Small Plaque is awarded to military
and
for results achieved on a
long-term basis in training
and overall
building combat readiness
and training of the Army.
The Small Plaque as a
sign of recognition of
work engagement in the
building of the Army can
be awarded to military and
civilian personnel after
10 years of service or for
achieved extremely high results in training and
combat building of the Army before 10 years of
service.

The plaques, badges, awards, and commen-
dations are awarded by the Chief of the General
Staff of the Army or a person authorized by him,
except for the acknowledgments for long service
in the Army which are awarded by the Minister of
Defense or a person authorized by him. The Large,
Medium, and Small Plaques can be awarded only
once. The awarding of the Large or Medium
Plaque does not exclude the possibility of awarding
the Medium, or Small Plaque.

The Army badge is awarded by the Chief
of the General Staff of the Army, and with his
consent, by the military officers to the rank of
regiment commander (Fig. 7).

Gold, Silver, and Bronze Badges may be
awarded to military and civilian personnel. The
badge is awarded in recognition of a particular
event and can be awarded only once. The
awarding of the Gold Badge, or a Silver Badge,
does not exclude the possibility of awarding a
Silver or a Bronze Badge.

The Gold, Silver and Bronze Badge of the
Army have same design but different finishing.
The Badge is made of cast metal. The symbol
of the badge is the same as the symbol of the
Plaque of the Army, in the form of an ellipse
16x9.5mm, and it is covered with a highly
shiny resin that gives it volume. The symbol
appears on a 24x18mm map of the territory of
the Republic of Macedonia. The Gold Badge is
gilded, the Silver is nickel-plated and Bronze is
patinated cast brass.

The Army badge has a miniature stripe
measuring 10x35mm. The miniature ribbon of
the Gold Badge is yellow (RGB 255, 240, 0).
At the ends of the ribbon is a field on each side
in puce (RGB 160, 50, 50) 12mm wide. In the
middle is a purple ribbon (RGB 102, 0, 102)
2mm wide. The miniature ribbon of the Silver
Badge is yellow (RGB 255, 240, 0). 2mm from
the ends of the ribbon is a field in puce (RGB
160, 50, 50) 10mm wide. In the middle is a strip
in purple (RGB 102, 0, 102) 2mm wide. The
miniature ribbon of the Bronze Badge is yellow
(RGB 255, 240, 0). 2mm from the ends of the
ribbon is one strip in puce (RGB 160, 50, 50)
Imm wide and one strip in yellow (RGB 255,
240, 0) lmm wide. In addition, there is a field
in puce (RGB 160, 50, 50) 8mm wide. In the

The Gold, Silver, and
Bronze Badges of the ARM for Partnership,
Coordination, and Cooperation may be awarded
to military and civilian personnel. The awarding
of the Gold Badge, or the Silver Badge, does not
exclude the possibility of awarding a Silver, or
Bronze Badge.

The Gold, Silver and Bronze Badge of
the Army for Partnership, Coordination, and
Cooperation have same design and different
colors: gilded, nickel-plated and patinated brass.
The badge is circular, 27mm in diameter. On the
outer side of the circle is a 5mm relief elevation,
on which on the lower side are two laurel branches
in relief, 3mm wide. In the rest of the space are
the words “KOOPAMHAILIMJA COPABOT-
KA TIAPTHEPCTBO” (COORDINATION
COOPERATION PARTNERSHIP) 3mm high,
separated from each other by stars. At the top
of the inner circle of the badge is the badge of
the Army, 10mm in diameter and relief, covered
with a highly shiny resin that gives it volume.
Below the badge, in the bottom, are two shaking
hands.

The Army Badge for Partnership, Coor-
dination, and Cooperation has a miniature stripe

Military and civilian personnel with ten,
twenty, or thirty years of service in the Army are
awarded an Anniversary Badge for long-term
service. The badge is awarded by the Minister
of Defense, at the proposal of the General Staff,
based on data from the records in the personal
file, as follows:

- Gold Badge for thirty years of active military
service in the Army;

- Silver Badge for twenty years of active
military service in the Army;

- Bronze Badge for ten years of active military
service in the Army.

The Gold, Silver and the Bronze Badge for
long-term service in the Army are made same
design but different text and color: gilded, nickel-
plated and patinated brass. The badge is circular,
27mm in diameter. In the middle of the badge is
the symbol of the Army, 15mm in diameter, in

At a distance of
2mm from the ends of the stripe are two strips
in blue (RGB 75, 170, 200) 2mm wide, with a
distance of the strips of 2mm. The miniature
stripe of the Bronze Badge is gray-blue (RGB
90, 150, 150). At a distance of 2mm from the
ends of the stripe are three strips in blue (RGB
75, 170, 200) 2mm wide, with a distance of the
strips of 2mm.

On the
occasion of ARM Day and the “20 years of the
ARM?” anniversary, Army plaques were awarded
to active generals, and retired ARM generals were
awarded Gold Badges of the Army. More than 800
members of the Army with 20 and more years of
service in the ARM were awarded Silver Badges
by the Minister of Defense, Fatmir Besimi, for
long-term service in the ARM.
The Chief of the General Staff
of the ARM, Major General
Gorancho Koteski, awarded a
Silver Badge of the Army to all
previous commanders sent on
peacekeeping missions outside
the territory of the Republic of
Macedonia (KoteBckm 2012, 31).

