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ABSTRACT:

The five-pointed star in red as an anti-
fascist symbol persisted on the hat of the
Macedonian soldier from the beginning
of the Second World War until the end of
1992. De facto, the Army of the Republic
of Macedonia was the last military force
in Europe that proudly carried it as a sign
of affiliation in the turbulent period of
gaining independence and the months
that followed. The great diversity in type
and number (over a hundred variations
by periods, ranks, and manufacturers) in this
text are systematized, dated, and identified
represented by dimensions and weight.

A photo-tabular overview of the five-pointed
star in the periods from 1951 to 1992 is given of
Officers, non-commissioned officers and soldiers
for hats and visor hats, as well as overlapping
military with security cords and modern copies.

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The red five-pointed star as an anti-fascist
symbol persisted on the hat of the Macedonian
soldier from the beginning of the Second World
War until November 1992. De facto, the Army
of the Republic of Macedonia was the last
military force in Europe that proudly carried it
as a sign of affiliation in the turbulent period
of gaining independence and the months after.
The Macedonian soldier wore a five-pointed
star, first as a member of the People’s Liberation
Army and the Partisan Units of Macedonia /
Yugoslavia (NOV and POJ/ POM 1941-44), the
Yugoslav Army (JA, 1945-51), the Yugoslav
People’s Army (JNA, 1951-91), and the
Territorial Defense (TO) and the Army of the
Republic of Macedonia (ARM, 1992).

This paper will present the red five-pointed
stars as cockades (the name for a military
insignia, which is worn on a hat, although in this
region the term is incorrectly associated with the
military emblem of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia).
A brief overview will be given of the beginnings
of wearing the cockades of anti-fascist fighters
in Macedonia as part of Yugoslavia. That period
has been extensively researched and published
by many authors, from other parts of Yugoslavia
(BaGar 2014; Bogdanovié 2018; Svajncer 2012),
and there is no need for further repetition. For the
Macedonian partisans and military units there is
very little research on this topic, although it is
directly related to the history of DF / NR / SR
/ R Macedonia. A tabular overview is given of
the kinds, types and variants of the five-pointed
star of the Macedonian military forces, as part
of Yugoslavia (1951-1992), which often deviate
from the descriptions of the official legal acts for
their appearance and use value.

The first partisan five-pointed stars were
made of various materials, but most often it is red
cloth, textile, leather, and there were also metal
cockades. They are made in small quantities by
illegal workshops, and there is a partial supply
from the background organs. The dimensions
vary from 30 by 30 mm up to 90 by 90 mm.

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within the Supreme Headquarters. Exactly in
that workshop, according to eyewitnesses (Prva
proleterska 1962) five hundred five-pointed stars
were made, intended for the delegates of the
Second Session of AVNOJ, in Jajce in 1943,
and for the senior military commanders. The
material for making it was a 1938 silver 50-dinar
coin from the Kingdom of Yugoslavia.

Our five-pointed stars are known in the
world under the nickname “Royal Communist
five-pointed stars” or “Yugoslav Rubies”. The
nickname has nothing to do with totalitarian or
monarchist aspirations, but because of the quality
and expensive manufacturing technology. The
metal from which they are made and the warm
red enamel in the color of ruby (worn by ordinary
soldiers), everywhere outside Yugoslavia this is
used exclusively for making medals and orders.
Thus, the big five-pointed stars for officers
of the JNA are regularly treated in the rank of
decoration. That is why our five-pointed star is
a regularly sought-
after subject by
scholars, collectors,
phalerists, and lovers
of beautiful military
insignia around the
world, both from the
East and the West.
There is a lot of doubt
about the dating of
the specimens and
whether they are
original or fictional
editions. The diversity of type and number
(over a hundred variations by periods, ranks,
and manufacturers) raise the question of their
systematization and identification. The diversity
with the insignia in the JNA was not harmonized
until 1989. So far, there is no more serious
research work on this topic. Although the period
from and immediately after the Second World
War are explored, the period from 1953 to 1992
of the JNA in the Federal People’s Republic of
Yugoslavia and the Socialist Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia seems to have been forgotten.

