THE SHIELD is a basic part of the Coat
of Arms, which defines the field of the Arms,
which can be charged with an emblem. Shields
as defensive weapons have always been a good
basis for depiction. The shape of the shield was
not consistent over time, instead it depended on
the period, fashion, and of course the taste of the
heraldic artist who drew the Arms. The shape of
the shield is not blazoned.

However, intheoretical heraldry, itisimportant
to define the shape of the individual shield. The
Macedonian Heraldry Society in Macedonian
Herald #3 (2009) defines 10 types of shields,
which are part of the major types of shields. The
nomenclature consists of 5 national titles: English,
French, Spanish, Polish and German; names of
three periods: gothic, rennaissance and baroque,
as well as two types of shield: heater and lozenge.
In this paper we shall analyze the types of shields
that are represented in the Macedonian municipal
heraldry and their classification. The shields of
the Arms of local governments will be analyzed
without getting into the level of heraldicity of a
given Arms.

According to the longest-running territorial
division (1965-1996), the Republic of Macedonia
had a single level of territorial division with
32 municipalities. In 1970 Milo$ Konstantinov

shields of 8 municipalities:
Bitola, Kumanovo, Krusevo,
Ohrid, Struga, Radovis, Skopje
and Tetovo, and he comes to the
conclusion that the shields are
very uneven, and that the Arms of
Struga completely deviate from
the basic rule that Arms must be
placed on a shield. Konstantinov
first declares that the most
heraldic shield is the one of Bitola,
recognizing that the additional
elements on the top (the plate
with the date of liberation during
the Second World War and the
star) are non-heraldic distortions.
Later he claims that Kumanovo,
Ohrid and Skopje have a more
heraldic form than the one of
Bitola, Krusevo and Radovis.

With the new territorial
division of 1996, with which
Macedonia got 123 municipalities
plus the City of Skopje, local
heraldry starts to ,blossom”.
Many municipalities exercised
the right to use Arms, and
within the next few years Arms
are obtained mostly through
public competition. With the
division of 2004, the number
of municipalities was reduced
to 84 and the City of Skopije.
Since 2013 the number is fixed
to 80 municipalities. With the
new division, the municipalities
have retained their old Arms
without changes, although they
are attached to other former
municipalities.

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it is important to emphasize that
shields of the ULSGs are classified by
the general shape, although they do
not follow the correct proportions
of a traditional shield. Therefore,
the minimum and maximum ratios
of the sides of the shield will be
taken into account. Also, a place in
the categorization will find shields
denoted with ,neo“ style - which
resemble traditional, but with
features that takes them to the limit
of acceptance in a given category.

These are represented by the
forms:

1. SPANISH SHIELD - sides
starting from the upper edge
parallel to one another, and at the
bottom they end in a semicircle.
The traditional scale is 6x5. Most
shields in Macedonia are of Spanish
type, 16 in total, with ratio of the
sides varying roughly from 6x4
to 6x5, with almost all starting to
bend from the last ¥ of the height
of the shield. This includes the
municipalities of Bitola, Bogovinje,
Bosilevo, Gevgelija, Gradsko, Gosti-
var, Dojran, Jegunovce, Kumanovo,
Lozovo, Makedonski Brod, Probi-
stip, Rankovce, Sveti Nikole, Staro
Nagoricane and Strumica. (Fig.1)

2. RENAISSANCE - similar to
the classic forms, but with more
rounded lines. This type of shields
is used mostly in modern police
badges. The top side may have one
ortwo curved lines. The proportion
of sides ranges from 9x6 to 9x9. In
Macedonia, there are 15 shields, 12
of which are with a single curve
on top and 3 with a double curve
on top: Debar, Debarca, Delcevo,
Zelenikovo, Zelino, Kisela Voda,
Kratovo, Makedonska Kamenica,
Resen, Rosoman, Skopje, Suto
Orizari (Fig. 2); as well as Sopiste,
Plasnica and Vasilevo). (Fig. 3)

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3. GOTHIC - where the top
edge is straight, and the sides of
the shield begin parallel to 2/3
of the height of the shield, and
then converge on a blunt angle.
In Macedonia there are 7 such
shields, and the ratio of the sides
is 5x3 and 5x4. (Vevcani, Dolneni,
Karpos, Mavrovo - Rostuse, Novo
Selo, Radovis, Tetovo). (Fig. 4)

4. NEOGOTHIC - a shield
inspired by the Gothic, which
in Macedonia appears in two
variations. First, with a rounded
upper edge, with ratio of the
sides of 12x8 to 12x9, with 4 Arms
(Studenichani, Centar, Krusevo,
Tearce). In the second version,
the lower sides are straight lines.
The ratio of the sides is from 5x3
to 5x4, represented with 2 Arms
(Aracinovo, Gjorce Petrov). (Fig. 5)

5. FRENCH - or square shield,
a shield with bottom defined by a
line that passes from concave to
convex. The oldest known municipal
Arms, the Arms of Skopje (1931) is
on a French shield. In Macedonia
there are 3 such Arms, with ratio of
the sides from 10x7 to 10x8. (Caska,
Krivogastani, Konce). There is a
shield which is defined as neo-french
where the upper edge is concave
(Struga). (Fig. 6)

6. POLISH - a shield with many
curved lines. (Vinica, Butel and
Mogila). (Fig. 7)

7. BAROQUE - a shield with
elements with purely decorative
nature, such that it has an outer
edge and an inner edge of the shield,
which often has a different form
than the outer one. In Macedonia, we
can only speak of a NEOBAROQUE
shield with two representatives,
(Negotino and Stip). (Fig. 8)

8. ROUND or OVAL - a shield
with a circular or oval shape. In

9. HEATER - the simplest and oldest heraldic
shield. It has a roughly triangular shape, but with
concave sides, which can be with a smaller or
larger radius. In Macedonia, only the municipality
of Aerodrom has a pure heater shield. (Fig. 10)

10. DESIGNER'’S - shields that are not traditi-
onal, but are inspired by them, and are the fruit
of the designer’s ideas how a shield should look. A
total of 16 shields by their
specifics can be classified
into five categories:

b. PROFRENCH - where
the basic shield can be
considered as a French
shield, but the upper part is
freely designed (Bogdanci,
Gazi Baba, [linden,
Petrovec). (Fig.12)

c. PROGOTHIC - where
the angles of the upper corners are cut or convex
(Prilep, Karbinci, Ohrid). (Fig. 13)

d. PROHEATER - where the upper part is freely
designed (Demir Kapija, Veles, Kicevo). (fig. 14)

e. UNDEFINED - which are completely a
design (Novaci, Cesinovo - Oblesevo) (Fig. 15)

Eight municipalities use emblems /logos that
are not taken into consideration (Berovo, Valan-
dovo, Kavadarci, Lipkovo, Saraj, Cair, Cucer -
Sandevo and Brvenica).

Because of this diversity of the forms of
shields, without respect for traditional heraldic
shield ratios and to the construction of a shield,
the Macedonian Heraldry Society came up with a
standard shaped shield for use in local heraldry.
The shield is of Gothic type with a large radius of
the lower sides, where the curve starts at half-
height of the shield. The ratio is 6x5. This shield
is similar to the shield on the Arms of Mavrovo
- Rostuse. Until now, this shield is applied to the
new Arms of the Municipality of Radovis. H
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
