HERALDRY

SPAIN is a country with centuries old
heraldic tradition unique in many aspects so it’s
not a surprise that the Spanish Armed Forces and
especially The Spanish Ground Army are armigers
of exceptional heraldic achievements. The care
for these achievements is in the jurisdiction of

the Institute for Military History
and Culture (Instituto de Historia
y Cultura Militar). The institute
can trace its roots back to 1810
when the first Spanish Military
Deposit was formed.! Ever since
this institution has the principle
task of conserving evidence of the
victories and tragedies in Spanish
military history.? The study of the
existing military Coat of Arms and
the creation of new ones is a very
important part of that task.

The Spanish military insignias
can be basically divided into two

major groups: in the first one are the heraldic
Coats of Arms and in the second the heraldic
badges. Every unit of the army the size of
battalion or larger has the right of its own Coat of

Arms. The Coats of Arms represent
a complex heraldic achievement
which depict the history and
achievements of each armiger unit.
The Coats of Arms can be found
in two different versions; such as
lesser Coat of Arms comprised of
only a shield, and a greater Coat of
Arms with additional attributes.
The lesser version finds its main
use on the military uniforms of the
army and the greater version is used
in official and ceremonial occasions.
The greater version of the Coat
of Arms is comprised of a shield,
attributes, crown and the name of

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the unit armiger. Additionally the Coat of Arms
can display received military decorations. The
content of the shield is diverse and dependent
of the army type, branch, service, history or the
location of the unit armiger. So, the Coats of Arms
of the regional commands use an important part
of the civic Arms of the place of their permanent
dislocation. Parts of civic Coats of Arms can be
found on the Arms of other smaller units too.
What is more interesting is that the units of the
Spanish Legion use personal Coat of
Arms as part of their own heraldic
achievements.> However, it’s easily
said that the majority of Coats of
Arms contain military charges.*
Primarily this includes different
types of Arms, parts of armor, castles
and fortification elements even
modern contemporary machines like
bulldozers, tanks, radars and etc.
Animal charges are also present but
in some what lesser numbers. Despite
the great number of Coats of Arms
there is an evident misplacement of
the separate charges on the shield.’
This malpractice may be the result of
the compromise between traditional heraldry on
one hand and military pragmatism on the other.

A second, unavoidable part of the Coats of
Arms are their attributes. They are supporters
that highlight the affiliation of a certain unit
to a particular branch or service of the army.
They are displayed in a saltire behind the shield.
The attributes are not very original in terms of
graphical solutions. So, the infantry units have
two rifles for attributes, the cavalry units two
lances with guidons, the artillery two cannons,
the logistic units a rifle and a torch. The army
headquarters have two Spanish captain general’s
baton and the regional commands have an
officers baton and sabre. The Spanish royal crown
is placed on the shield and it represents the
status of the army as a state body and its direct
subordination to command of the Spanish King.
Below the shield the name of the unit is displayed
on a scroll and the units that have earned the
right of cri-de-guerre display it on another scroll
below the name.® Additionally on the flanks of

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the shield on smaller scrolls the wars, missions
and operations that the unit has been a part of
can be displayed.

The orders and medals that the unit has
been decorated with are displayed right below
the Arms shield. The orders are represented by
their ribbon and the medals are displayed in their
whole appearance. If the unit I decorated with
the highest military decoration the “laureada”
than the latter is represented as a laurel wreath
with four blades of sword.’

The heraldic badges of the
Spanish Ground Army can be divided
into several groups. The badge of
the Army represents a golden eagle
displayed with a red St. James Cross
on its chests and a Spanish Royal
Crown over the head. The eagle,
otherwise a symbol of St. John The
Evangelist is a constant part of
Spanish heraldry since the rule of
the Isabella Catholic Queen and
Ferdinand the Catholic King and
as such is part of the Spanish Coat
of Arms until the 1981 when it was
removed. The badge is worn on the
headgear of the Spanish Ground
Army. The biggest group among the
badges is the one that represent
the affiliation to an army branch or service.
They are worn on the collar of the coats and
shirts of the army uniforms. What makes this
group of badges especially interesting is the
fact that they are composed of purely heraldic
symbols or simply said there’s evident absence
of modern contemporary symbols like radars,
tanks, rockets and etc. For example the badge of
the Spanish Legion is made of crossed musket,
crossbow and halberd axe with the Spanish
royal crown placed on them. The Calvary on the
other hand has two crossed lances with guidons
and two crossed sables between the lances and
the Spanish royal crown above it all for a badge.

The present day situation with the flags in
the Spanish Ground Army is not as versatile
as the one with the Coats of Arms and badges.
From a historical perspective the Spanish
army had several flags in use. More accurately,

each regiment had three flag;
one called “coronela” and two
other - “sencillas“.® But with the
introduction of the present day
flag as national in 1843, all military
units were obligated to use it as
military flag of their own.? Namely,
today the regiments, brigades and
the independent battalions of the
Spanish army use the state national
flag which displays the Spanish
national Coat of Arms with the name
of the unit written around it. If the
dimensions of this flag are 147.5
cm by 120 cm it is considered for a
standard of the unit. But if it is with a proportion
of 1:1 and dimensions of 56 cm it’s considered for
a banner of the unit.”” Nevertheless, separate units
of the army in different ceremonial and official
occasions still display historical flags. Such is the
example of the 1st King‘s Immemorial Infantry
Regiment (Regimiento de Infanteria Inmemorial
Del Rey n.°1).

The smaller units which are part
of bigger ones use different guidons
and pennons for their own purposes."
These flags are of a lesser grade and
rank and they cannot be decorated
with honor streamers. But they have
retained features from the older
historical flags which makes them
especially interesting.

All in all the Spanish military
heraldic praxis and centuries long
experience are an exceptionally
positive example for the right way to care and nurse
military tradition and glory. We can only hope
that our own army will find the strength and will
emulate this fine example and by doing so bring
logic order in the chaos of our military insignia.
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
