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MACEDONIAN MUNICIPAL
HERALDRY SYSTEM

TERRITORIAL heraldry is part of an
overall heraldic science that deals with the is-
sue of Arms of different territorial units within
a heraldic jurisdiction. In this respect it is worth
noting that it is one of the older heraldic disci-
plines since Arms of cities and territories occur
very early in the development of heraldry.

In the Republic of Macedonia all Local
Self-Government Units (LSGU) have flags and
Coats of Arms. If you look carefully, you will see
that there is a great diversity and
non-congruence between these
symbols. Placed side by side, one
does not get an impression that
they belong to a common system
of symbols of a country, but they
seem like sporadic solutions that
serve only to exist. This, by itself,
indicates the need for systemati-
zation and organization of the mentioned sym-
bols. Of course, there are solid solutions that
can be considered for heraldic or figuratively
speaking “quasiheraldic*!, but these are an ex-
ception rather than a rule.

Taking this into account, the Macedonian
Heraldry Society (MHS) has adopted rules that
make up a system by which one can create and,
in some cases, adapt certain heraldic Arms.
This local heraldic system complies with the
applicable legal norms of the Republic of Mace-
donia prescribed by the Local Government Act
and Territorial Organization of Local Self-Gov-
ernment. As symbols, the local heraldic system
of MHS includes: heraldic Coat of Arms, flags,
badges and heraldic seals.

Because the Arms of municipalities has a
variety of different uses in everyday practice,
the system provides three forms of the Arms:
small, middle and great. The first step for stan-
dardizing the Arms of LSGUs was to form the
small version of the Arms, i.e to prepare a sin-
gle shield for all uses. Thus, a gothic shield with

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proportions of 6:5 was defined.? With this form
of small Arms the LSGUs receive an equal outer
contour.

The second step for standardization refers to
the position of each LSGU prescribed by the Law
on territorial organization. This is done by as-
signing rank crowns that can be divided into two
groups: urban and rural, appropriately for LS-
GUs with urban or rural seats. Furthermore, the
crowns are divided into subgroups, so that there
are the following urban crowns: the crown of
the capital, the crown of a historic capital, the
crown of a municipality within the City of Sko-
pje, and a basic urban crown as well; and the fol-
lowing rural crowns: wheat, poppy and palisade
crown. With these crowns, the middle form of
Arms is formed.

The third step is the addition
of a heraldic wreath to the Arms.
The wreath can be related to the
status of the LSGU, for example
if it is the capital or a historical
capital, but in other cases it pro-
vides space for highlighting the
uniqueness of each individual
LSGU. In this way the great Arms
are formed. Additionally, the Arms might have a
motto, as well as decorations if such are owned
by the holder of the Arms. The purpose and use
of each of the three forms of the Arms are pre-
scribed by the Rulebook for the Use of Arms and
the Flag, which MHS prepares for the needs of
each separate LSGU.

Regarding the flags within the local heraldic
system, MHS proscribes that each LSGU has its
own banner in proportions of 2:3. This means
that when the flag of an LSGU will be flown next
to the national flag with the same width, it will be
shorter and thus the dominance of the national
flag will be ensured. Regarding the contents of
the flag, the local heraldic system favors com-
position based on the small Arms but does not
allow full replication of the same blazon such as
a flag-shaped heraldic banner of Arms, which is
envisaged for use as the standard of the Mayor of
an LSGU. Permissible are special ceremonial flags
such as gonfalons. The purpose and use of flags is
also provided with the said Rulebook.

Heraldic badges, though
not a mandatory part of her-
aldry achievements, can be
based on the Arms, but may
also be independent of it. He-
raldic badges in no way con-
stitute a complete copy of the
small Arms. Heraldic badges
are worn only as insignia of
the staff in the administra-
tion of each separate LSGU,
and should not be confused
with other possible badges of
a pure advertising, promoting
or commercial character.

The seals of LSGUs use the
middle form of the Arms. This
is designed to highlight the
officiality of the seal and is
in accordance with the use of
the forms of Arms prescribed
by the Rulebook for their use.

So far, only one Coat of
Arms of an LSGU has been
made according to the norms
of the system. That is the
Arms of the Municipality of
Radovis. With such norms,
the local heraldic system will
bring the Macedonian local
heraldry closer to countries
where this issue has more
tradition and more attention
is paid to it. This mainly re-
fers to Portugal, Spain, and
also a proof that other small-
er countries have to deal
with this issue are countries
such as Croatia and Georgia,
where their respective local
heraldic systems are of quite
arecent date. H
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
