IN MEMORIAM
Kiril Trajkovski

Pursuivant Kiril Trajkovski, ar-
chaeologist, academic, and world
authority on Macedonian history,
culture and heritage; philanthropist
and humanitarian, was one of the
founders of the Macedonian Heraldry
Society (MHS) and its Vice President
from April 2007 until his death on
13th October 2012 in Skopje. As the
eldest member of MHS, his guidance
showed important in several points of
Society’s history.

Kiril Trajkovski was born in the
town of Shtip on 27th November
1951. He studied archaeology in the
University of Belgrade, graduating
in 1976 with a first-class honours
degree.

His career was spent entirely at
the Museum of Macedonia. As an
archaeologist, he combined to great
success a methodical and disciplined
approach with an uncanny sense of
intuition.

Over the years his name has be-
- come synonymous with some of
Macedonia’s most famous archae-
ological sites. He was widely published within the
archaeological community. He was known both in Ma-
cedonia and abroad and often gave the keynote address
at international archaeological conventions.

He was senior advisor at the Museum of Macedonia,
and author of ‘The History of Archaeology in Macedo-
nia’. Holding this position at the museum, he incorpo-

y rated heraldry in several
projects over the years,
that finally lead to the
setting up of a “Heraldry
- of Macedonia” exhibi-
tion at the Museum of
Macedonia.

Fearless in defence of
his principles, he was
always prepared to go
forward. He will be re-
" membered by all those
who knew him for his
knowledge, integrity and
an infectious lust for life.

The delegation of the Macedonian Heraldry Society
(MHS), comprised of President Jovan Jonovski, Secre-
tary Peter Gajdov and members Aleksander Gizharovski
and Stojanche Velickovski attended the 1st Conference
of European heraldry and vexillology which was held in
Ceszyn, Poland, from 27th to 29th September 2012. The
conference was organized by the Institute of Heraldry
and Vexilology led by world-renowned vexilologist
Alfred Znamierowski. The conference, the theme of
which was the Arms and flags of local government
authorities, was attended by representatives of twelve
countries.

Herald Jonovski gave a lecture on local heraldry in
Macedonia, the aim of which was to classify the arms of
local government authorities in the country. Of particular
interest was the introduction of Arms and flags in local
government authorities in Central and Eastern Europe.
The conference was attended by representatives of the
state heraldic bodies of Belarus and Lithuania.

The same delegation on November 3rd, attended the
annual meeting of the Bulgarian Heraldry and Vexillo-
logy Society (BHVS) in Sofia.
