The Macedonian
order system was
conceived and partly
realized modeled on
European standards
established by Na-
poleon Bonaparte. It
consists of a system of
grading of the orders
in five ranks, and rules
on how to wear the
badge, its miniature
or the small ribbon in
various situations and
SO on.

The Third Side of the
Macedonian Decorations
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The medals for the lowest and next rank are worn
with a ribbon. The third rank is worn suspended from
a ribbon around the neck, and the next higher and
highest ranks are attached on a triangular strip worn
on the chest. For ladies, the medal is awarded with a
ribbon tied in a bow style. Swords applied to medals
awarded in war-time.

In 2002. the Law on the awards and recognitions
of the Republic of Macedonia was adopted (Official
Gazette of RM 48/2002). On 18.10.2004 a Committee
on Awards and Recognitions of 12 members was esta-
blished, chaired by academician Cvetan Grozdanov. In
November 2004 a competition for designs was held. In
December 2004 the Commission for evaluation of the
designs which was chaired by academician Tome Serafi-
movski chose the winning designs for the awards out of
243 incoming artistic creations (Official Gazette of RM
11/2005). In March 2005 a contractor was chosen - the
mint GSG Exclusive Skopje.

After the selection of specific designs for five orders
and two medals by the commission, the need of desi-
gning and making their accompanying elements arose
(boxes, small and bare order tapes, decree charters, the
quiver, as well as the techniques of construction and
materials) following the standardized European pha-
leristic rules and metric standards. The creators of the
accompanying elements were prof. Aleksandar Cvet-
koski (artist) and phalerist Robert Mitevski (journalist).
After the selection of the final solutions and the positive
evaluation from the relevant European structures about
the process of adoption and the standards for selection
of accompanying elements, the verification commission
completed its work and technical work began to develop
the awards, in other words - the birth of the first Mace-
donian decorations.

The legal solution prescribed Macedonian Orders
and medals to rank equally in status, but it is high time
to summon the strength and make a qualitative ranking
of the awards in classes and ranks.

The three Orders of Merit, Ilinden 1903 and 8th Sep-
tember take the form of Order Stars worn on the breast.
Each has a small service order ribbon (worn with a
uniform) made of silk in variations of red, yellow and
white. This service order ribbon has standard dimen-
sions of 35mm by 15 mm. Vertical variations of the
different colors of the foundation have a width of two
millimetres. On the reverse of each ribbon there is a
safety pin for attachment.

The box of the Order for Military Merit

for exceptional merit in national defence and security.
The badge of the Order is suspended from two silver
swords in saltire surmounted with a gold oak sprig. It is
worn suspended from a neck ribbon which is white with
yellow-red-yellow edge stripes. The service ribbon of
the Order is of the same colours. Medals for merit and
courage are worn suspended by a link from a triangular
ribbon with dimensions of 40mm by side. They also
have small service order ribbons according to the legal
standards. The boxes for these awards are made of dark
brown calfskin with dimensions of 12cm by 16cm and
3.5cm depth. On the box the name of the award is ins-
cribed in gold seal technique. They are awarded along
with an appropriate administrative document that is of
no phaleristic interest to describe. Unfortunately, the
Republic of Macedonia has not yet made any miniature
for any decoration or medal.

The highest State award is the Order of the Republic
of Macedonia. It is a single class
Order. The badge of the Order is
circular 100mm in diameter and
is worn on a 10cm wide riband, of
red silk edged yellow, across the
shoulder. The riband has a total
length of 188 centimetres and has
at its end on the hip a double red
rosette measuring 20cm to which
the badge is applied. Another copy
of the badge is worn on the breat.
The box in which the Order is
awarded is made of dark brown
calfskin with sizes 25 by 45cm and
a depth of 6cm. On it, the words
“Order of the Republic of Mace-
donia” are imprinted in gold seal.
The quiver in which the decree is
granted is also in a leather version
but with a light brown color. On it
is imprinted “Order of the Republic
of Macedonia” in gold seal and with dimensions of
8.5cm by 38cm.

The Charter for granting the highest State order has
dimensions of 32 by 45 cm. It is made of parchment
paper with light blue and purple ornaments and a pale
yellowish-white background. On the upper third the
contour of the order star is applied in the original pattern
and color. A dry or wax seal is not present; instead, a
longitudinal application of a red and yellow ribbon with
ared circle in the middle is printed, in the form of a wax
seal in which the Arms of the Republic of Macedonia
is present. Around it there is a white letter inscription
“Republic of Macedonia - President of the Republic of
Macedonia.”
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
