Macedonain Police
Insignia (1)

The Macedonian police insignia were created right
after the Republic of Macedonia declared its indepen-
dence, along with the process of establishing the new
state organs and institutions of the newly independent
Macedonian State. In July 1991 the Republic’s Secreta-
riat of Internal Affairs was transformed into the Ministry
of Internal Affairs, and the Militia, as it’s organ accor-
ding to the Law for amendment of the Law for Internal
Affairs from March 18" 1992, was renamed as “Police”.

The insignia of the Yugoslav militia were identical
for all its members, regardless of which constituent
Republic’s Secretariat of Internal Affairs their unit
belonged to. In fact, both the uniform and the insignia
of the militia were federal and regulated by a special
decree in the Serbo-Croatian language on a federal
level and with an identical Republic decree in the offi-
cial language of the individual Republic. According to
Article 22 of the Decree of May
1979 ! for the uniform, insignia and
titles of the militia’s employees ,
along with the standard metal red
five-pointed star for the hat (ti-
tovka) and the title “MILICIJA”,
there were special insignia in use
for the militia’s employees which
regulate and control the traffic on
the roads and the passenger traffic
through the state borders, work on
sailing vessels in the lakes and on
the rivers, for pilots and aviation
mechanics, horseman and musicians. After the dissolu-
tion of SFR Yugoslavia, each Republic, earlier or later,
has withdrawn the militia uniforms from use, and with
them the insignia, and introduced new police uniforms
and insignia. The Ministry of Internal Affairs of the
Republic of Macedonia, relatively later in comparison
to other Republics, has introduced its own recognizable
uniforms and insignia for the Macedonian policemen,
which became a symbol of the Macedonian indepen-
dence and statehood and serve as a trademark of the
Macedonian police to this day.

The first Macedonian police insignia (badges, em-
blems and ranks) have been designed and introduced
in the second half of 1992, and later regulated in the
first Decree for the uniform and insignia of the titles of
the police in the Ministry of Internal Affairs?, adopted
by the Government of the Republic of Macedonia on
July 11th 1994. In this decree the insignia weren’t gi-
ven and described separately, but as a constituent part
of the police uniform. Below, we will present the first

On the upper part of the right sleeve of the jacket, at
a distance of 10cm from the upper edge of the sleeve,
there is a stitched rectangular emblem with a size of
10,5 x 2,5cm, made from dark blue broadcloth, on
which the word “POLICIJA” is embroidered in white,
and on the inside there is a yellow bordered strip at a
distance of 0,5cm from the outer edge. On the upper
part of the left sleeve of the jacket, at a distance of
8cm from the upper edge of the sleeve there is an
embroidered emblem in the form of a shield with
dimensions of 11,5 x 9,5cm, made from dark blue
broadcloth, on which the words “REPUBLIKA MA-
KEDONIJA” are embroidered in white. Under them,
the word “POLICIJA” is also embroidered in white,
underlined with a yellow line along the whole width,
under which the word “POLICE” is embroidered. At
the bottom, there is a yellow wreath in whose center
there are the letters “RM” (short for the Republic of
Macedonia). Finally, around the whole emblem, at a
distance of 0,5cm from the outer edge there is a yellow
embroidered border.

On the front of the hat, in the middle of the bort,
there is a silver colored shield-like insignia with the
dimensions of 5,5 x Scm, and in its center there is a
blue colored circle with a diameter of 3cm on which
there is a yellow laurel wreath and the letters “RM”.
The policemen with a rank of “major” or higher have
a yellow instead of a blue circle. In the middle of the
front of the cap, there is an insignia in the form of a
circle made from dark blue broadcloth with a diame-
ter of 3cm on which there is embroidered a yellow
laurel wreath and the letters “RM” in the middle. On
the camouflage cap which is worn while on a special
assignments there is an insignia in the form of a me-
tal shield in silver color, on which there is a yellow
relief of a sixteen-rayed sun in whose center there is
an eight-pointed relief star.

The belt with a buckle is 40mm wide, made from
leather in black and white color, about 2,5-3mm thick.
The buckle is elliptical, with a bronze color. In the
center there is a relief laurel wreath with the letters
“RM” in the middle.

The policemen wear special insignia on their uni-
forms. The special insignia worn in the field of the
rhomboid that is embroidered on the collar of the
jacket from the winter uniform is a laurel wreath with
the letters “RM” in the middle.

On the left pocket of the jacket, the windbreaker

Thus, for the first time in history, the Republic of Ma-
cedonia and it’s police got their authentic police insignia,
with inscriptions in the Macedonian language, for which
we can safely say that they were a small but significant
part of the completion of the Macedonian independence.
