To describe modern Russian military heraldry is to
realise its capability for development and innovation.
Created at the turn of the twentieth century, modern
Russian military heraldry is probably one of the best
examples that heraldry is alive and without prejudice
towards social change. This means that it represents a
showcase of historical Russian heraldry enriched with
soviet and modern Russian symbols. In this way, the
original and truly timeless expression of the Russian
warrior spirit and tradition is achieved. The guardi-
anship for this tradition lies within the jurisdiction of
Heraldic Council of the Ministry of Defence of the
Russian Federation. Its working objectives are the
review and evaluation of proposals for creating new
insignia or the adaptation of old ones. It also regulates
the quality of manufacturing of insignia, as well as its
correct usage. After insignia has been approved, it is
submitted to the Presidential Heraldic Council of the
Russian Federation for final approval. All the appro-
ved insignia are recorded in the Heraldic Register of
the Russian Armed Forces. The Russian system of
military heraldry incorporates many different types of
insignia. In general, they can be divided into several
broad groups: flags, standards, emblems, insignia of
affiliation, and insignia for excellence.

The first modern Russian military insignia is the
emblem of the Armed Forces of the Russian Fede-
ration. Created by presidential act on 27th January
1997, the emblem is that of a golden double-headed
eagle displayed, with a sword and wreath clutched in
its respective talons. The eagle’s breast is charged

with a shield and the emblem is surmounted with a
crown. The shield has a red field showing a horseman
slaying a dragon. It should be noted that from a histo-
rical perspective there isn’t an older, purely Russian
insignia for the armed forces. In soviet times, this
insignia appeared in the form of the world-famous red
star. It is this red star that has become the connective
tissue between the state and military insignia of the
different periods. The red star did not lose its place
even after the collapse of the Soviet Union. To this
day, it remains the main insignia
borne on the caps of members of
the armed forces and it is used on
a roundel or round shield by the
Russian Air Force.

In Russian military heraldry,
the emblems are displayed in
three different ways, i.e. as small,
medium and large emblems. As a
matter of fact, the large emblem
is a full heraldic achievement.

wreath, motto and other addita-
ments. In this manner, full particulars of the status,
objectives and type of the organisation are provided.
The size of the organisation dictates the form of the
shield; the type and the branch give the form to the
wreath and the other additaments. Thus, the different
armed forces have round shields, the military regions
have a French-style shield, the military schools have
shields in a form of an open book, the armies have
a pentagonal shield and the divisions have German
style shields etc. The medium-sized emblems are
created by reducing of the elements of the larger
emblem. Here we can find two groups: medium-sized
emblems in the form of a heraldic badge based on the
double-headed eagle (for example, the emblems of
the different armed forces, the joint chiefs of staff and
the special forces) and medium-sized emblems in the
form of small coat of arms (for example, the emblems
of the rest of the military organisations). The small
emblem basically represents the main charge taken
from the shields of the aforementioned two groups.
Its most distinctive use is as a symbol on the buttons
of the armed forces’ uniforms.

Flags are an especially large group in which insignia
are utilised for display. Besides the different colours,
there are different types of flags, such as ensigns,
pennants and standards. The colours are official, and
ceremonial flags are used by the Joint Armed Forces
and the different branches of the armed forces. Flags
are for every-day use. The Ministry of Defence, the
different branches of the armed forces, as well as the
divisions all use flags. The ensigns are used as jacks

and as naval ensigns and the pennants are used to
indicate the office or position of the bearer. It’s worth
mentioning that the blue St. Andrews’ Cross on a
white field is also used as a Russian naval ensign.
The jack on the other hand is used as a flag for a
fortress or base. The modern flags of the military
units such as regiments and brigades are a type of
heraldic and vexillological ‘monuments’. They are
organized in the spirit of the imperial Russian regi-
mental colours which in turn are Russian variants
of the Prussian colours. They represent banners on
which the insignia of the unit in question are shown
on a background consisting of the Teutonic cross
created from rays spreading from the centre towards
the outer corners of the banner.

An exceptionally interesting group are the standar-
ds. In Russian military heraldry,
the standards are honourable
professional insignia symboli-
zing military duty and personal
responsibility for managing and
maintaining the readiness of
military units to perform their
function. Standards are used
by the Minister of Defence and
his or her first vice-minister,
the Chief of the Joint Chiefs
of Staff, the commanders of the
different types of armed forces,
and commanders of armies and fleets etc. The stan-
dards and the flags of the military units share some
common features.

The insignia for affiliation are a large and im-
portant group. They are divided into two separate
sub-groups. The first sub-group consists of insignia
indicating affiliation to the Ministry of Defence,
the different armed forces, branches, the auxiliary
forces, railroad forces, and independent forces that
are not included in the general types and branches
of the armed forces. They are in the form of circular
embroidered patch worn on the right sleeve of mi-
litary uniforms. The second sub-group are insignia
indicating affiliation to a certain military unit. These
insignia are two types: circular embroiled patches
worn on the left sleeve of the uniform and badges
worn on the left side of the chest. The badges can
be in the form of the medium-sized or the large
emblems of a certain unit.

The insignia for excellence consists of the medals
of the Ministry of Defence, award insignia, qualifi-
cation insignia, and insignia for military valour. The
medals of the ministry are insignia for expressing the
highest level of recognition for merit in the armed
forces. The Russian Ministry of Defence has the

authority to award over thirty medals. Award insi-
gnia is for recognizing merit in everyday activities
and duties. Here one encounters different insignia
for excellence and merit in work, for successfully
executing concrete objectives and awards for many
different commemorative events. The qualification
insignia is awarded for successfully upgrading
knowledge and skills in a certain profession or for
successfully completing a programme of study.
Typical examples are the paratroopers’ insignia. The
Russian state award system is enriched by having
this type of insignia and a powerful mechanism for
stimulating motivation and initiative towards pro-
fessional, scientific, and creative activity is thereby
established.

This short review of modern Russian military
heraldry clearly shows that insignia is of great im-
portance to the Russian armed forces. This can only
be viewed as a positive example of the correct way
to create and regard Macedonian military insignia,
especially if we take the rich Macedonian military
history into consideration.
