The Danish flag (Dannebrog)

The Danes proudly claim that they not just
possess the oldest surviving kingdom, but they
also claim they fly the oldest surviving national
flag in the world. The “Dannebrog” is indeed,
most likely one of the oldest flags. Nevertheless,
the “Dannebrog” is the national color that has
been in service for the longest period of time. It
has been used ever since the Danish crusaders
tried to Christianize Estonia in the 13th Century.

The Banner of the Raven

Even it is really hard to prove that the “Dan-
nebrog” is the oldest flag if the world, it can
however be proven that the Danes did actu-
ally possess a banner prior to the red and white
flag. The first known Danish banner was the
“Banner of the Raven”. This banner was a
piece of red cloth with a black raven applied
on it. The Raven was the holy signature of the
ancient scandinavian god, Odin. It was feared
and well known as the gathering
point of the Vikings, from whom the
Danes originated.

During the time of the Danish Vi-
kings’ raids against the Normans in
the early 11th century, the Banner
of the Raven became somewhat of
a national symbol. In the year 1016
the Danish King Knud the Great was
leading his men into the battle at Ash-
ington in England, waving the Banner
of the Raven.

This Banner, or piece of cloth was
later known as the “Dannebroge”,
the Dane’s cloth. Later on the name
was shortened to “Dannebrog”. Dur-
ing the period of the Christianizing
of the Danes, the old black raven
was replaced by the white cross, and so the
first version of the modern Danish flag came
into existence.

The Legend of the “Dannebrog”

This is the story known to most Danes as the origin of
the Dannebrog. The legend states the origin of the flag
to be the Battle of Lyndanisse, also known as the Battle
of Valdemar (Danish: “Volmerslaget”), near Lyndan-
isse (Tallinn) in Estonia, on June 15, 1219. The battle
was going badly, and defeat seemed imminent. But
then, right when the Danes were about to give up, the
flag fell from heaven. Grasping the flag before it could
ever touch the ground, the king took it in his hand, and
proudly waved it in front of his discouraged troops, giv-
ing them hope, and leading them to victory. The flag,
Dannebrog, was given to the Danes from God himself,
and from that day
forward, it was the
flag of Denmark,
and the Danish
kings.

There is, howev-
er, no historical evi-
dence to document
this ancient legend.
The first pictures
of the red flag with
the white cross
dates back to the
mid 14th century.
But legend or not,
since then has the
Dannebrog  been
the national sym-
bol of the Danes,

even though the

common Danes
were not allowed to fly the Dannebrog before 1854,
until which the Dannebrog was the symbol of the King
and the State. In 1912 the day of June 15 has been pro-
claimed the Day of the Flag, Valdemar’s day.

It is also interesting to note that it is believed that the
name of the capital of Estonia, Tallinn, came into ex-
istence after the battle. It is derived from “Taani linn”,
meaning “Danish town” in Estonian.

The Reality

The Danish historian Caspar Paludan-Miiller in 1873
in his book “Sagnet om den himmelfaldne Danebrogs-
fane” put forth the theory that it is a banner sent by
the Pope to the Danish King to use in his crusades in
the Baltic countries. Other kings and lords certainly re-
ceived such banners.

A similar theory was suggested by Danish explorer,
adventurer and Captain Johan Steckel in the early 20th
century. He suggested that it was not a papal banner to
the King but a papal banner to the Churchly legate in

army take on a Christian symbol (over the king’s
symbol) and thereby strengthen the power of the
church.

The Flag of the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Northern Ireland
(The Union Jack)

History of the flag

Unlike Denmark, the British flag has no legend in
folklore regarding it’s creation. When King James
VI of Scotland ascended to the English throne,
thereby becoming James I of England, the national
flags of England and Scotland on land continued to
be, respectively, the red St George’s cross and the
white St Andrew’s cross. Confusion arose, how-
ever, as to what flag would be appropriate at sea.
On 12 April 1606 a proclamation was issued:

“All our subjects in this our isle and kingdom of
Great Britain and the members thereof, shall bear
in their main top the red cross commonly called
St George’s Cross and the white cross commonly
called St. Andrew’s Cross joined together accord-
ing to a form made by our heralds and sent to our
Admiral to be published to our said subjects.”

This is the first known reference to the Union
Flag. Although the original design referred to has
been lost, it is presumed that it was the flag which,
with the addition of the St Patrick’s cross, forms
the basic design of the British Union Flag today.
It is also interesting to note that the new flag was
not universally popular nor accepted. The English
were not overly pleased at the obscuring of the
white field of the St George’s flag. The Scots, with
more justification, were upset at the fact that the
red cross was laid over the white. The Scots pro-

posed a number of alternative

designs. These included:

- St George’s flag with the St
Andrew’s flag in the canton

- St George’s flag with a St
Andrew’s flag in each quarter.
In this bizarre design the white
cross of the St Andrew’s flag
does not extend to the corners
of the flag.

- St George’s flag with a St
Andrew’s flag in the centre.
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
