ABSTRACT

The process for determining the coat
of arms, the flag, and the anthem. actual-
ly started with public competition for the
selection of their content/design. Proposals
for a law were then presented, followed by
a series of amendments by the MPs to the
design of the coat of arms and the flag, with
the anthem remaining unchanged. The
three best entries from the public compe-
tition for the coat of arms and flag did not
find themselves in the further procedure, but the
concept of a coat of arms and a flag with a new de-
sign of the sun was introduced. In the whole proess,
for a flag, out of six types of proposals, three used
the sun, two used a lion, and one used the existing
coat of arms. Out of 23 proposals for the coat of
arms, there were 16 types of arms—half with a lion
and half with a sun. In the end, the greatest support
was for the concept of a flag and a coat of arms
with a 16-rayed sun, suggested by Todor Petrov.
The flag was voted on, but for the arms no concen-
sus was reached.

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With the declaration of Sovereignty of the
Republic of Macedonia on 25 January 1991, the
process started for adopting new state symbols
that would reflect the new reality of the state (cf
Jonovski, 2018). Article 3, among other things,
said: “a new constitution will be adopted by which,
among other things, the social order and the future
symbols of the statehood of Macedonia will be de-
fined” (lexmaparmja 1991).

The process of adopting the flag and the an-
them, as well as the attempt to adopt the coat of
arms, can be reconstructed by studying the mate-
rials and the transcripts from the first proceeding of
the 41st session. Unfortunately, the graphic designs
cannot be found with the materials, and probably
were not preserved. The illustrations given in the
text are reconstructions based on photos published
in the media, and conversations with participants in
the process. Some of the proposals were published
in daily newspaper Nova Makedonija, which cov-
ered the entire process well and additional informa-
tion on the course of the process, besides the design
of the proposals, can be obtained from its pages.

The material is located in the State Archives of
the Republic of Macedonia in the Fundus 1304 “As-
sembly of the Republic of Macedonia 19901994,
41st session, points 2, 3, and 4, box 46, where the
proposals for the law on the coat of arms, flag, and
anthem of the Republic of Macedonia, as well as
the amendments to those draft laws are found.

In the summer of 1991, independent MP Todor
Petrov submitted an unsuccessful initiative to
adopt a “Decision on Establishing a Commission
for the State Symbols of the Republic of Macedo-
nia and Appointing its President and Members”.

The Constitution of the Republic of Mace-
donia, adopted 17 November 1991, did not de-
termine the state symbols, but prescribed that
the coat of arms, the flag, and the anthem of the
Republic of Macedonia are determined by law,
and according to the constitutional law, the state
symbols should be adopted within six months of
the proclamation of the Constitution.

On 26 December the Assembly of the Re-
public of Macedonia adopted instructions for the
preparation and adoption of the Law on the coat
of arms, the flag, and the anthem of the Republic
of Macedonia and adopted a timetable according

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to which the public competition would be held in
January 1992; the Draft Law would be unveiled
in March for public discussion through the end
of the month; the report of the public discussion
would be considered in April; and the Law would
be adopted by 20 May at the latest. The working
group for the implementation of the procedure
for selecting design for the coat of arms, flag,
and anthem of the Republic of Macedonia was
in place on 20 March, when the timetable was
tightened, with the aim of passing the law by 20
May (Iletpos 1992a).

The Commission for Constitutional Affairs was
obliged to undertake all the activities: to prepare
text of the Proposal for passing a law on the coat
of arms, the flag, and the anthem of the Republic
of Macedonia; to conduct a public competition for
their designs; and to establish a working group for
the selection of designs. In addition, the working
group included members of the Macedonian Acad-
emy of Sciences and Arts in the fields of science,
fine arts, and music. The jury for determining the
coat of arms and flag comprised Aneta Svetieva—
ethnologist, Aleksandar Cvetkovski—artist, Kosta
Balaban—art historian, and Dimitar Kondovski—
artist (Aleksandar Matkovski was also proposed
for the jury).

In the public competition, which was an-
nounced on 25 March and lasted until 10 April,
275 proposals arrived, 239 for the coat of arms
and the flag and 36 for the anthem of the Repub-
lic of Macedonia. A large number of participants
offered variants for both the arms and the flag
(Crenorpadcku 1992, 1/7), most with the sun
and a lion in differing compositions, showing
what the participants thought should be found on
the coat of arms and the flag.

The Commission, as possible proposals for
the anthem of the Republic of Macedonia, ac-
cepted the musical works that won the first, sec-
ond, and third prizes: “Hym” by Taki Hrisik;
the current anthem, “Today Over Macedonia”
in an arrangement by Todor Skalovski; and
“Let us be eternal” by Aleksandar Dzambazov
(MutagenoBcku 2005, 371).

There were no awards for the coat of arms and
flag given; the Commission held that it would
recognize only the final official arms and flag

The Commission
consulted with the three
finalist designers several
times and requested some
changes. On 29 May, it
decided to make separate
proposals for a laws on the
coat of arms, the flag, and
the anthem.

Since the 20 May dead-
line had passed, on 1 June
Todor Petrov submitted
a proposal for adopting the Law on the coat of
arms, the flag, and the anthem of the Republic of
Macedonia, with a draft law, as well as a proposal
for adoption of the Law on the use of the coat of
arms, the flag, and the anthem of the Republic of
Macedonia with a draft law (ITerpoB 1992a). The
proposals were:

The coat of arms of the
Republic of Macedonia is a
quadrangular shield, in the
middle of the shield is a lion
upright on both the hind legs
and turned to the right, with
a small five-pointed crown on
the head and a two-pointed
tail upward. The lion is ready
for attack, terrible, with open
mouth, with a extended tongue, with pointed
teeth, eyes fiercely expressed and toes of the legs
separated by emphasized nails.

Above the shield there is a five-pointed
crown richly decorated with diamonds, rubies,
and emeralds, and below there is a ribon in the
form of a parchment whose ends are differently
twisted with the inscription “Macedonia”.

The shield is a red field with
a golden-yellow edge, and the
lion, crown, and ribbon are
in golden-yellow color. The
inscription “Macedonia” is in
black. (Fig. 1)

The flag of the Republic of
Macedonia is red with a golden-
yellow sun with eight equal
short and eight equal long rays
alternately arranged so that a
pair of long rays is parallel to
the length, while another pair of
long rays is parallel to the width
of the flag.

the diagonals of the flag intersect,
with a diameter equal to one fifth of the width of
the flag. The length of the short rays equals the
diameter of the sun, and the ratio of the length of
the short ray and the long ray is one to one and a
half.

The ratio of the width and length of the flag
is one to two. (Fig. 3)

Article 4

The anthem of the Republic of Macedonia is
“Today Over Macedonia”.

With an amendment, Petrov re-
moved the ribbon with the inscription
“Macedonia” from the shield (Figure 4)
and changed the proportions of the sun
(Figure 5), making the ratio of the rays
six to seven, and the ratio of the width
to the length of the flag two to three
(Petrov 1992b).

On 5 June the works of the three de-
signers (using code names), which the
Commission considered the most appropriate from
the public competition, were publicly displayed for
a three-day public debate. The proposals for the an-
them were broadcast on the programs of the Mace-
donian Radio Television (3. . 1992).

black with 16 black narrow di-
vergent rays, as the sun from
the current state emblem. On
the proposals for the flag, two
more arms are applied: one with
the same sun where the disc and
the rays are yellow and a propos-
al with a red lion on gold (Fig.
6). For the flag, there are six de-
signs in proportions of 1:2 : (1)
A field divided diagonally from
upper fly to lower hoist, red at
the hoist and yellow at the fly,
with a shield at the center bear-
ing sun with 16 rays in yellow
on a red background. (2) A yel-
low field with narrow red stripes
at the top and bottom edges and
a shield in the center bearing
sun with 16 rays in yellow on
a red background. (3) A white
field with narrow red stripes at
the top and bottom edges and a
shield in the center bearing sun
with 16 rays in yellow on a red
background. (4) A white field
with narrow red stripes at the top
and bottom edges and a shield in
the center bearing sun with red
disc and 16 rays in black on a
red background. (5) A red field
with narrow yellow stripes at
the top and bottom edges. (6)
A red field, with narrow yellow
stripes at the top and bottom
edges and a shield in the center
bearing lion in red on a yellow
background (Fig. 7).

“FENIKS 92” proposed a
coat of arms with a crowned
lion in several color combina-
tions: gold lion on red, gold lion
on black, black lion on red and
red lion on gold (Fig. 8). All
resembled the arms of existing

states too closely, while the third violated the heral-
dic rule of tincture. For the flag, red/white designs
in proportions of 1:2 without the arms (Fig. 9). (1)

away from the top and bottom edges. (3) Five
equal horizontal stripes of red-white-red-white-
red overlaid by a square of red whose side is the
hoist. (4) A horizontal trib-
ar of red-white-red overlaid
by a square of red whose
side is the hoist, the square
bearing an ovoid stylized
proposal for arms in black.

The working group,
with a strong majority, pro-
posed the flag and coat of
arms of FENIKS 92: On
a red field a white triangle
whose base is the hoist and
whose point is the center
of the fly. For the coat of
arms red lion on gold field.
(HdapxoBcka 1992a). The
authors of FENIKS 92 were
Kostadin Tanchev —Dinka-
ta and Vladimir Borojevik
(Bemukoscku 2019, 180).