ARM plaques for the
Ministry of Interior, the NATO
Advisory Team, the Embassies
of the United States, Turkey,
Greece, the Netherlands,
Norway, Denmark, China,
Germany, and the United
Kingdom were also awarded at the ceremony, as
well as to Slovenia, the Association of Military
Attachés, the Crisis Management Center, the
Directorate for Protection and Rescue, the
Directorate for Classified Information and the
mayors of the local self-government units from
the area of responsibility of ARM. There were
also monetary prizes, commendations, and
acknowledgments, ARM plaques, as well as
Gold, Silver, and Bronze Badges of the ARM for
the successful work ([IuueBcku 2012, 9).

CONCLUSION

With the Rulebook for awarding plaques,
badges, awards, and commendations to military
and civilian personnel serving in the Army
of the Republic of Macedonia, in 2012 the
Macedonian Army joined the list of world
armies that have their own authentic phaleristic
system of military awards and recognitions.
These military decorations are created as a
real need to compensate for the lack of state
military decorations (orders or medals), having

in mind that the current Law on Decorations
and Recognitions of the Republic of Macedonia
from 2002 prescribes only one specific military
decoration awarded exclusively to members
of the security Forces—the Order of Military
Merit. The Medal of Courage, according to the
same law, can be awarded to civilians in addition
to members of the ARM and the Ministry of
Interior, and the three military medals from the
Law Amending the Law on Decorations and
Recognitions of the Republic of Macedonia from
2006—Medal of Honor, Medal of the Eternal Sun,
and Medal for Participation in Humanitarian and
Peacekeeping Operations outside the territory
of the Republic of Macedonia—have not yet, as
already mentioned, been designed and awarded.
In that way, the ARM created its own unique
and recognizable award system and became
completely independent in terms of awarding its
own plaques and badges.

The 2012 Rulebook prescribes a total of 12
military awards—one three-stage plaque (small,
medium, and large) and three three-stage badges
(Bronze, Silver, and Gold Badges of the Army;
Bronze, Silver, and Gold Badges of the Army for
partnership, coordination, and cooperation; and
Bronze, Silver, and Gold Badge for long-term
service in the Army). Namely, for the first time,
army badges are introduced in three degrees—
Bronze, Silver, and Gold (although they are not
really made of such precious metals), described
in detail in terms of design and symbolism
as well as the conditions for their acquisition
and wearing. Also introduced are the ribbons,
modeled after the medals, which are an integral
part of each decoration and which are worn over
the pockets of the uniform (in the chest area)
of the winners as a replacement for the main
decoration. However, in world phaleristics it
is not often established that there is a ribbon
for a plaque or badge. In order to complete the
decoration, each plaque and badge is placed
in a suitable box, and the awardees receive
a certificate recognizing the military award.
The basis of the symbolism of the plaques and
badges from 2012 derives from the plaques
and badges from 2003, but with several new
items and textual additions. The basic and main

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symbol represented on all Macedonian military
awards is the symbol of belonging to the Army,
designed in 1992. Contours of the territory of
the Republic of Macedonia are presented on the
plaques and on the main badge of the Army,
while on the badges of the Army for partnership,
coordination and cooperation are engraved
hands holding laurel branches.

Although the Rulebook does not specifically
stipulate that plaques and badges of the Army
can be awarded to individuals and organizations
outside its structures, rather than just to “civilian
and military personnel serving in the Army”,
quite justifiably and as expected, its awards were
awarded to many domestic and foreign deserving
citizens, institutions, and organizations. The
plaques and badges of the Army, in fact, like
all decorations and awards, have primarily a
stimulating, i.e., motivational character for those
honored, who perform serious and complex
tasks and represent the Army and the state in
international missions, but also as a sign of
respect, attention, and gratitude for professional
results achieved, for successful cooperation, etc.

In light of the country’s new political reality
with the Prespa Agreement, the constitutional
name of the country became the “Republic of
Northern Macedonia”, and analogously the Army
became the “Army of the Republic of Northern
Macedonia”. On July 3, 2019, the President of
the State and Supreme Commander of the Armed
Forces Stevo Pendarovski adopted a new Decree
on the insignia of the uniforms of the Army of the
Republic of Northern Macedonia, which, among
other things, changed the appearance of the coat
of arms of the Army. Namely, in the middle of
the stylized sun, in the solar disk, the state flag
in circular form replaced the acronym “ARM”.
Since the sole symbol of belonging to the Army
is the basic and main symbol of all plaques and
badges of the Army, they were redesigned. On
January 19, 2020, President Pendarovski adopted
a new Rulebook on awarding plaques, badges,
awards, and commendations to the military and
civilian service personnel in the Army of the
Republic of Northern Macedonia, according to
which the plaques and badges use the modified
single mark of affiliation of the Army (Cmyx-
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Muxajino AOCTONCKH .

oen 2020, 2-10). It also introduced a Plaque of
the Ministry of Defense, as well as a “General
Mihajlo Apostolski” Badge.

Both before and after the adoption of the 2003
and 2012 Rulebooks, the Army of the Republic
of Macedonia awarded several plaques not
prescribed in these two acts. These are mainly
plaques of Army units which basically have
the symbol of the unit; an innovation in the last
few years is the Military Challenge Coin, which
honored members of the ARM on the occasion
of Army Day or the day of the unit. More about
their symbolism in one of the following issues of
the Macedonian Herald.