The first is from
10.10.1955 (Pravilo 1955). A major revision
of the 1955 rule was made in 1970. (Pravilo
1970). Part of the order for entry into force of
the amendments were published in the Official
Military Gazette, No. 12/70 and 9/71. And
the last one is from January 1, 1989. (Pravilo
1989).

In the meantime, the legal gaps with the
new uniforms and equipment on which the only
sign of affiliation must be worn are filled with
certain bylaws at the level of armies, corps,
and administrations responsible for the entire
JNA. On the other hand is the economy and
the difficult abandonment of the old models
that are in large stock. So these insignia have
persisted for decades, even though official acts
had long made them obsolete.

THE BIRTH OF THE PARTISAN FIVE-
POINTED STAR AND STALIN’S “NO”
(1941-45)

On July 4, 1941, in Belgrade, the capital of
the occupied Kingdom of Yugoslavia, a decision
was made to begin the fight against the fascist
occupiers in the form of guerrillas, and a red
five-pointed star was established as the only sign
of the fighters’ affiliation. On July 22, 1941, the
Comintern sent a radiogram to the Politburo of
the Central Committee of the Communist Party
of Yugoslavia asking for help from the USSR in
the form of an anti-fascist armed struggle, but not
a socialist revolution. The five-pointed stars is
still holding on, because the anti-fascists believe
that the decision is in line with Moscow’s August
request for all-Slavic solidarity with the USSR.
The use of the symbol of the Red Army until
1944 was constantly the subject of indignation
and pressure from Moscow, motivated by the
then international political situation. Numerous
correspondences and facsimiles are known from
the telegrams addressed to Tito, where it is
constantly instructed to remove from the head of
the partisans and the volunteer detachments the
appropriated Soviet five-pointed star under the
veil of what they say, attempts of the partisan
movement for Sovietization of Yugoslavia
(Telegrama 1942).

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On the contrary, for the supreme commander
of the NOV ad POJ, Josip Broz—Tito, this is
a moment for both revolution and anti-fascist
uprising. Stalin did not want to spoil relations
with the Western allies to whom the Royal
Government of Yugoslavia had fled. And the
revolutionary symbol constantly irritates the
British, so Moscow strongly recommends that the
partisan leadership change its decision to wear red
five-pointed star. At the session or conference in
Stolice on September 2627, 1941, however, the
five-pointed stars remains in play as an anti-fascist
sign, with the indication
to omit the sickle and
hammer (buirern 1941a).
Moreover, on October 1,
1941, the appearance of the
insignia was specified in
the Bulletin of the Supreme
Headquarters. Namely,
under the five-pointed star
there should be a flag with
dimensions of 30 by 15 mm
with the national flag of the
anti-fascist fighter or a flag
in red (bunten 1941b) (Fig.
1).

After the formation of the first proletarian units
at the end of 1941, the Supreme Headquarters
adopted the Statute of the Proletarian People’s
Liberation Strike Brigades, which determines the
character and function of these units. Point 11 of
the Statute reads: the fighters of these units wear
a red five-pointed star with a sickle and a yellow
hammer in the middle. There is a misconception
among the general public at home and in the
world that the sickle and hammer in the red
five-pointed star is an attribute of a communist.
This is not true. Experts in Balkan phaleristics
and professional circles are unanimous that the
cockade with a sickle and hammer inserted in
a red five-pointed star is a symbol of an elite
military formation in the current vocabulary. At
that time, this cockade was worn by multiethnic
units with great combat power, and many of
the members were not communists but patriots.
In the then Soviet Union, this insignia was
somewhat treated as a communist symbol, but