The Commission decided on 8 June to propose
as the anthem “Today Over Macedonia”. The next
day, it decided that the flag and the coat of arms
would be red with a yellow sun and, outside of the
original framework of the competition, asked the
designers to come up with new designs. On June
17, proposals for a red flag and coat of arms with a
sun with 32 rays in white and yellow variants were
ready (3. 1. 1992b).

In defense of the proposal, Tito Petkovski
stated that Macedonia’s colors had been red and
yellow throughout history, listing many exam-

First, from professional and competent persons
who participated in the procedure for evaluating
the proposals of the competition for state symbols,
we were convinced that the proposed designs for
the state symbols meet the strict rules and criteria
of'the heraldry in terms of tradition and originality.
Secondly, starting from the rule that simple is the
closest to the perfect, we have chosen simple and
easily acceptable symbols. ...

Sixth, starting from the fact that the coat of
arms, the flag, and the anthem are symbols of an
independentdemocratic and sovereign state having
political, historical, and cultural significance and
are chosen for an indefinite period, i.e., for eternal
times, we consider the proposed solutions to
have a historical foundation and an expression of
statehood—the legal continuity of the Republic of
Macedonia. (Ctenorpadeku 1992, 1/ 12)

On 13 July the Commission adopted the final
proposals for the flag and coat of arms: a red flag
with a golden sun with 32 rays and a coat of arms
with the same sun on a red background. Under
the shield is a ribbon with the text “Republic of
Macedonia”. The proposal originally had a white
sun, but the color was later changed
to yellow (KutanoBcka 1992a).

PDP-NDP (party of Macedonian
Albanians) disagreed, considering
the sun a symbol of one nation, not of
the country. It also spoke against the
proposal for the anthem as “Today

The coat of arms of the Republic of
Macedonia is a shield with a red field enclosed
with a yellow (golden) edge. In the middle of
the shield is a yellow (golden) sun. The sun
has 16 primary rays that break in 32 rays, 16
of which are at the top of the primary rays, and
the other 16 are in the middle between primary
rays. Under the shield is a ribbon on which
is written “Republika Makedonija”. (I'pyma
1992). (Fig. 12)

The description of the flag is given in Article
2 of the draft law:

The flag of the Republic of Macedonia is red
with a yellow sun. The sun has 16 primary rays
that break in 32 rays, 16 of which are placed
at the top of the primary rays, and the other 16
are in the middle between the two primary rays.
The center of the sun coincides with the point at
which the diagonals intersect.

For the flag he stated that “there is a matrix of
the sun as a symbol in the historical tradition of
Macedonia”, and consistency was important for
the anthem, especially of its text.

At the session on 20 July the Commission
accepted the draft law by Tito Petkovski, Zoran
Krstevski, and Kiro Popovski. The following day
amendments were submitted. Ratka Dimitrova
proposed:

The coat of arms of the Republic of
Macedonia is a shield with a red field, with a
yellow (gold) edge. In the middle of the shield
is a lion, yellow golden colored, upright on
both the hind legs and turned to the right, with
a small triangle crown on the head and a two-
pointed tail facing up. Under the shield there is a
ribbon written ‘REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA’
(Figure 16)

For the specific design, the lion from the
initial proposal of “FENIKS 92” was proposed
(dmvutposa 1992).

Dimitrova’s proposal for a flag
was identical to the original by Todor
Petrov: “...red with a yellow lion in
the middle. The lion is upright on
both legs and turned to the right. A
crown is placed above the head of the
lion” (JJumutpona 1992). (Fig. 17).

With the amendment of 21 July,
a group of MPs headed by Aleksan-
dar Florovski submit an amendment
proposing that the coat of arms be
defined as in the draft
law of Dragi Arsov and
the flag proposal be that
of Arsov, with a flower
with 10 blue leaves.

Faik Abdi proposed
an amendment holding
that the coat of arms re-
main the same, only re-
moving the five pointed
star (Fig. 18), and that the star on the flag should
be replaced by the arms without a five pointed
star (Aomm 1992). (Fig. 19)

A group of MPs led by Todor Petrov submit-
ed an amendment defining the coat of arms:

The coat of arms of the Republic
of Macedonia is a quadrilateral shield
with a red field enclosed with a golden-
yellow edge. In the middle of the
shield is a golden-yellow sun with
eight primary and eight secondary
rays, slightly thickened in the first
half, intermittently and symmetrically
arranged around the solar disk. The

basic solar rays are directly detached from the
solar disk, and the final outer length of all sixteen

Finally, on 4 August, the Com-
mission accepted a proposal for a
flag with sun with 16 rays, with no
consensus was reached on the arms.
The majority voted for the arms
with 16 rays sun, but one vote was
missing. VMRO insisted on the
lion instead. The Albanian parties
did not vote either. There were two
suggestions for the arms: a sun with
16 or 32 rays, which the MPs de-
ferred to the 41st session
(1apxoBcka 1992d).

On 6 August the Com-
mission reviewed the
amendments and accept-
ed the proposal of a group
of lawmakers led by
Todor Petrov for the flag.
For the arms it accepted

The next day, Vladimir Golubovski filed a
new amendment to the law on the coat of arms:

The State Coat of Arms of the Republic of
Macedonia is represented by the stylization of
the Land Arms of Macedonia from the armorial
of 1595, styled in 1620 and described and
presented in the study by Academician Dr.
Aleksandar Matkovski, ‘The Coat of Arms of
Macedonia’ on page 90, figure 41. (I'oay60B-
cku 1992). (Fig. 22)

On the first continuation of the 41st session,
on 11 August, the government of Niko-
la Kljusev sent a letter stating that the
Government of the Republic of Mace-
donia supported “Today over Macedo-
nia” for the anthem, the 16-rayed sun
for the flag, and the land coat of arms
of Macedonia for the arms (Kipyces
1992).

At the meeting, the agenda was
changed to adopt the anthem and the
flag first, as there was a consensus for
them, and then consider the arms.

The flag of the Republic of Macedo-
nia, with the golden 16-rayed sun (which would
later be called the Sun of Kutlesh / the Star of
Vergina) was adopted practically without debate
after all the amendments that were accepted and
incorporated in the text of the law— 87 MPs vot-
ed for in favor.

Article 2 of the Law read as follows:

The flag of the Republic of Macedonia is
red with the golden yellow sun. The Sun has
eight primary and eight secondary rays, slightly
milled in the first half, intermittently and
symmetrically arranged around the solar disk.
The primary sun rays are directly detached
from the solar disk, and the final outer length
of all sixteen sun rays coincides with the outer
periphery of the sun. The diameter of the solar
disk is one-seventh of the width of the flag.
The ratio of the diameter of the solar disk to
the length of the primary solar rays is one to
two, and the ratio of the length of the secondary
and primary rays is seven to eight. The center

the diagonals of the flag intersect. The ratio of

the width and length of the flag is one to two

(Cyx06en 1992). (Fig. 21)

The law did not provide a technical descrip-
tion nor was one provided as an attachment to
the Official Gazette. However, an illustration
was published in all of the newspapers.

For the draft law on the anthem, there was
only one amendment, by MP Kiril Kovacevski,
to change the word in the second stanza from
“Dame” to “Karev” (KoBaueBcku 1992). But
the Commission did not support the amendment,
“for the reason that the song that is being sung is
a copyright work whose final text is well known
and accepted by everyone at the time when the
author was alive” (Ctenorpadcku 1992, 11/6).

The MPs voted unanimously for the current
anthem “Today Over Macedonia” (88 votes).
The text in the Law runs (Ciy>x6en 1992):

In addition to the law proposal by Petkovs-
ki, Krstevski, and Popovski, an amendment by
Blagoj Toshev was also considered:

In the middle of the shield is a golden-yellow
colored lion, upright on both the hind legs and
turned to the right with a small triangle crown
on the head and a two-pointed tail upward.
The lion is ready for an attack with a displayed
tongue and pointed teeth. With the cruel eyes
and toes on the legs separated by prominent

nails. Above the shield there is a three-
pointed crown in a golden yellow color,
surrounded by ared edge. Under the shield
there is a red ribbon with a golden-yellow
edge on which Macedonia is written with
golden-yellow letters. (Fig. 23)

Faik Abdi’s amendment—to use the
> current coat of arms without the five
pointed star—was withdrawn.

Much of the discussion was about
the historicity of the lion as a land sym-
bol and where it was found, in order to
persuade the MPs to support this proposal. The
quarrel was heated and a pause was request-
ed. After the break, the discussion turned to
procedural questions with which majority this
law should be adopted for the arms, and with
that the discussion went in another direction
(Crenorpadcku 1992, X/ 6).

PDP-NDP MPs did not attend a session be-
cause of dissatisfaction with the way the parties
from the Macedonian bloc were referring to their
proposals for systemic laws. The PDP-NDP be-
lieved that a state should be built on equal ba-
sis, not by adopting state symbols based on
party symbols or by adopting a communist an-
them that praised the struggle of only one nation
(OtcyctBo 1992).

The debate on the coat of arms continued the
next day as the Constitutional Affairs Committee
which reviewed the re-affirmed proposals by Vlad-
imir Golubovski (I'omy6oBckr 1992b) and Dra-
gi Arsov for a coat of arms with the lion (Apcor

The Commission did not make a specific
decision, but concluded that there was a feeling
that agreement was close and when the parliamen-
tary groups agreed, the 41st session would contin-
ue (3a rpoor 1992).