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that was not the case in Yugoslavia. And that
is why this symbol on the hats of the patrisan
proletarian units irritated Stalin himself. He
expressed his dissatisfaction initially with a
telegram in the winter of 1942 addressed to Tito
in which he wrote briefly: why there is a need for
the formation of proletarian units in the NOV and
POJ. (Telegram 1942). Insiders believe that it
was the composition of fighters and officers that
ranged from proletarians to peasants, workers,
intellectuals to priests who did not fit into Stalin’s
image to abuse “his” symbol. In the post-war JA
and JNA, this sign could only be worn by the
guards units and the soldiers and officers who
follow the traditions of the proletarian brigades.
They were also ordinary soldiers who had not
been pushed further in their political ambitions
by Tito’s pioneers. Wearing it was forbidden
even for the so-called political commissars
outside these units, ie it was regulated by the
Service Rules for JNA uniforms. I am a personal
witness in the 1980s, when a soldier was detained
for several days for being seen at a ceremonial
parade with a five-pointed star with sickle and a
hammer, which he probably boasted of being a
candidate for the Communist Party, but was not
part of elite units.

General Velimir Terzic, who in 1944 went
to Moscow as a kind of military attaché, was
disappointed that the Yugoslav detachment in the
USSR was to wear a cockade with a Yugoslav
tricolor on a Spanish shield with the royal eagle
in the middle. (Stalin’s response to the partisan
cockade). A compromise again followed. An
emblem is accepted that will not anger the allies, so
a kind of royal insignia is made
with a slight embellishment
to hide the intention of a
socialist revolution. The eagle
is thrown out and a small red
five-pointed star is placed in
the middle (Izvestaj 1944, 226)
(Fig. 2) It is an Independent
Yugoslav detachment in the
USSR formed by captured
Yugoslavs sent as part of
the German, Hungarian or
Romanian units on the eastern

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front. The accepted insignia was obtained after
oral diplomatic talks, and Terzic confirms them in
the indicated report. It says, among other things:
After the approval of Marshal Stalin and your
consent, the unit is fully equipped
with uniforms and weapons and
becomes part of the National
Liberation Army of Yugoslavia
under the name First Brigade NOVJ
in the USSR. On October 30, 1944,
the unit came to Yugoslav territory
and became part of the 23rd Attack
Division of the NOV]J.

The pressure eased in 1944.
The conceptual design of the
author Gjorgje Andrejevic-Kun, a
five-pointed star applied on a base
that resembles a royal military
cockard is accepted by both parties (Fig. 3). It
is worth mentioning two documents in which
the representatives of the USSR inform Tito
about the difficulties of making the cockards
and ask for approval whether the cockards can
be made without enamel in the style of the Red
Army five-pointed star because the indicated
insignia is not beautiful and takes a long time for
enameling (Telegram 1944). The answer arrives
expressly in which Tito wants the cockades soon
even enamel-free (Treca 1944). Perhaps this
correspondence indicates that due to the time
factor not a small number of insignia of this type
were delivered to Yugoslavia without color (Fig.
4). (Aluminum, 30x21.5mm, height 4.5mm).

Probably the painting on
this insignia is with oil paint
was initially done by the
fighters themselves, and after
the liberation of Belgrade,
domestic  production
activated for its production. But
even then there was no mass
acceptance among partisanship
the Yugoslav partisans and it
finally disappeared from the
scene in the early 1950s as a
result of Tito’s 1948 dispute
with Stalin. (Fig. 5)

WITH THREE SIGNS

The act of October 1, 1941, published in the
Bulletin of the Supreme Headquarters in which
there should be a flag under the five-pointed
star, mentions all possible national and party
flags, except the Macedonian one. Perhaps this
is where the irritated Macedonian partisans,
because they are neglected or tacitly forced
for nationalism, decide to take a radical step.
Referring to the freedom fighting traditions, they
put a red piece of textile under the five-pointed
star as an association with the national flag or
insert the slogan from the Ilinden Uprising of
1903 “freedom or death” on a metal plate. The
dilemma still hangs in the air.

A folk song from 1943 created in Macedonia
puts us in a quandary,

They wear on their heads, oh dear mom,
Tito’s hats.

On the hats, oh dear mom,

Five-pointed star,

At star, oh dear mom,

Up to two or three signs.