During August 1992, several more attempts
were made to settle the coat of arms question. On
17 August, Todor Petrov proposed a coat of arms
with a lion, with a description mentioned
by Dragi Arsov and others, but request-
ing a joint declaration by which all the
parties with the lion in their party em-
blems would give it up upon adoption of
the state coat of arms with a lion, and
by legal regulation would prevent the
use of the lion on emblems of political

The coat of arms of the Republic of
Macedonia is a rectangular shield, which in the
lower third is curved in a circular shape. The
center of the circle is also the center of the sun
with sixteen rays, on which is inscribed the first
letter of the glagolitic alphabet “AZ” (I —the
first person singular pronoun).

The rays of the sun are equal to the
radius of the void circle and they extend
to the lower semicircular half of the
shield. On the upper part of the shield
is a rectangular stripe with a width of
one half of the radius of the solar circle,
which is double-broken at both ends. On
the ribbon ‘Macedonia’ is written with
stylized Old Slavic letters.

Three colors are used on the arms: red
is the shield and stripe on which ‘Macedonia’
is written in black letters.

The proposal showed a version with a sun
with 16 divergent rays. (Fig.27)

At the last session of the Commission on 25
August, it voted on Todor Petrov’s amendments:
a coat of arms with a lion and a sun in the crown,
which received only 6 votes; the amendment of
Vladimir Golubovski: the coat of arms with a
lion and the sun over the shield, which received 5
votes; as did the amendment of Dragi Arsov: that
the Land arms be chosen as the state coat of arms.
Dimitar Dimitrov‘s proposal for different sun re-
ceived 3 votes (3. 1. 1992¢). All amendments to
the law on coats of arms were rejected and the
Commission proposed that the Parliament consider
and adopt the coat of arms proposed by a group
of MPs (with a 16-rayed sun) (ITetkoBcku 1992b).
Since no agreement was reached, the
41th session ended without adopting
a proposal for the arms.

On 18 September, Dimitar Dimitro-
vski reaffirmed his proposal for the
coat of arms with a new text that
further specified the description of
the arms, adding the dimensions of
the elements ({uvurpoBcku 1992b).

A shield with a red field enclosed within
a yellow (golden) edge. In the middle of the
shield is a yellow (golden) sun. The sun has
eight primary and eight secondary rays, slightly
milled in the first half, intermittently and
symmetrically arranged around the solar disk.
In the solar disk the letter ‘M’ appears in the
Old Slavic font. In the lower five sun rays are
three wavy lines indicating a water surface. Below
the shield there is a ribbon that reads ‘Republic of
Macedonia’. (I'pyma 1992d) (Fig. 29)
The Commission supported Bozho Rajchevs-
ki’s amendment. But government then changed
and the adoption of the coat of arms was no lon-
ger a priority. On the other hand, the escalating
challenges raised by the Republic of Greece to the
16-rayed sun flag led to an embargo, so adopting
an emblem with that sun was no longer an option.

CONCLUSION

According to Tito Petkovski, president of the
working group, the basic principles that guided the
committee during the determination of the propos-
al for the coat of arms and the flag included:

Third, given the fact that we are discussing
state symbols at the begining of the 21st
century, we were trying to get rid of the claims
of renewal of the great kingdoms.

Fourth, we endeavored with the symbols
of our state not to offend the feelings of other
nations and members of other countries, not to
take anyone else’s symbols, nor to adopt state
symbols that would awaken different harmful
associations in certain nations and states.

Fifth, with the proposed solutions for state
symbols, we wanted to avoid designs that our
citizens experienced as a symbol of an enemy,
occupier, or slavery.” (CteHorpadcku 1992, 1/11)
It is obvious that the principles chosen for the

selection of symbols, the flag, and the arms were
a specific reaction to the given situation. The con-
ditions were a distancing from historical symbols,
which inevitably led to a design that would be new,
without a direct connection with symbols that form
part of the cultural heritage.

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The public competition for the coat of arms
and the flag had more a purely formal role, since
in the last phase included proposals that were not
received at all. The working subgroup of experts
came to the conclusion that the sun and the lion
were symbols that could be placed on the flag and
coat of arms of the Republic of Macedonia. There
was a full consensus on colors, that is, a combina-
tion of red and yellow.

Under the third principle of “freed from the
claims of renewal of the great kingdoms,” the
proposals based on the Kutlesh Sun, which was
popularly known as the symbol of the ancient em-
pire of Macedonia, were eliminated. This was fur-
ther confirmed by the fourth principle “not to take
anyone else’s symbols, nor to adopt state symbols
that would awaken different harmful associations
in certain nations and states” referring directly to
the Republic of Greece, and its position claiming
the exclusive right to ancient Macedonian history
and its symbols.

The fifth principle, “avoiding designs that our
citizens experienced as a symbol of an enemy, oc-
cupier, or slavery”, refers to the proposals based
on a lion. The golden lion on a red background
had been the coat of arms of Bulgaria since 1879,
and under that symbol the Kingdom of Bulgaria
occupied a large part of Macedonia during the
Second World War. A veterans organization ad-
vanced this principle, as did a part of the members
of the Union of Communists of Macedonia——the
Party for Democratic Transformation. Therefore,
although most of the proposals had lions based
on the land coats of arms (14 of the 23 propos-
als, with 8 types of lion), the Commission rejected
them all. Some were repeated several times in the
procedure.

The description of the arms through the pro-
posals gradually became uniform, but almost all
proposals were inaccurate in all points:

1. The shield is described as a quadrilateral,
but as a Gothic shield it is basically triangular.

2. The lion is described as upright on both
feet, which is a heraldic lion salient—a com-
pletely different posture—while all the depic-
tions showed a lion rampant.

3. The descriptions gave completely unnec-
essary poetic descriptions such as: “the lion is

which either are implied or they cannot influence
the artistic design at all.

4. The “three-pointed crown” in the descrip-
tions is a different heraldic crown altogether; the
depictions showed a strawberry or ducal crown
(cf Jorosckm 2015).

Among the proposals with lions, four are with
no crown, and in one the sun it replaces the crown,
while in one the sun is on the crown. Three pro-
posals have no ribbon and motto, while eight have
the text “MACEDONIA”, three “REPUBLIC OF
MACEDONIA”, and one “MACEDONIAE”.

Of the suggestions for the arms with a sun,
four used the sun from the current coat of arms, a
sun with 16 divergent rays, one of which has ad-
ditional wavy lines in the lower part, and one with
the Glagolitic letter “AZ”. Two showed the sun
with 16 divergent rays, one had 32 rays, another
used the letter “AZ”, two had the 16-rayed sun
type, and one used the letter “M” and additional
wavy lines in the lower part (cf JoroBcku 2016).

Among the proposals for the flag, two had a
lion, four a Kutlesh-type sun, one a convergent
sun, and one the current coat of arms without the
five pointed star.

The process of obtaining state symbols showed
a deeply divided nation. Independence in 1991
found Macedonia “symbolically” and “emblem-
atically” unprepared. During the last decades of
the 20th century, two symbols—the golden lion,
and the golden 16-rayed sun on a red field—had
been introduced slowly, used initially by the
Macedonian diaspora. But they failed to become
unifying symbols and soon were perceived only
as symbols of a single ideology or party. Macedo-
nia instead adopted its existing anthem and coat
of arms, and a flag with a new form of sun.

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ABSTRACT

The paper discusses how particular
Christian denominations are represented
in the coats of arms of Hungarian towns
and villages. Among the heraldic charges
analyzed there are many depictions of ac-
tual churches (or standardized ones), but
also other, more abstract symbols are in
use (although with material prototypes),
for example a simple Latin or two-barred
cross (items usually ascribed to Roman
Catholics), an Eastern Orthodox cross (used
mostly by Greek Catholics) and an octagram
known as the ,,Calvin star or the ,,Star of Beth-
lehem* (one of the symbols of the Hungarian
Reformed Church). However, all these assign-
ments are not exclusive; only the Luther rose
uniquely identifies Lutherans in all instances.
A particularly interesting aspect of some of the
emblems discussed is the use of hybrid (dimidi-
ated) charges representing two different denom-
inations at once.

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In the 2011 census (KSH 2014a,15), 27.16%
of the population of Hungary refused to answer
the question of religious affiliation, and 18.18%
declared themselves irreligious. Roman Catho-
lics (38.96%), Reformed Protestants (aka Cal-
vinists, 11.61%), Lutherans (2.16%), and Greek
Catholics (1.80%) were the four most numerous
religious groups. The remaining 1.94% of the
population belonged to other denominations, in-
cluding Unitarians (0.07%), Jews (0.11%), and
different national jurisdictions of the Eastern Or-
thodox Church (0.14%).

This religious diversity is reflected in some
examples of Hungarian territorial
heraldry. Out of 3,155 Hungarian
villages (kozség or nagykodzség),
towns, or cities (varos) 3,083
(97.72%) have a coat of arms
(KSH 2016). The oldest Hun-
garian civic arms come from the
13th century (Bertényi 1983, 94),
while the practice of Hungarian
villages using seals with their
own symbols started in the 14th
century (Bertényi 1983, 100). A law passed in
1990 (MK 1990, 1637-1664) entitled local gov-
ernment bodies (both urban and rural) to create
and use their symbols (6nkormanyzati jelképek),
and another law, passed in 2011 (MK 2011,
41084-41094), obliged them to consult on new
coats of arms (or alternations to existing ones)
with the National Heraldic Committee (Nemze-
ti Cimer Bizottsag), which was established only
five years later (MK 2016, 6308).