The signs say, oh dear mom,

Death or freedom,

Death or freedom, oh dear mom,

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it is a free poetic interpretation of an older
song or real facts. Several renowned authors
and federal institutions have
explained in detail the diversity
of the use of the five-pointed star
in all other parts of the former
SFRY. Is Macedonian partisan
heresy to blame for it? There
is only one shy sentence about
the Macedonian detachments
(Jbymouh 1996, 271) according
to which the Macedonian first
fighters under the five-pointed
star wear a Serbian tricolor. The
claim is not supported by any fact, evidence or
any written document or oral statement. The
reality is more than clear. It is indisputable that
there were five-pointed star in those first days
of the uprising in Macedonia. At that time, as
everywhere in Yugoslavia, the first five-pointed
star were made of materials at hand like textile
(Fig. 6), canvas, red textiles, at personal request
there are embroidered with red thread on hats,
and somewhere illegal workshops
are made of metal. According to
the Serbian Academy of Sciences
and Arts in the 1960s in the
depot of the History Museum
in Krushevo there is a tool for
cutting five-pointed stars in
metal made by blacksmith Marko
Hristovski who made five-pointed
stars with a sickle and hammer
for the Pitu Guli detachment. Not
a word about the tool with which
the flag was cut (Huxonuh 1962,
80-83) (Fig. 7).

But the same five-pointed stars
on the Macedonian national hat
also was worn by the first fighter and national
hero Trajko Boshkoski—Tarcan. In both photos,
under the five-pointed stars, you can see a
rectangle that is certainly not the Serbian tricolor
flag. The question is whether this is a red piece
that symbolizes the Macedonian national flag
or a metal plate on which is written freedom or
death. The dilemma is supported by the statement
of Colonel General Todor Atanasovski who was

“I attended a taking an oath of allegiance of
a village detachment in the village of Resava.
Today we are accused of being nationalistic.
The oaths were then on a revolver and dagger
in saltire just like the comities (Ilindien uprisal
of 1903 fighters) when they took the oath during
the Ilinden Uprising. We wore a five-pointed star
on our hats, but a black and white triangle on
our chests that read Death or Freedom. So far
no one notices”—General Todor Atanasovski
(Aranacoscku 2008).

THE CROSS AND THE FIVE-POINTED
STARS HAND IN HAND

By order of the Supreme Headquarters of
the NOV and POJ, the establishment of the
function of religious officer at the brigade level
is prescribed for the then voluntary detachments,
which will disappear as such from June 23, 1942.
The issuance of the order was motivated by the
existence of clerics from various denominations
in the partisan units who carried a cross or
a crescent on their hats and a rifle in their
hand. The same order
prescribes that these
persons wear a five-
pointed star on their hat.
Obtaining the functions
for them is considered as
a diplomatic way to put
the five-pointed stars on
their hats. At the same
time on the left sleeve
in the forearm it is
prescribed that they wear
one or two red stripes
with a cross or a crescent
above them. (one stripe
is for a battalion and two
for a brigade referent)
However, the strict
command due to their
merit in the fights is not
applied strictly but as
if blind eye turned, so
many of them continue

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to wear a cross and five-pointed stars on top of
each other until the end of the war in 1945 on the
territory of then-Yugoslavia. There is evidence
that the priest Blazho Markovic, whose portrait
was painted by the artist Pivo Karamatievic in
1943 (Belgrade Military Museum), has a hat on
his head on which he wears a five-pointed stars
of red textile with an embroidered yellow cross
inside. In the opinion of the experts from the
above-mentioned museum, in a text in which it
deals in detail with this issue, it is an isolated
case of the clerks. But it is obvious
that the clergy wear the religious
insignia and the five-pointed stars
on hat, although they are not
religious referents, but hold many
other high positions in the military
hierarchy. Such is the case with the
priest Metodi Jovanov Gaber from
the Berovo village Rusinovo, who
was the deputy commander of the
Macedonian  Strumica-Bregalnica
Corps in 1944, and as one of the
educated he is unofficially an advisor in the rank
of political commissar of the unit (Fig. 8).