All Hungarian local coats of arms are shown
on the website www.magyarcimerek.hu as both
graphic files and verbal descriptions. In many
cases, the “blazons” are accompanied by expla-
nations discussing the meanings of particular
charges, etc. These explanations often refer to
the denominational composition of a particular
locality. Sometimes they are clearly anachronis-
tic, but I do take such over-interpretations into
consideration because I assume that symbolism
is never given once and for all and that succes-
sive generations may reinterpret their symbols in
a way that is meaningful to them.

a coat of arms includes symbols that are usual-
ly considered denominational, when evaluating
their possible meaning I resort to the statistical
data concerning religious composition of a given
town or village (OGyK, n.d.) and to the infor-
mation about the sacral buildings erected there
(Gyomro-Molnar 1996-2019).

The collected material is analyzed in chapters
corresponding to particular denominations, and
the chapters are divided into sections devoted
to particular symbols that are usually associated
with these denominations. I also mention unusu-
al uses of particular symbols, for in many cases
the same symbol may have different meanings in
different coats of arms. In the last chapter, I de-
scribe the coats of arms where the only denomi-
national information provided concerns the mere
number of religious groups present in a given
locality, or where one charge (a cross, a star, a
church, etc.) is described as standing for all the
(enumerated) denominations active in the area.

I take into account all relevant symbols, re-
gardless of whether they are placed inside or out-
side the shield.

1. ROMAN CATHOLIC CHURCH

The largest religious group active in Hungary
is represented on several hundred coats of arms,
but due to many reasons it is hard to unequiv-
ocally specify their number. In many cases a
“Catholic” charge (a cross, a crosier, a mitre,
bishop’s hat, etc.) symbolizes not so much the
denominational affiliation of the inhabitants of a
given place, but rather the historical fact that the
place was part of a church estate.

Another issue concerns the very frequent
practice of using the images of saints (or their
attributes) as heraldic charges. This practice
may indirectly indicate the Catholic church (as
the veneration of saints is fundamentally for-
eign to Protestant practice), but in many cases
the connection between a given saint and a town
or village, visible in its coat of arms or name,
was established before the Reformation and the
resulting denominationalization. Furthermore,
many saints are also historical figures (e.g., Hun-
garian kings) and thus important to Hungarians

Last but not least, it must be remembered that
a lot of the Christian symbols found in the coats
of arms analyzed are popular art motifs in many
different churches, so it is often impossible to
tell if they symbolize Christianity as a whole,
or only Roman Catholicism or another church.
Sometimes this ambiguity even goes beyond the
denominational sphere.

1.1. Two-barred cross (“double cross”,
kettos kereszt)

For example, the popular motif of a two-
barred cross (more than 160 appearances) may
represent not only Christianity, but also Hun-
garian ethnicity (e.g., Bakonyjako). The reason
for the latter interpretation is, of course, that
ever since the rule of King Béla III (1172-96)
this symbol has been the main charge of the coat
of arms of Hungary. Its origins lie
in the Byzantine Empire (Bertényi
1983, 67), but it is widely believed
(Laszlovsky 1989, 15) that it was
given to Stephen I (1001-38) by
Pope Sylvester II (Ivanfi 1869, 16).

In the religious context, this
symbol is thus associated with both
the Christian East and West. This
ambiguity has been used in the ex-
planations of some of the coats of arms analyzed
in which the two-barred cross symbolizes the
two directions of the medieval Christianization
(Kiszombor) or, explicitly, both Roman and
Greek Catholics (Beregsurany and Vizsoly). In
14 cases (including when part of a depiction of
a church) it symbolizes only Greek Catholics,
but mostly (in more than 60 cases, e.g., Palha-
za) (fig.1) it stands for Roman Catholics, sim-
ply because of their predominance in Hungary.
Unusually, three coats of arms feature a double
cross adorning a church of another denomina-
tion, namely Lutheran (Kistormés, Vanyola) or
Eastern Orthodox (Medina).

1.2. Other Roman Catholic crosses and
churches

A simple cross is the most common sym-
bol of Christianity, but in Hungary it is usually
meant to represent only Catholics, as contrast-
ed with Calvinists, the second largest religious

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Roman Catholic churches or bel-
fries are depicted on nearly 300 coats
of arms, and more than 230 of these
depictions are adorned with a simple Latin cross
(e.g., Kisdombegyhaz). It is also the most com-
mon type (about 150 occurrences, e.g., Pécsde-
vecser) (Fig.2) among those cases where cross-
es are shown alone (without any depiction of a
church tower). However, there are also other,
more sophisticated forms of the Latin cross used
as Roman Catholic symbols, namely trefly (about
30 occurrences, e.g., Kajarpéc), fleury (Csertd),
pommy (Kelebia), or even barby (Taplanszent-
kereszt), which is similar to the arrow cross. The
crucifix is used only twice (Bogyoszlo, Kemene-
shogyész).

1.3. Other Roman Catholic symbols

In isolated cases, Roman Catholics are rep-
resented by other charges, e.g., a bell (Szentpé-
terfolde), a heart (Biikkaranyos), a rose (Feke-
teerdd), the Host with (Magyarboly) or without
the chalice (Ipolyvece), or a small cross forming
part of the globus cruciger (Inke). The strang-
est example of such an attribution may be found
in the explanation of the coat of arms of Biissii,
where this group is represented by a lion stab-
bing his throat with a sword—a depiction tak-
en from the coat of arms of the noble family of
Gyulai Gaal, who funded the local Roman Cath-
olic church.

2. GREEK CATHOLIC CHURCH

About 40 coats of arms contain an eclement
symbolizing exclusively the Greek Catholic
Church. In 10 instances (e.g., Encsencs, Vaja)
it is a two-barred cross; in 11, a three-barred
cross with the lower crossbeam slanted, called
the “Russian cross” (orosz kereszt, e.g., Debréte
(Fig.3), Kany) or the “Orthodox cross” (orto-
dox kereszt, Jankmajtis); and in seven—a three-

Eight coats of
arms show Greek Catholic churches with
two-barred (e.g., Kallésemjen) or three-
barred (e.g., Filkehéza) crosses. In the
coat of arms of Halasztelek, there is an in-
direct indication of Greek Catholicism—
an image of St Ladislaus, the patron saint
of the local Greek Catholic parish.

3. EASTERN ORTHODOX CHURCH

The Eastern Orthodox Church is represent-
ed on nine coats of arms. Three of them fea-
ture Serbian churches, shown with one-barred
(Deszk, Ujszentivan) or two-barred (Medina)
crosses. In further three instances, the Eastern
Orthodox population of Serbian (Lipp6) or Ro-
manian (Kétegyhaza, Sarkadkeresztur) ethnicity
is represented by a Latin cross trefly, contrasted
with a simple Latin cross symbolizing Roman
Catholics. A Russian Orthodox cross occurs
twice in this function: it represents Serbians
(Hercegszanto) or the burial chapel of the Grand
Duchess Alexandra Pavlovna of Russia (Urém).
In the coat of arms of Magyarboly, the Eastern
Orthodox population is represented by a Byzan-
tine cross.

3.1. Other uses of Eastern Orthodox cross-
es

It is worth noting that in Hungarian herald-
ry the Russian Orthodox cross is used to repre-
sent Greek Catholics more often than Orthodox
Christians, while the cross trefly and a cross with
equal arms usually indicate Roman Catholics
(the latter represents them on about 20 coats of
arms, e.g., Zselickislak).

The most characteristic feature of the Russian
Orthodox cross is the slanting lower beam. In
the coats of arms analyzed, there is an almost
equal distribution between the two possible ori-
entations of this element (regardless of wheth-
er it is used to represent Greek Catholicism or
Eastern Orthodoxy): the “correct” version (bend,
\) occurs seven times and is only slightly more
frequent than the “incorrect” one (bend sinister,
/), which appears on six coats of arms.

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4.1. Star

4.1.1. Appearance of the star

The most common symbol of the Reformed
Church in Hungarian heraldry is the star. It is
used in this function on about 170 coats of arms
(on some more than once, e.g., Atany). It is usu-
ally shown with eight identical rays formed by
acute angles and is oriented in such a way that
it appears to be standing on one of its rays (e.g.,
Tiszacsermely). However, other variations are
also possible, e.g., stars with five (Nyirparasz-
nya), six (Medina), seven (Tiszaigar), nine (Ma-
gyarhomorog), or more (Szabolcsbaka) rays. On
more than 40 coats of arms, it forms a detail of a
church spire, and in about five cases it is shown
only with a rod, which was usually used to fix
the star to the tower. Because of its shape, the
latter motif'is sometimes called buzdigan, that is,
a morning star (a type of a weapon).

4.1.2. Other (religious and secular) mean-
ings of the star

A six-pointed star may symbolize Judaism
(Napkor) or Catholicism (Szabadi). A star may
also be a supradenominational symbol (cf. 7.2)
or (sometimes multiplied) a religious symbol
which does not identify any particular denom-
ination. In the coat of arms of Jaszddzsa, the
six-pointed star stands for the Asiatic origin of
Jasz people and refers to their ancient sun wor-
ship. Another solar symbol, but without religious
connotations, is the eight-pointed star in the coat
of arms of Nagyloc. A black eight-pointed star
may symbolize a medieval furnace (Somogy-
fajsz), whereas its silver counterpart may stand
for the permanence of settlement (Solt). Stars
may also indicate the number of parts of a vil-
lage (e.g., Kelebia), or they may just serve as
decorative elements (e.g., Porrogszentkiraly).