DEMOCRATIC FEDERAL YUGOSLAVIA-
JA-1 MARCH 1945-22 DECEMBER 1951

In the period of the final operations for the
liberation of the country, in addition to the Kun
type, cockades of the Soviet type are also worn
(Figs. 9, 10). In the memorial house of Tito in
Kumrovec is kept one of the military hats of the
Supreme Commander of NOV and POJ. The five-
pointed star is a hand-crafted, because it can be
seen that the sickle and the hammer are inserted
as a separate segment from the
cockade shield and resembles a
Soviet type of insignia (Fig. 11).

When on November 29, 1945,
all the reasons for hiding the
struggle to overthrow the royal
regime in Yugoslavia under the
guise of the anti-fascist struggle
disappeared. By Order No. 75 of
April 24, 1946, the Commander-

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Marshal Josip Broz Tito,
prescribes the Decree on the
Clothing of the Yugoslav
which officially
puts on the hats of soldiers,
non-commissioned officers,
officers and generals of
the Army and Corps of the
People’s Defense adopts
a metal five-pointed star
enameled with red enamel,
and the same one with a sickle and hammer in the
middle for the members of the proletarian units
and the guard unites (Ypen6a 1946). Hat emblems
designed by Kun are slowly disappearing. At the
same time, the domestic industry starts with the
production of five-pointed stars as well as many
small craft manufactures. As the first factory
that starts to make five-pointed stars (because
the help from the Red Army in five-pointed stars
does not meet the needs) is the then Kovnica AD
Belgrade, later known as ZIN Kovnica. These are
cockades of sheet metal, brass or
white metal with simple and rough
workmanship.

The middle of the insignia has
a weak enamel or greasy color
and no screw on the back. These
specimens are attached to the hat
with two metal straps. The General
Insignia was promoted in 1949,
and in 1953 officers received a hat
star analogous to the General, but without floral
elements around it (Fig. 12).

The color variation in the Yugoslav People’s
Army continued until 1955, when regulations
were passed to equalize the symbol, but in reality
it did last until the 1970s.

As asign of affiliation to the Yugoslav People’s
Army, every military person wears a red five-
pointed star or emblem on his hat and visor hat
... (Chapter 3, p. 22) ... in the middle of the metal
star the proletarian units and the guard units have
a sickle and a hammer from the same material
from which the frame of the five-pointed star is
made. .. (p. 23). The star for hat of senior and
lower-ranking officers and seventh- to first-class
clerks of the Army and Air Force is metallic on

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the outside, red enameled gold-plated and slightly
protruding, and on the other side is riveted on a
metal base in lead colour. The size of the star is 28
millimeters counting from the tips of the opposite
ends of the arms ...

In 1963 the country was renamed SFRY, and
the following year there was a major reform of the
uniform. The standardized type of insignia remains
the same as the 1955 rule, and the cockades get
a screw on the back, better workmanship and a
spherical hot enamel.

In June 1970 there were again changes to
the uniform and leveling of officer and non-
commissioned officer uniforms. With the order,
the non-commissioned officers wear the same
cockades as the officers (Ilpasuo 1970).

Dating the five-pointed star of the JNA is still a
big challenge today. Collectors have one solution.
The darker the enamel and the more like a real
ruby, the older the five-pointed star. In principle,
there are three basic types of five-pointed star:
military small, officer and
non-commissioned  offi-
cers’ hat, so-called medium
and large for visor hat. Next
are the hat and visor hat
generals, and there are hat
emblems for the Navy and
Air Force, but the last two
are not part of this paper.
The five-pointed star are
usually fastened from the
back with a screw, and the star is connected to the
base with a double metal strip or by the bolt. The
manufacturers put their factory logo on the nut,
and they are made of brass, white metal, metal
alloy and tin. The technique of making is forging,
casting, hot enameling, shining, gilding, nickel
plating and polishing.

There are usually three main factories that
made the official five-pointed star of JNA. It
is IKOM ZAGREB (Industrial Mint Oreskovic
Marko from Zagreb), Aurea from Celje and
Aurometal from Subotica. However, there are
many stars without manufacturer’s labels. All
goldsmith factories from all over the former
Yugoslavia were in reserve, and there are well-
founded indications that even Zlatara Krushevo

has made five-pointed star, but probably for
various guard, forestry and other similar services,
which are outside the military units, but had to
carry as insignia of the uniforms.