4.1.3. Star as a Calvinist symbol

The fact that Hungarian Reformed church-
es lack crosses may be perceived as something
unparalleled (Paladi-Kovacs 1988, 466), for
Calvinists elsewhere do use this symbol com-
monly (at least nowadays). The reasons for this
Hungarian reluctance lies both in the restrictive
interpretation of the commandment prohibiting
idolatry and in the harsh period of the Count-
er-Reformation, when Protestants were perse-

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cuted and forced to observe Catholic practices
such as the kissing of a crucifix (Hegedis 2012).

Some of the Hungarian Reformed church-
es do not have any particular denominational
symbol, but in most cases this solution proved
inefficient. Eventually the star became the de-
fault symbol to decorate the towers of Reformed
churches (Takacs 2009). Theologically speak-
ing, this Reformed equivalent of the “Catholic”
cross is likewise a Christological symbol: it
points to Jesus like the Star of Bethlehem. N.B.
some of the examined “blazons” use this term
as the name of this symbol (betlehemi csillag),
while others call it “Protestant star” (protestans
csillag), “Reformed star” (reformatus csillag), or
“Calvin star”.

4.2. John Calvin’s coat of arms

The term “Calvin star” (Kalvin-csillag), the
most common name applied to the eight-pointed
star, was probably coined on the same princi-
ple as the “Luther rose” (Luther-rdzsa), but this
name may be misleading as there is no evidence
that John Calvin ever used this symbol. His per-
sonal seal was different: it featured a hand hold-
ing a heart. This motif is relatively rare in eccle-
siastical heraldry, but it is nevertheless shown in
the lower field of the coat of arms of the Hun-
garian Reformed Christian Church in Croatia,
(Dudzinski 2007, 356) and in the coat of arms
of Besence—a village near the Croatian border
where the only church is a Reformed
one.

4.3. Rooster

Three coats of arms feature a Re-
formed star accompanied by a more
(Apostag) or less (Jankmajtis, Sza-
bolcsbaka) stylized rooster; two other
coats of arms (Abaujkér (Fig.4), Bod-
mér) show the bird as the only deco-
ration of the tower. The coat of arms
of Harka is an exception, as its rooster
(together with a cross) is taken from
the tower of the local Lutheran church.

4.4. Chalice

On more than 20 coats of arms, the
Reformed church is represented by a chalice.
This vessel is used in all Christian churches, but
as a symbol identifying a particular denomina-

tion it was used for the first time by the
Hussites, who called for serving Com-
munion under both kinds to the laity—a
practice now ubiquitous in all Protes-
tant churches. The chalice is also often
the only object (apart from the Bible)
used in the simple liturgy of the Re-
formed church, so its use as the symbol
identifying this branch of Protestantism
is understandable.

A chalice as a sign of the covenant in
Christ’s blood (Luke 22:20) may be seen as syn-
onymous to the cross. The symbols coexist on
several coats of arms (e.g., Istvandi) where they
represent Calvinists and Catholics respectively.
The coat of arms of Kosd (Fig.5) is an inter-
esting example because the symbols are shown
here as monument-like objects placed on a green
ground—a context quite natural to a cross, but
not so for a chalice (although it is worth noting
that chalice is one of the symbols employed by
Hungarian Protestants to mark their gravestones)
(Paladi-Kovacs 1988, 466).

Although a lone chalice symbolizes Protes-
tants (usually Calvinists and, more rarely, Lu-
therans), a chalice with the addition of Com-
munion bread stands for Roman Catholics (as
in the coat of arms of Magyarboly). Three
coats of arms (Bucsa, Rasonysapberencs, and
Orménykt) show the combined motif of chal-
ice, cross, and a circle resembling the Host. This
combination represents a peaceful coexistence
of Catholics with Calvinists (or, in the last case,
with Lutherans), although the explanation does
not establish an exact correspondence between
those three symbols and the two denominations.

4.5. Coat of arms of the Reformed Church
in Hungary

The coat of arms of the Reformed Church in
Hungary was adopted in 1933 (Millisits 2013),
and it is almost identical to the coat of arms of
Debrecen (Fig. 6) (Gombos 1993, 157), which
dates to the 17th century. The reason for this con-
vergence is well founded: the city, known as “the
Geneva of Hungary” or “the Calvinist Rome”, has
been the center of the Hungarian Reformation.

The main charge in both coats of arms is the

Another important element is the crest, con-
sisting of a phoenix looking at the Sun and wear-
ing a victorious laurel wreath on its neck (Hop-
pal 1994, 71). This mythical bird is an allegory
of the resurrected Christ, but it may also evoke
past discrimination against Calvinists as well as
their perseverance (Dudzinski 2007, 355).

4.5.1. Lamb of God

The Lamb of God motif is present in the art of
many different Christian churches (with the excep-
tion of the Eastern Orthodox Church, in which zoo-
morphic representations of Christ are prohibited),
and it may be found in about 40 coats of arms of
Hungarian towns or villages, where it symbolizes,
e.g., John the Baptist or Christianity in general. In
about 10 coats of arms (e.g., Nyirbator), it is nev-
ertheless described as a symbol of the Reformed
Church. At least once (in the case of Nagyroz-
vagy), it fulfills the double role of representing both
the Reformed Church (more precisely the fact that
the local Calvinist congregation has its own parish)
and the traditional activity of sheep farming.

4.5.2. Phoenix

The mythical phoenix bird is an unequivocal-
ly Calvinist symbol in at least three coats of arms
(Baranyahidvég, Csanyoszro, Katadfa). In the
coat of arms of Debrecen (Fig. 6), it symbolizes
the ability to regenerate and in that of Nagypa-
li—the solar energy.

4.6. Pelican

A pelican wounding its breast to feed its
chicks is a popular motif in Hungarian heraldry
(present on more than 30 coats of arms). Just
like the Lamb of God, it is a Christological sym-

bol known in the art of different churches, but it
is especially popular in Reformed churches, where
its image is often placed over the pulpit (Hoppal
1994, 177). It symbolizes the Calvinist population
on about 10 coats of arms (e.g., Lapafo, Marfa).

4.7. Other Calvinist symbols

Calvinists are also occasionally represented
by other ad hoc symbols, such as two fish (Ma-
gyarboly) or a cup (Magyaregres). Coats of arms
of two other villages are based on the symbols of
territorial units of the Reformed Church: the Sun
in the coat of arms of Tiszasas comes from the
seal of a local congregation, and the shape of the
shield of the coat of arms of Vizsoly is, accord-
ing to the description, inspired by the shape of the
coats of arms of Reformed parishes and dioceses.

4.8. Reformed churches

Silhouettes of the Reformed churches (or bel-
fries) are shown on about 100 coats of arms. As
already mentioned (4.1.1), about 40 of them are
topped with stars (e.g., Kémes), but a consider-
able number lack any symbol. Other options in-
clude simple orbs, vanes (flags), or roosters. Five
coats of arms (Pap, Botpalad, Kispalad, Turricse,
and Szorgalmatos) are remarkable because they
show local Reformed churches (whose denomi-
national affiliation is explicitly given in the de-
scription) erroneously crowned with crosses. It

symbols may also be shown crossed
(Radockolked), put on each other (Bi-
harkeresztes) or held by the mythical
turul bird (Marokfold).

5. LUTHERAN CHURCH

5.1. Luther’s rose

Lutheran symbols may be found on
almost 70 coats of arms; in half of the
cases, this function is fulfilled by the Luther rose.
It is the most unequivocal among the symbols
analyzed, but also the most complex. In its full
form, it occurs only on two coats of arms (Bezi,
Sarszentldrinc (Fig. 9)). Its central element con-
sists of a black Latin cross on a red heart and
symbolizes the saving faith in the Crucified.
The heart lies on a white (silver) rose (the most
common version is oriented in such a
way that one of the five petals points
upwards), which in turn is placed on a
blue background and surrounded by a
golden ring symbolizing eternity.

5.1.1. Variations of the Luther
rose

Martin Luther, in his 1530 descrip-
tion of the rose as a “‘symbol of his the-
ology”, put a special emphasis on the
meaning of its colors (for example, he
wrote that the rose—a symbol of joy,
comfort and peace—‘should be white
and not red, for white is the color of the
spirits and the angels” (Knaake 934, 445)). How-
ever, in the majority of the depictions analyzed, the
number of colors is reduced (which is understand-
able in heraldry) to the extent that in four cases
(e.g., Mende) the Luther rose became
monochromatic. In the coats of arms
analyzed, the cross is not always black,
but sometimes white (e.g., Morichida)
or yellow (e.g., Kaskantyt), the back-
ground occurs basically in any col-
or (in the case of Vadosfa, where the
Luther rose forms a crest, there is no
background at all); and the rose may be
yellow (Rébaszentandras). Only one-
third of the depictions analyzed stick to
the color scheme prescribed by Luther.