A common feature of the five-pointed star
is the following. Although the rules of service
provide for the protrusion of the five-pointed star
there are also completely flat, slightly protruding
and severely protruding. Enamel varies from dark
to light red in different periods, and variations in
the color and thickness of the sickle and hammer,
the base material, the thickness of the edges and
deviations in dimensions and weight on average
up to plus or minus 2.5 mm are known. (the
average is made after measuring more than 200
different specimens from Mitevski’s collection)

Finally, the complete equalization of the JNA
cockades is done with the Rule of Service for
the Uniforms of the Armed Forces of the SFRY
from 1989 (published by the Federal Secretariat

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Chapter 7 line 1 item 185-189 refers to elders
in the rank of sergeant to colonel and members of
the SFRY presidency.

Five-pointed star for hat for active military
personnel in the Army and Air Force is metal,
slightly protruding, enameled with warm red
enamel, with metallic gold-yellow edge, placed
on a metal base in silver-lead color with a span
between the opposite arms of 28m .

The five-pointed star for the hat of the active
officers to a colonel from the ground army and the
members of the presidency is as described above
with the fact that the span between the arms of the
star is 37 mm.

A five-pointed star for the ceremonial hat of the
military men of the proletarian and guard units is
the same as previously described, but in the middle
there is a crossed sickle and a hammer in golden-
yellow color.

Chapter 7 line 2 item 190—191 refers to the hat
insignia for Generals of the Army and Air Force

The emblem of the generals’ hat (Fig. 14 above)
is a red five-pointed star, a metal base and two
laurel twigs. The frame and laurel twigs are golden
yellow and the base is lead gray. The emblem is
metal or embroidered. It has a width of 32mm and
a height of 27mm. It weighs 9.7 grams.

The visor hat emblem of
the generals of the Land Army
is the same as described in the
previous paragraph (Fig. 14
below). It only has a width
of 50 mm and a height of 43
mm. Weight of 13 grams. The
insignia are made of shingles,
hot enamel, and gilding. The
red five-pointed thread is
attached to a white pentagonal
base that has sunlight styling.
The emblem is framed with crossed laurel branches
with golden yellow color.

Exactly this five-pointed star stand is a standard
for making the first officer’s cockades, and in the
middle of the fifties the base is added to it. These late-
stage specimens in small and large form described
in detail below become unified hat and visor hat
markings for JNA officers and NCOs. The general’s

It is worth noting that soldiers under contract
who were employed in the late 1980s and 1990s
in the JNA, and are not mentioned in the Rules of
Service, although they did not have military, non-
commissioned
officer or officer
ranks, wore a
five-pointed star
for officer hat.

The  five-
pointed star
mark as a sign
of affiliation
continues after
the collapse of
the  Yugoslav
People’s
Army in 1992 in Macedonia. On February 21,
1992, President Gligorov and representatives of
the Federal Army signed an agreement for the
dislocation of the JNA from Macedonia with a
deadline of April 15. Macedonian troops organized
in the Territorial Defense successfully took over
and secured the borders and military facilities. On
March 11, a territorial unit from Kriva Palanka
took over the “Ramna niva” barracks on the
Macedonian-Bulgarian border. After completing
all the preparations for the admission of the first
generation of Macedonian soldiers, on April 14 in
the barracks in Skopje, Bitola, Shtip and Ohrid, the
first generation of young soldiers was admitted,
which begins the formation of the Armed Forces
of the country. Uniform M-77 of the JNA and TO,
the five-pointed star as a sign of affiliation together
with the flag of the then SRM on the left hand are
the first official insignia of the ARM. On May 16,
1992, an oath was taken on which a Macedonian
soldier wore a five-pointed star INA soldier and an
SRM flag on his sleeve (Fig. 15). The five-pointed
star officially disappears before the new 1993,
when the ARM mark is placed on the hats.

CONCLUSION

The Macedonian soldier wore a five-pointed
red star as a cockade on his hat from the
beginning of World War II until the end of 1992.
The Army of the Republic of Macedonia was the