Furthermore, almost all depictions lack the
golden ring. In the coat of arms of Kétcse it takes
the form of a shield, and in the coat of arms of
Sarszentldrinc it is conflated with the golden sun
symbolizing the martyrdom of St. Laurentius, the
eponym of the village. In the coat of arms of Rab-
cakapi, the rose itself is missing from this Luther-
an symbol, and in the case of Szakony, Lutherans
are represented by a white rose lacking the heart
and the cross. Similarly in an article published in
the official newspaper of the Evangelical Lutheran
Church in Hungary, the simple golden rose from
the coat of arms of Acsa has been interpreted as a
“stylized Luther rose” (Ittzés 2016, 16—-17). I have
decided to count all these three extreme cases as
Luther roses because otherwise I should have ex-
cluded all the depictions without the golden ring
and even all the coloristic variations.

The Luther rose is never shown twice on a coat
of arms. However, on the coats of arms of three
villages of North-Western Hungary (Malomsok,
Magyarkeresztar (Fig.10), Sobor), it is cut in half
and coupled with a similarly halved Latin cross tre-
fly representing Roman Catholics.

5.2. Lutheran churches

Another popular charge representing Luther-
ans is a church (sometimes only a tower), in the
majority of cases (22 out of 32) with a cross. Itis
usually a simple Latin cross (e.g., Nagycserkesz),
but it may have some additional features, such as
rays between its arms (Nagyhajmas), concentric
circles and a rooster (Harka), or an addition-
al beam (Kistormas, Vanyola). Other possible
decorations of Lutheran churches include stars
(Apostag, Csomad) and orbs.

In the coat of arms of Nagygyimot
(Fig. 11), three denominational sym-
bols (the Luther rose, the cross, and

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A lone cross (one that neither tops a church
tower nor forms the central element of the Luther
rose) is relatively rarely used to identify Luther-
ans because in Hungarian heraldry it has come
to be associated mainly with the more numerous
Catholicism. Nevertheless, in one coat of arms
(Somogyszob) Lutherans are represented in ex-
actly the same way as Catholics (by one of two
Greek crosses trefly), and in another (Ocs) they
are symbolized by a Latin cross with four diag-
onal rays, which is contrasted with the Catholic
Latin cross trefly.

The Lutheran population may also be rep-
resented by symbols that are usually associat-
ed with Calvinists, namely a star (Veszprém-
varsany) or a chalice (Tofi, Orménykut).

6. OTHER DENOMINATIONS

6.1. Other Christian denominations

All four major denominations (those whose
members constitute more than 1% of the overall
population) are represented in Hungarian local
heraldry and the ratio of their heraldic repre-
sentations is roughly similar to their sizes. The
relatively high presence of Eastern Orthodoxy
(despite it constituting 0.14% of the population)
results from its long history in Hungary and
the fact that Orthodox people have been tradi-
tionally clustered together in a small number of
places. On the other hand, the more numerous
new Protestant denominations, e.g., Pentecostals
(0.28%) or Baptists (0.18%), are not mentioned
at all in the descriptions analyzed. In some coats
of arms, they may be represented nonetheless,
for instance in that of Nagydorog, where three
stylized church towers, differentiated only by
denominational symbols (a multi-rayed star, a
cross) or lack thereof, probably correspond to
three actual churches: Reformed, Roman Cath-
olic, and Baptist. Similarly, in the coat of arms
of Mezdcsokonya, three stars represent the reli-
giosity (vallasos érziilet) of its inhabitants, who
happen to belong mainly to three denominations:
Reformed, Roman Catholic, and Pentecostal.

6.2. Other religions

As far as other religions are concerned, some
coats of arms feature a Turkish crescent. This
charge is usually associated with Islam, but in Hun-

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garian heraldry it tends to commemorate
struggles against the Ottoman Empire,
as is the case with the coat of arms of
Pusztamagyarod (Fig. 12), which shows
a cross and a crescent, both burning.

Some explanations also mention
Judaism (or, rather, its historical pres-
ence). In the coat of arms of Napkor,
a six-pointed star serves as an exclu-
sively Jewish symbol, while in that of
Tolna, its eight-pointed counterpart symbolizes
religion in general and “Catholicism, Reforma-
tion, and Judaism” in particular. In the coat of
arms of Uny (Fig. 13), denominational informa-
tion is encoded not only in its charge (a
pelican symbolizing Reformed Chris-
tians), but also in its colors: besides
the blue background representing Cal-
vinists and the green base representing
Catholics, there is also a yellow nest
symbolizing Uny’s Jewish population.
The coat of arms Szolnok is similar,
and it has been given the same inter-
pretation, but here the function of rep-
resenting the three religious branches
(Catholicism, Protestantism, and Ju-
daism) is—quite cleverly—assigned to
three pelican chicks. The same denotation may
be given to the three leaves in the coat of arms of
Kistelek (Barna, n.d.).

7. ECUMENICAL SYMBOLS

7.1. Multiplied charges

As it has been shown above, some coats of
arms do carry information about denominations,
but only in respect of their number. Among the
symbols used for this purpose are flowers (Ber-
7€k), stars (Lajosmizse), stylized ears of wheat
topped with crosses (Beled), etc. The coat of
arms of Nagocs has probably the most far-
fetched interpretation; its main shield contains
another, smaller one and they symbolize, among
other things, the coexistence of Catholics and
Calvinists.

7.2. Universal Christian symbols used as
indication of denominational diversity

Some universal Christian symbols are used to
represent not only Christianity in general, as is

Roman Catholics, Lutherans but also
Calvinists (Vanyarc); a two-barred
cross may symbolize both Catholic
churches (Kiszombor), and the Noah’s
dove (Aroktd); or the fish (Geszteréd)
may represent Catholics and Calvin-
ists.

Sometimes certain symbols are
less general; they do stand for more
than one church, but their universali-
ty is confined by other denominational symbols.
For example, the two-barred cross in the coats of
arms of Beregsurany and Vizsoly—contrasted
with an eight-pointed star symbolizing Calvin-
ists—does not represent all local denominations,
but only two of them, namely the Roman and the
Greek Catholics.

The coat of arms of Sarkadkeresztur is an in-
teresting example, as it features three symbols (a
chalice and two Latin crosses, one of them tre-
fly) but is interpreted to represent as many as five
denominations. It is easy to identify the symbols
of Reformed, Roman Catholic, and Eastern Or-
thodox Christians, but it is not clear if Baptists
and Lutherans were to be represented by a chal-
ice (as they are Protestants) or by a simple cross
(as it usually adorns their churches).

7.3. Churches as supradenominational
symbols

In section 4.9, [ have already described three
coats of arms which show fictitious “Calvin-
ist-Catholic” churches. I do not discuss them
here because the correspondence be-
tween the denominations and the in-
dividual component symbols of these
churches is easy to establish.

However, multidenominational
churches are not only products of heral-
dists’ imagination: in Szatta (Fig. 15)
(and its coat of arms), there is a former
fire-station converted into an ecumen-

Similar churches—without any denominational
symbols, but also without prototypes in reality—
are present on some other coats of arms, where
they represent the coexistence of different Chris-
tian denominations (e.g., Gyurd, Szentantalfa).

Furthermore, the Reformed church of Si6jut
is depicted (together with a clearly marked star)
in the coat of arms of this village, and
it represents both the Reformed and the
Catholic population of the village. On
the other hand, in several coats of arms
(Pusztadobos, Szalka (Fig. 16), etc.)
Roman Catholic churches symbolize
Christianity, “Christian culture”, belief
in God, etc. However, it is hard to tell
if authors of the explanations to these
coats of arms really wanted to include
non-Catholics, or if they confused the
level of denomination with that of religion, as in
the case of Rinyatjlak, whose coat of arms fea-
tures a star and a cross, which, according to the
explanation, represent respectively the Protestant
and the Christian [sic] parts of the village’s pop-
ulation.

FINAL REMARKS

Denominational motifs appear on about 35%
of the coats of arms of Hungarian cities, towns,
and villages. On some of the coats of arms, the
motifs were employed with a clear intention to
represent a particular religious group: the Eastern
Orthodox cross always stands for Greek Catho-
lic or Eastern Orthodox Christians, the complex
motif of the Luther rose is unequivocally Luther-
an, and church silhouettes (often reduced to their
steeples and usually adorned with a distinctive
symbol) as a rule represent particular denomina-
tions. In other cases, denominational interpreta-
tions were added later, to already existing coats
of arms featuring some more ambiguous sym-
bols, such as the star, which is a very popular
motif in Hungarian heraldry. Although original-
ly derived from pre-heraldic seals (Znamierows-
ki 2017, 461), the star is often interpreted as a
Calvinist symbol. However, it is worth noting
that in many instances this association is fully
justified, e.g., when the star is juxtaposed with

other denominational symbols, a fairly frequent
practice.

The most common combination
of denominations represented in one
coat of arms consists, not surprisingly,
of the two largest religious groups in
Hungary: both Roman Catholics and
Reformed Protestants are represented
on about 125 coats of arms. Further-
more, the most common combination
of three denominations represented
in a single coat of arms consists of
the three largest denominations: Ro-
man Catholics, Calvinists, and Lutherans are
represented together on about 25 coats of arms,
e.g., on that of Somlévecse (Fig. 17)—a village,
where, up until 1725, the three groups shared
one church (Paladi-Kovacs 1988, 465). One
coat of arms (Magyarboly (Fig. 18)) features
symbols representing four denominations (those
mentioned above with the addition of
the Eastern Orthodox Church). The
case of Sarkadkeresztur, whose coat of
arms allegedly represents five denom-
inations, has been described in section
7.2.

The popularity of denominational
motifs in the coats of arms of Hun-
garian towns and villages may result
from many reasons. One of the factors
influencing the blurring of the borders
between religious and civic or communal sym-
bolism may be the fact that the main national
symbol of Hungary—the double cross—is si-
multaneously a Christian symbol. Furthermore,
denominational affiliation is for many Hungar-
ians an important element of personal identity.
Last, but not least, denominational symbols may
serve as an attractive source of inspiration for
creators of coat of arms, especially in the case
of small villages which lack any other suitable
imagery. (In Hungary, every town or village, no
matter how small, is entitled to have a heraldic
symbol.)

ABSTRACT:

The process of creating and establishing na-
tional symbols is shaped by the historical and

political developments of a
given territory. Flags, one of
the basic elements of national
symbolism,' are tightly con-
nected to the historical and
socio-cultural development
of a country. Such develop-
ments directly or indirectly
impact the choice of the el-
ements, colours, and design
of the flag that represents the
country. Through the review
of African countries (i.e., the
analysis of the symbolism of
the colours of their flags) the

historical development and the development of
the national statehood are clearly seen. The de-

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occur on different state flags, i.e. yellow, blue,
green, and orange, with identical or nearly iden-
tical symbolism and found on flags in totally dif-
ferent regions on the continent. The reasons for
this outcome are discussed below.

YELLOW AND GOLD

Out of the 40 African flags that include
vexillographic representations of natural abun-
dance or geographical features, 12 use Yellow
(or “gold”) as a constituent colour. Official
descriptions differentiate between yellow and
gold, more specifying “yellow” than specifying
“gold”. However, it is not one of the most dom-
inant colours, as a graphic symbol of a natural
resource.

Yellow is used on the flags of: Benin, Camer-
oon, Democratic Republic of the Congo, Gabon,
Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Eswatini (Swaziland),
Mozambique, Sao Tome and Principe, Tanza-
nia, Togo, and Zimbabwe.
Yellow symbolizes different
natural resources, depending
on what the country or the
people give larger signifi-
cance to. This colour may
symbolize geographical re-
gions, mineral resources, and
even astronomical objects.
Official descriptions of the
flags show that yellow sym-
bolizes the natural treasures
and resources of the country (DR Congo?, Guin-
ea’, Eswatini* and Togo’), mineral ore deposits
(Mozambique®, Tanzania’, and Zimbabwe?), the
savannas as a main geographical feature of the
country (Benin’ and Cameroon'®) and the sun
(Cameroon, Gabon!!, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau'?,
and Sao Tome and Principe”). In the case of
Sao Tome and Principe the colour symbolises
the sun as well as cocoa, the main agricultural
product of the country'*. This double meaning
for a colour can also be found in the official de-
scriptions of the flags of Cameroon (savannas
and sun), Gabon (sun and equator, i.e., the loca-
tion of the country), and Guinea (sun and abun-
dance). It can be concluded that these flags have
relative harmony in terms of the symbolism of

The geographical distribution of the yellow co-
lour with this symbolism is wide; it can be found
in almost all regions of the continent. However,
the reason or motives for selecting the colour for
such symbolism is consistent.
The correspondence be-
tween gold and yellow is clearly
visible. The similarity between
these two colours is on the visu-
al and symbolic levels. Howev-
er, these ‘two colours’ actually
are technically represented by
the same colour on the flags, the
difference being in the official
nomenclature.

mining in the country (Ghana'®, Mali'®) and the
desert as a dominant geographical feature of the
country (Chad!” and Mauritania'®, where the Sa-
hara is represented). Chad gives a second mean-
ing to the colour, it also stands for the sun (an
astronomical object). As can be seen from the
review, the symbolism of gold is quite similar
to that of yellow—both colours play the role of
national symbolism through the graphic repre-
sentation of the natural resources of the regions.

ORANGE AND RED

Orange rarely occurs as a vexillographic
colour. The number of national
flags using this colour as a one is
substantially smaller in compari-
son to the more common colours
(red, blue, green, yellow, black,
and white). In Africa, orange is
used as a national symbol by the
Ivory Coast, Niger, and Zambia.
All three flags use the colour to
represent a natural or geograph-
ical feature of the country. In
Ivory Coast orange symbolis-
es the northern savannas of the
country, often called ‘the fertile
land of the country’.!” On the flag of Niger or-
ange symbolises the northern desert regions of
state (Sahara), which contrast with the green co-
lour that represents the southern fertile regions
of Niger20. Zambia, on the other hand, uses or-
ange as a symbol for mineral deposits (copper)?'.
With the analysis of this colour it can be noted
the similarity, if not complete correspondence,
with the use and symbolism of yellow as dis-
cussed above. Additionally, all three countries
adopted orange to stand for a recognizable natu-
ral feature of national significance. This is com-
mon to all of the colours analyzed in this study.
There is no need for detailed analysis of the
usage of red among the African flags, since its
use is widespread. The colour is one of the most
used colours in vexillography and appears on
flags from totally different regions in the world.
However, as a symbol of a natural abundance or
resource, the use of red is limited. The infrequent
use of red as a symbol of natural resource is due

or as a symbol of certain political or social ideol-
ogy of the state ??(Vietnam, China). Therefore,
out of 40 flags that adopted a color to symbolise
a natural feature, only two state flags use red:
Eswatini and The Gambia.

As unique examples, Eswatini and The Gam-
bia attribute totally different meanings to the co-
lour red. For Eswatini it symbolizes the fertile
land of the country®, while for The Gambia it
symbolizes the sun (and the approximate close-
ness to the equator) and the savannas®. Anoth-
er reason for such uncommon use of red is that
other countries represent the same geographical
features with yellow (a few use orange), in part
because red is ‘reserved’ for symbolizing types
of other national elements. However, red is still
represents a natural or geographical feature as a
national symbol on these two flags.

BLUE

Blue is the second most used colour for geo-
graphical or natural symbolism, appearing on 16
out of 40 such flags. Blue appears on the flags of
Botswana, Cabo Verde, Chad, Djibouti, Equato-
rial Guinea, Eritrea, Eswatini, Gabon, The Gam-
bia, Lesotho, Mauritius, Namibia, Seychelles,
Somalia, South Sudan and Tanzania. The results
show a relatively more compact and more ho-
mogenous use and symbolism. Blue symbolises
rain (Botswana®, Lesotho?®, Namibia®’), oceans
or seas (Cabo Verde?, Djibouti®, Equatorial
Guinea®, Gabon, Eritrea’!, Mauritius*?>, Namib-
ia, Seychelles®, Somalia’4, Tanzania), rivers or
lakes (The Gambia, South Sudan®’, Tanzania),
and the sky (Cabo Verde, Chad, Djibouti, Eswa-
tini, Lesotho, Namibia, Seychelles, Somalia).

This practice
is almost universal for all 16 examples, but with
certain differences regarding the shade of the co-
lour. The motives or reasons for selecting the
colour as a national symbol differ from country
to country. Botswana*®, Lesotho, and Namibia
are located in the desert regions of Southern Af-
rica, region where water and rain are critically
important for the state and its biota. The Gam-
bia and South Sudan use blue as a symbol of the
main river in the countries, Gambia River and
The Nile. The sky is usually portrayed as a sym-
bol of hope and peace (as in the case with Chad),
while the sea or ocean refers to the geographi-
cal location of the country (the Indian Ocean for
Mauritius, the Atlantic Ocean for Cabo Verde,
etc.). Even though the colour symbolizes differ-
ent natural and geographic features, in all cases
these features play an important role in the life of
the country and its people.

GREEN

The most common colour among the flags
analysed in this study is green, appearing 31
out of 40 flags. Green is present in different
shades, with similar or identical symbolism and
on flags from totally different regions of the
continent. The colour is present on the flags of
Benin, Burkina Faso, Cameroon, Republic of
the Congo, Djibouti, Eritrea, Equatorial Guinea,
Ethiopia, Gabon, Ghana, Guinea, Guinea-Bis-
sau, Ivory Coast, Kenya, Libya, Malawi, Mali,
Mauritius, Mozambique, Namibia, Niger, Nige-
ria, Sao Tome and Principe, Seychelles, Sierra
Leone, South Sudan, Sudan, Tanzania, Togo
Zambia, and Zimbabwe.

In this context
only Eritrea differs from this relatively homog-
enous group of flags; its green also symbolizes
livestock.

In short, green’s symbolism again demon-
strates a colour representing something of ‘cru-
cial significance for the country’. The same fac-
tor or reason for selecting the colour as national
can be seen in the analysis of the other colours
as well. This is a common element that connects
all of these flags from totally different parts of
Africa.

THE REASONS FOR CHOOSING
NATIONAL COLOURS

When reviewing the symbolism of the co-
lours on the 40 African national flags symbolis-
ing natural or geographical features, the subject
matter is relatively clear and easy to classify.
The elements and symbols on the flags are dis-
tinct and easily noticeable, and thus are the ideas
that they represent. But deeper and more exten-
sive is the analysis of the history of the flags, that
is, why and how the designs with their elements
and symbols became established as national
symbols.

A general overview of the history of the flags
and the historical development of the countries
subject of this review suggests that their flags’
colours reflect the historical and political circum-
stances under which each developed as well as the
ethno-social aspects of the country. The most sig-
nificant event in the development of the continent
was the colonization by the European imperial
powers, beginning in the 16th century. Europe-
an countries succeeded in colonizing all modern
states except Ethiopia and Liberia45. This process
had a direct and strong impact on African coun-
tries, not only on their political and social life but
also on their ethnic and linguistic character.

Colonialization’s political and social nature,
characterized by repressive regimes and the cre-
ation of countries disregarding ethnic boundaries,
directly influenced the course of the development
of post-colonial newly created states and their na-
tional features*®. With the exception of those two
countries, all African countries had similar expe-
riences in the process of selecting a national sym-
bol and organizing the newly established state.

A large number of the flags of the newly cre-
ated African countries were inspired by the co-
lours and designs of the Ethiopian and Pan-Afri-
can flags. Although not pan-African per se, the
Ethiopian flag (red, yellow, green) had a huge
impact on the design of many of the new African
state flags. Its role as a “pan-African flag” results
from its history resisting the colonial powers in
Africa. Emergent countries often chose the co-
lours of the Ethiopian flag in solidarity with the
other African countries and the same fate they

The colours were of-
ten seen as a symbol
of unity of the Afri-
can nations. Simul-
taneously, the “true”
pan-African colours
(red, green, black—
the “Marcus Garvey”
colours). The use of
the colours (some or
all of them) wvaries
from country to country and they differ in the
symbolism they represent, but are still connected
by the motives and reasons for choosing those
particular colours as national colours of these
post-colonial states.

The phenomenon of non-national (i.e.,
non-ethnic states) is closely related to the colonial
period. The newly created states inherited their
state borders from the colonial period, leaving
them with a mixed ethnic character. The absence
(in most cases) of single-ethnicity national states
on the African continent, and in particular among
the 40 countries analysed in this review, also di-
rectly influenced the choice of national symbols.
Due to the lack of a dominant majority ethnic
group (though there are some exceptions, such
as Botswana*®), post-colonial states tried to adopt
new national symbols that did not represent a sin-
gle ethnicity. Led by
the ideology of unity
and solidarity with all
post-colonial nations,
the countries created
flags to serve as uni-
fying symbols for all
their ethnic groups.
Avoiding ethnic sym-
bols has led to the cre-
ation of today’s de-
signs, which instead
reflect, in most cases, an ideology of pan-African
solidarity and unity. Therefore, similar colors
with the same or similar symbolism can be found
in countries from all regions of Africa, often in
countries that do not share borders or close so-
cio-political communication.

This is confirmed by the postage
stamps issued by the Republic of Macedonia.
Specifically: PE Macedonian Post, under the
heading Heraldry of Macedonia issued postal
stationery with face value of 10; 36 and 9; 36
denars; including First Day Envelope. The post-
age stamps were printed on 19 June 2002 and 23
June 2003. The motif of the heraldic lion on the
stamps was taken from various armorials.

First is taken from the Korenic Neoric armo-
rial (Ano Dni 1595). It has long been considered
the oldest copy by the scientific community (be-
fore the London armorial was discovered). Al-
though, for some scholars, the date on the cover
is disputed: claiming it came in existence after
the publication of the Kingdom of the Slavs
(1601) by Mavro Orbini; that the year on the ar-
morial is dubious ...; not composed before 1593.
And other views (Matkoscku 1970, 77-78). The
armorial is 21x14.5cm. The prototype is written
in Latin and Cyrillic. The blazon of the Land
coat of arms of Macedonia is:

The armorial is painted
and richly gilded (Markoscku 1970, 90.91). In it,
the Macedonian coat of arms is given three times:
twice in the dominion coats of Stefan and of Uros,
and once as land coat of arms (JoHockm 2015,
146).

The
stamp, titled: Heraldry of Macedonia, was issued
on June 23, 2002, with face value of 36 denars

ration. On the white field of the block there is an
imitation of a golden perforation. The corners are
flanked by four golden lions in red.

There, the vertical composition with the
complementary contrast: the red-green and the
charge of the golden rampant lion, is honey to
the eye.

Since the Coats of Arms of Olovo and Chris-
tofor Zefarovic are not in color, they provide a
freer visual design solution for the designer. One
stamp is toned in blue-green background (Fig. 4)
and is warm matt whithe-gray, and the other is
a color gamma brown-red (Fig. 3). Accentuated
with yellow-red and white outlines. On the white
field, however, are stamped halftone dots: cyan

The theme of the appropriate envelope is
complemented by a image of Renaissance Do-
minion coat of arms. Underneath it writes: Regis
Stephani Vrosa Nemanich insignia. On this coat
of arms of the ruler are his conquested of territo-
ries (real or mythical), the coat of arms of Mace-
donia is represented as the first field in heraldic
right. Follow: Bosnia ... Dalmatia ... Bulgaria ...
Surbia ... In other words, the Illyrian idea is be-
ing pushed. The ideal.

MORE ABOUT COATS OF ARMS ...

Another Illyrian land coat of arms is so called
Olovo (Bologna)*. Its blazon is as follows. —
Gules lion Or queue forchee®. The shield is of
German type and has a five-pointed crown (with
pearls) above it. Under the arms, on drapery in
Latin is written Macedonie, (MatkoBcku 1970,
107). In the coat of arms, all 174 coats of arms
are given without colors: the background of the
fields is silver. There is no heraldic hatching.
The emblazon is a successful, inventively drawn
with an ink. And the blazon of the arms with the
lion from Christopher Zhefarovich® is Or lion
Gules. The lion has one tail. There is no diadem
over the head.

The field is made by a Spanish shield on which
a (royal) five-pointed crown with a stemma is
placed. Color are suggested by heraldic hatch-
ing. The author draws the sketches in a closed
frame with spherical clouds drawn around each
arms, (Bacunues 1986, 9-28).

The Stemmatographia is reproduced by im-
printing each page of the copper plate on the
principle of graphics (livre a gravure) (Davidov
1962, 9).

The general impression of Christopher’s
work is: a very free (innovative) approach. The
inventivnes is visible earlier in the monastery of
Bogyani. If some influence is sought, it is from
the Baroque.

And so. We close the Catalog with stamps.
The arms are hidden from the view.

The basic element of the heraldry - coat of
arms - for the compilation and decoration of
stamps (of which we wrote, among other things)
- is preserved. The visual (artistic) symbol of the

lion is colorfully enriched. Technically, graphi-
cally perfect. The freedom of designers to make
the stamps is immediate, without violating the he-
raldic rules (keeping the philatelistic ones). White
fields, perforations are a field of creation: purple,
green, blue, yellow. Silver and gold. - Paradise for
the eyes.

The motives for the stamps are selectively tak-
en from the attributed “Arms of the Macedonian
Land”. The idea is Illyrian: coat of arms from Ko-
renic-Neoric’s (1595); Bologna (Belgrade) 1620;
Olovo (Bologna) - 1689; (and from) Zhefarovic’s
Stemmatographia (1741).

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ACTIVITIES OF MHS

The Society for Heraldry, Vexillology and
Phaleristics MACEDONIAN HERALDIC SOCI-
ETY started its operatins on July 15, 2018. Exact-
ly on the 15th anniversary of the commencement
of the work of the Macedonian Heraldry Society
and the day of the termination of the MHS. A few
days earlier, on July 12, 2018, at the Institute of
National History, the President of the Society Jo-
van Jonovski defended his PhD thesis on the topic
»The Sun and the Lion as Symbols in Heraldry
and Vexilology in Macedonia“.

The Executive Board of the Macedonian He-
raldic Society: President and Chief Herald is Dr.
Jovan Jonovski, Vice President and Herald of
Vardar is Dr. Ivan Nacevski; and Secretary and
Herald Erigone is General Pavle Arsovski.

Jonovski participated in the 4th International
Conference of Heraldry and Vexillology in Cze-
szyn, Poland in September where he had presen-
tation on the Macedonian Territorial Heraldry
System. Later, the paper was published in Geor-
gia, in a journal for the Georgian Parliament‘s
Heraldry Commission.

The Macedonian Heraldic Society continued
to publish the Macedonian Herald newsletter,
and in December 2018 issue 11 was published
which gives a retrospective of the 10 issues pub-
lished in the period 2005-2016, giving an index
of published articles. The history of MHS was
shown, according
to the section of the
Activities oh MHS
published in each is-
sue. The MHS Coat
of Heraldic Register
was also published,
with the coat of
arms registered until
2016.

NEW BOOK

In February 2019, the book
The Sun and the Lion as a symbol
in heraldry and vexillology of
Macedonia was published by the
Macedonian Heraldic Society.
It is the doctoral thesis by Dr.
Jovan Jonovski, with same
title, published on 186 pages in
A4 format, with over 300 color
illustrations.

The book, besides the
theoretical part about the role of
the symbols in society, depicts
the sun and the lion as symbols in
Macedonia until the formation of
the Macedonian state in 1944. It is then devoted
to their use, in particular the process of defining
state symbols until independence in 1991.
The third section deals with these symbols of
coats of arms and flags after independence and
attempts to accept the flag, anthem and coat of
arms of the independent state.

The fourth part deals with the appearance
of the sun in the Macedonian local heraldry
by presenting those coats of arms and flags of
municipalities in the Republic of Macedonia
that contain the sun.

This book complements Jonovski‘s
previous book, Symbols of Macedonia, and can
be considered as its second part.

In his review prof. Dr. Dragica Popovska
will state: “Synthesizing the results, at the end
of the book, the author, Dr. Jovan Jonovski
managed to draw relevant conclusions that
contribute not only to the field of Macedonian
vexillology and heraldry, but even more to the
contribution to culture. history of Macedonia.*
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
