il ABSTRACT

Julio Cesare Capaccio is an Italian
literary, theologian, historian and poet
from the Kingdom of Naples. In 1592, in
Naples, under his authorship, the work
Delle imprese, or On the Insignias, was
published. It is a heraldic work of the Or-
dinarium type. It depicts various coat of
arms through blazons and emblazoned on
many different coats of arms. Julio Cesare
Capaccio’s Delle imprese has a significant
influence on the creation of the Korenic-Neoric
Armorial, and thus the entire Illyrian heraldry. The
appearance of the lion in the Macedonian Arms of
the Illyrian Armorial inevitably raises the question
of its origin and its relation to the lion from the at-
tributed Arms of Alexander the Great.

Julio Cesare Capaccio was an Italian
writer, theologian, historian, and poet from
the Kingdom of Naples. Born in late 1552 in
Salerno, Campania, he began his education there
in the Dominican monastery of St. Bartholomew,
where the famous Giordano Bruno stayed for a
time. His family’s financial standing allowed
him to study law in Naples. He continued his
education in Bologna where
he studied history
theology. After completing
his studies, Capaccio began
a long journey through Italy
where he managed to form
a wide circle of friendships.
One of the most important of
course was with Montalto’s
cardinal, the future Pope
Sixtus V. In 1575 he returned
to Naples where he began
active work. From 1586 to
1592 he lived in his native
Campania. Capaccio would reach his creative
zenith around 1607. The same year he was
appointed by Naples Vice-King Juan Alonso
Pimentel de Herrera, as Secretary of the City of
Naples in charge of redistributing grain and oil
to the population (Cubicciotti 1898, 11-56).

Capaccio was a prolific author who left
behind about twenty works. His opus is varied.
It consists of poetry and numerous works on
political, historical, and geographical topics,
including Neapolitana Historia. In 1611 he
became one of the founders of Accademia degli
Oziosi. He left the service in 1613 on charges of
misuse of funds. He returned to Naples in 1626
and remained there until his death in 1631.

In 1592 in Naples the work Delle Imprese,
i.e. On the Insignias was published under
his authorship. It was printed on paper in the
printing house of Oracio Salviani and edited by
Giovanni Giacomo Carlino and Antonio Pace
(Capaccio, 1592). The work is on 656 alternately
numbered pages. The work has been scanned
and is available to the public. On the front page
we read that the tract consists of three books.
The first one is entitled modo di far ['impresa

Delle
“heraldic ordinary”, meaning
that the work deals with the postulates of the
Italian heraldry of its time. It depicts various
heraldic charges through blazons and emblazons
on many and varied coats of arms followed by
a theoretical discussion of the insignias. This is
particularly important because the data presented
in the ordinaries are almost always cross-checked
or verified by another source (Clemmensen
2017, 3—6). The breadth of the material makes
the work Delle Imprese important for European
heraldry as well. However, the reason why it is
so important to us is its influence on the Illyrian
heraldry, both in terms of content and time.
This is especially true of the coat of arms of
Macedonia, but also of others.

Namely, the coats of arms associated with
Macedonia in European medieval heraldry
are found quite early and with various blazons
(JonoBcku 2015, 151-153). These coats of arms
can be divided into two groups: the coats of arms
of the King of Macedonia and the coat of arms of
Alexander the Great. The third group comprises
the Macedonian coat of arms in [llyrian Heraldry
(Jonovski 2009). Unlike the coats of arms
of Macedonia related to medieval European
heraldry, the coat of arms of Macedonia from
Illyrian heraldry has been thoroughly researched.
Most credited for this is Academician Alexander
Matkovski and his work The Coats of Arms of
Macedonia. On the other hand, the appearance
of the lion in the Macedonian coat of arms in the
Illyrian heraldry inevitably raises the question of

its origin and relation to the lion from the coat of
arms attributed to Alexander the Great (Nacevski,
2016).

Macedonia’s presence in the Illyrian Heraldry
is modest in scope. It comes down to the
Macedonian coat of arms and the arms of several
ruling families related to Macedonia. Here, above
all, are the coats of arms of the Mrnjavcevic,
Kastriototic, and Brankovic families. However,
Macedonia occupies an essential
place in the Illyrian heraldry. It
is also deeply embedded in the
personal story of Petar (Pedro)
Ohmuchevich, a Spanish admiral
from Naples and the person most
responsible for the emergence of
all Illyrian heraldry (CosoBjeB
1954) (Cosi¢ 2019, 43). Namely,

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in order to obtain nobility, Don
Pedro would look back to Hrelja
Ohmuchevich, known in the
folk tradition as Relja Krilatica,
as a purported ancestor. The historical Hrelja
Ohmuchevich was duca di Kastoria (/{uauh
1966, 113) or the duke of Kostur, so with these
the appearance of the coat of arms of Macedonia
among the coat of arms of the Illyrian lands it is not
surprising. To this should be added the revival of
the lost ancient values during humanism, as well
as the development of the cartography with which
the name Macedonia was popularized and began
to reflect Macedonian territory adequately and
precisely. Of course, the enormous popularity of
the numerous depictions and novels of Alexander
the Great also had significant influence (Martkos-
cku 1970, 54).

Academic Alexander Matkovski’s research
led him to two narrow conclusions regarding the
Macedonian coat of arms as a whole, due to his
inability to explore the novels about Alexander the
Great as well as a good portion of the European
armorials, and probably the inappropriateness
of the topic then. His first conclusion was that,
unlike the other South Slavic coats of arms,
the Macedonian coat of arms appears first on
a domestic South Slavic terrain (MarkoBcku
1970, 43), and his second conclusion was that
it never changed and was always Gules a lion

This overly-
simplistic foundation for Macedonian heraldic
science has finally been abandoned as a result of
several contemporary studies. Today, however, it
is certain that, despite the undoubted importance
of Matkovski’s work, his conclusions regarding
the appearance of the Macedonian coat of arms,
as well as its blazon, are unsupported and cannot
be accepted.

As mentioned above, the coat of arms of the
King of Macedonia was witnessed in 1448, at
least a century and a half before the appearance
of the first Illyrian armorial (Jonovski 2009). In
addition, in Illyrian heraldry the Macedonian
coat of arms bears lions of red and gold almost
equally (Nacevski 2015). However, regardless
of the significant advancement regarding the
understanding of the problem of the Macedonian
coat of arms, one huge question remains
unanswered. Where did the Macedonian coat of
arms in Illyrian heraldry appear and what is its
relation to the Macedonian coat of arms in the
European heraldry?

To answer this question, the chronology of
the development of Illyrian heraldry and the
content of the Illyrian Armorials
must be followed. There are
several important dates in that
chronology. The first of these is
6 May 1584, when Don Pedro
Ohmuchevich received from the
Bosnian bishop Antun Matei a
confirmation of his genealogical
chart (MarkoBcku 1970, 48),
known in heraldic science as
“Rodoslovlje gospode Srpske i
Bosanske” (ITamaBectpa 2010,
57). The genealogy contains
many family and territorial
coats of arms but none for
Macedonian, and the chart
itself was not sufficient proof
for the Neapolitan authorities.
According to Alexander
Solovyev, the chart is the beginning of Illyrian
heraldry (ConogjeB 1933, 85). Exactly ten years
later, through a significant number of falsified
documents, on 17 May 1594 Don Pedro finally

the Royal Council of Naples (ITamaBectpa 2010,
56). Of particular interest is a charter allegedly
issued by Emperor Dusan in 1349 in the
capital city of Ohrid, according to which Hrelja
Ohmuchevich—in the presence of Volkashin,
Vuk Brankovich, Lazar Hrebeljanovich, and
others—was declared ban of the state of Kostur
and all of the Macedonian land (MarkoBcku
1970, 48-49). Again, no Macedonian coat of
arms appears. Finally, in 1595, the most famous
[llyrian armorial appears, known in heraldic
science as “Korenic-Neoric”. It is also the first
document from Illyrian heraldry containing the
Macedonian land arms, so it is important to
analyze it in detail and review its structure and
content in order to search for the possible source
of those arms.

It should be noted that in
modern science there are two
views on the origin of the
Korenic-Neoric Armorial.
The first is asserted by A.
Solovyev, who says that
sometime between 1584 and
1594, and probably around
1590 (Comnogjer 1954, 131),
Don Pedro Ohmuchevich
created his own armorial from
which all later manuscripts or
armorials would be produced.
Accordingly, the Korenic-
Neoric Armorial is the first
transcript of the now-lost
hypothetical ~ Ohmuchevich
Armorial. The second point of view is asserted
by Stjepan Cosi¢. Analyzing the armorial’s
contents from a genealogical point of view, he
concludes that the Korenic-Neoric Armorial,
not the Ohmuchevich Armorial, was the source
document from which all other armorials
would later emerge (Cosi¢ 2019, 12). In his
reconstructions, Cosié also comes up with the
most likely name for the armiger: Mateo Jerinic
(+1598), a trader and captain in Spanish service
(Cosi¢ 2019, 65-83).

Common to both views is a process of
legitimizing false chartering and pretending

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to make them relevant to other families with
similar aspirations. This is confirmed through
the many successful processes of recognizing
the noble origin of families represented in
armorials, especially within the Austrian Empire
and later Austria-Hungary. However, in terms of
Macedonia, the importance of Illyrian heraldry
is reduced to the coat of arms of Macedonia and
the few ruling coats of arms. All other coats of
arms remain virtually out of sight of Macedonian
heraldry.

As for the structure of the Korenic-Neoric
Armorial, the greatest influence was Virgil
Solis’s Wappenbiichlein from 1555 (ConosjeB
1954, 131). The two armorials have the same
structural arrangement of the coats of arms
(Filipovi¢ 2009, 191). In Solis, the coats of arms
of the church (popes, cardinals, archbishops,
bishops) come first. In Korenic-Neoric there are
the arms of St. Hieronymus and the Lion, St.
Stephen and the Emperor of Illyria, the Virgin
Mary (in crescent), and Pope Gregory the Great.
Then Solis shows the great combined arms
of the Holy Roman Empire and the Holy See,
and Korenic-Neoric the great
Dominion coat of arms of Tsar
Dushan. Next in Solis are the
coats of arms of the twelve
kingdoms subordinate to the
Holy See, and Korenic-Neoric,
the ten Illyrian countries. The
coats of arms of the rulers and
nobles are paralleled by the
seven princes and other nobles
of the Holy Roman Empire
(Filipovi¢ 2009, 191).

; Apart from the layout
of the coats of arms, there
is also the presentation of
individual coats of arms
such as those of Dalmatia,
Croatia, and Slavonia (Filipovi¢ 2009, 192).
The coats of arms of Primorje and Bosnia also
fit here (Filipovi¢ 2009, 192—193). There is no
Macedonian Coat of Arms in Solis’s Armorial,
but the previous situation leaves room for the
assumption that other Korenic-Neoric coats of
arms might have come from other European

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heraldic works available to the author. This leads
us directly to Julio Cesare Capaccio and his book
Delle Imprese.

Capaccio begins the second book of his work
by elaborating on the lion as a charge. After a
thorough introduction to the lion as a symbol
through a historical perspective in the third
chapter of the book titled Come dal Leone cauar
si ponno /’Imprese (what insignias can be made
of a lion), Capaccio turns to specific heraldic
blazons with a lion. Thus, among others, appear
the blazons of England, Denmark, and Aragon
(Capaccio 1592, 11 10), followed by those of
Brankovic, Macedonia, Dalmatia, Bulgaria, and
Nemanjic. What sets this work apart and what
makes it especially interesting to us is that all
of these coats of arms are given
in the context of real political
actors of the time it was created.
This is rare or completely
unknown in other works in
which we encounter such arms.

Four of the five blazons
(those of Macedonia, Brankovic,
Dalmatia, and Bulgaria) also
appear in the Korenic-Neoric
armorial. The blazon of
Macedonia reads: il Leon d’oro
in campo rosso di Macedonia
(Macedonia’s golden lion on
a red field) (Capaccio 1592, 11
11). This is the oldest Western
European source with such a
blazon for the coat of arms of Macedonia. Most
of the other currently known Western European
descriptions of coats of arms of Macedonia are
in German and English. Brankovic’s blazon
reads: Leone tra due Corna (a lion between
two horns). Despite the absence of colors in the
description of Brankovic’s coat of arms, this
blazon is attested archaeologically and has been
repeatedly identified on seals and coins (AmoBuh
2008, 168). The Dalmatia blazon reads: I tre
capi de Leoni coronati (three crowned lion
heads). The colors again are missing, but this
blazon is identical to the blazon given in Virgil
Solis’s Wappenbiichlein. The blazon of Bulgaria
reads: il Leon rosso in campo d’oro di Bulgaria
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Wappenbiichlein na Buprun Coinuc. Bnasonor Ha

The
blazon that refers to Nemanjic is as follows
Leon nero con tre sbarre d »argento con la spada
cimiero di Stefano d‘Ilyria or translated a black
lion with three silver belts with a sword, coat of
arms of Stephen of Illyria (Capaccio 1592, II
11). In the Illyrian Armorials this the description
of the Nemanjic‘s crest With one difference, the
lion is red, not black.

In practice this means that between the
Wappenbiichlein and the Delle Imprese seven of
the ten coat of arms of the Illyrian countries come
from these two works; this includes the coat of
arms of Brankovic. The coats of arms of Raska
and Illyria are found in Rodoslovlje gospode
Srpske 1 Bosanske. Thus, the only coat of arms
that does not appear in another heraldic source
is that of Serbia, although the motif of this coat
of arms still has an artefact confirmation. The
earliest is from 1397 in the Decani Monastery
(Auosuh 2008, 103-105).

It follows that whether the Korenic-Neoric
armorial is a copy or an original, we know
for certain that in the same period in Naples
we have Don Pedro Ohmuchevich, Capaccio,
and Mateo Jerinic.
We also know

notes in the work Life of Torquato Tasso (La vita
di Torquato Tasso) (Serassi 1785, 545), there a
letter from Capaccio to Ohmuchevich exists. The
quote in that work reveals little about the content
of the otherwise long letter, yet it is quite clear
that the two knew each other. The exact contents
of the letter would certainly reveal important
information about the relationship between the
two. Finding and analyzing this letter, as well as
Ohmuchevich’s response or some other letters,
should therefore be a new goal in exploring the
development of Illyrian heraldry.

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should check the possibility of Capaccio using
that armorial or other Ohmuchevich documents
as sources for his work. Given when the two
corresponded, that is possible. But then it is
not clear why Capaccio mentions the crest of
Stefan Nemanjic‘s coat of arms when all the
rest examples are coats of arms? Somewhat
symptomatic is the use of the term cimiero
which in Hungarian means exactly that coat of
arms (MatkoBcku 1970, 37), and is used in the
[llyrian armorials. Still, one must have in mind
that at the time of speaking it wasn’t uncommon
for works to be printed even ten years later
once they are written as well the
N need of Ohmuchevich to create
a document that will be based
on other verifiable work which
in turn means that Ohmuchevich
could have been familiar with the
work before publication.

From these facts it can be
more readily accepted that
Ohmuchevich used Capaccio’s
work than vice versa. This,
in turn, with the
opportunity to elaborate on the
possible period in which the
supposed Ohmuchevich
armorial would have
created. If it had existed it would have been
made between 1592 (i.e., after the publication
of Delle Imprese) and 1594 (before receiving
the final confirmation of the recognition of the
nobility of Don Pedro Ochmuchevich). In any
case, the question that inevitably arises is what
other older work was used by Capaccio in the
creation of Delle Imprese? The answer to this
question will definitely take us even further in
heraldic sense and maybe it will finally produce
the link between Alexander‘s contributed coat
of Arm and the Macedonian coat of arms from
the Illyrian armorials. Of course, one work with
such potential is the armorial of Garcia Alonzo
de Tores Rey de Armas de Argon, from 1496
kept in Biblioteca de Catalunya, as 529 ms.

new insight, it is also worth
commenting on Acovic’s
baseless interpretation of the
dubious authenticity of the Macedonian coat of
arms. Acovic quotes Ivo Banac’s unpublished
paper as claiming that the Macedonian coat of
arms is an inversion of that of Bulgarian in the
context of a territory with a historical pedigree but
no state pedigree (Amosuh 2008, 172). Although
in the following he gives three blazons of the
coats of arms of the King of Macedonia (AuoBuh
2008, 268-271) and acknowledges that there is
a possibility that the coat of arms of Macedonia
may have originated from the attributed coat of
arms of Alexander the Great. Yet he is closer to
think that the transposition of the two arms is due
to an alleged connection to Samoil’s Kingdom or
some other unexplained reason. He also makes a
chronological error. Thus, according to Acovic
himself, the lion as a Bulgarian state symbol
would be strengthened by the reign of Kaloyan
(Amouxk 2008, 166), so it remains unclear what
this has to do with Samoil, who lived some two
hundred years earlier and in pre-heraldic times.

Such claims are
groundless, bearing in mind that at the time of
the Delle Imprese and the Korenic-Neoric coat
of arms, Alexander the Great —and with him
Macedonia—were far more frequent names
in European literature and cartography than
Bulgaria, and probably other Balkan countries.
Moreover, even modern Bulgarian heraldic
authors who consider Samoil an integral part of
Bulgarian state traditions do not associate the
lion with him (Bojuuxos 2017, 43).

On the contrary, it is
quite natural to accept
that the Macedonian and
Bulgarian arms developed
independently.  Acovic’s
claim could only have
weight if “Bulgaria” meant
a Byzantine theme covering
parts of Macedonia and
Serbia. But this, of course,
again cannot be accepted
because of Macedonia’s
well-known borders, but
also the cities within it
(MatkoBcku, 1970, 54).
However the transposition
of the two coats of arms is
a fact. With the emergence
of Delle Imprese it seems that the question of
the reasons for the transposition by Vitezovic
arise again. What is confusing is that Vitezovic
owned two Illyrian armorials: the Olovo and the
Althan. He studied them in the creation of his
Stematographia and in the Althan armorial he
even made corrections to the Latin text for the
coat of arms of Macedonia (ITanasectpa 2010,
90). This infinitely complicates the case.

In conclusion, it can be said that in addition
to the Wappenbiichlein of Virgil Solis, Delle
Imprese by Julio Cesare Carpaccio significantly
influenced the creation of the Korenic-Neoric
armorial, and thus all Illyrian heraldry. There
is a solid basis for the belief that the model of
the Macedonian land coat of arms from Illyrian
heraldry came from the Delle Imprese. The
same applies to the coat of arms of Bulgaria and
Brankovic.

1. HISTORICAL MUNICIPAL
HERALDRY IN CROATIA

The cities in what is today Croatia had record-

ed seals with heraldic and proto-heraldic elements
from the 11% century onward. The oldest armorial
patent granting arms to a city in Croatia is the char-

ter granted in Budim by King Mathias
Corvinus to the city of Varazdin on
8 July 1464 (Fig. 17) (Horvat 1993,
380). The city of Krapina was grant-
ed a coat of arms by King Sigismund,
used in a seal (Fig. 1) in the 14™ cen-
tury and confirmed by King Rudolf II
in 1588 (Laszowski 1895). Coats of
arms are shown in the seal of com-
munity of Dragani¢ in 1519 (ibid).
Senj was granted arms (older arms
have been confirmed in use) by King
Rudolph II on 2 May 1607 in Prague
(Gulin 1993). Rijeka was granted
arms (Fig. 3) by Emperor Leopold I
on 6 June 1659 (Ostri¢ 2002, 59-60),
Karlovac received arms from King
Joseph II on 8 October 1781 (Fig.
21) (Lopasi¢ 1879:54) and he granted

arms to the towns of Vrbovsko and Ravna Gora in
1785 (Ostrié, ibid), and so on.

In the Maria Theresa era, a number of cities

were granted armorial patents, giving
them the right to use a coat of arms,
a seal, and red wax. The counties,
ancient larger territorial units which
were reorganized in the Theresian pe-
riod, were similarly granted arms at
that time (Laszowski 1902).

In Dalmatia, during the so-called
Second Austrian Rule (1813-1918),
a number of cities and towns had
their arms approved by the Minis-
try of Interior, among them Imots-
ki (Laszowski 1932, 32-33), Omi$
(Idem, 46—47), and Korcula (I/dem,
36-37) (Fig. 19, 26).

Other cities and towns gradually
heraldized their traditional seals and
by the 19 century used such coats of
arms. For these it may be difficult to

curred. We know that Zagreb used its 14"-centu-
ry seal in armorial form as early as 1499 (Heimer
2009, 31-36). The cities along the Adriatic coast
had seals even earlier, e.g., Sibenik has seal
known since 1255, but heraldized in the 19" cen-
tury (Galvani 1884, 9—15), with similar histories
in Zadar, Split (Fig. 26), Korcula...

Inland, Jastrebarsko had a 15%-century seal,
replaced in 1615 with a new one showing it in
a shield (Laszowski 1895). Samobor had its
16" century arms confirmed by King Leopold II
in 1525 and also by King Ferdinand I in 1528
(Ibid), heraldized on its flag in 1756 (Feletar
2004, 6). Other examples may be found.

By the end of the 19" century Str6hl, in his
Wappenbuch, records 54 cities in today’s Croa-
tia using coats of arms (19 in Croatia-Slavonia,
21 in Dalmatia, 13 in Istria, and 1 in Hungary)
(Strohl 1904).

After World War I, Laszowski presented 111
coats of arms of cities in present-day Croatia
in his album (Laszowski 1932). Two
cases are known of coats of arms ad-
opted and granted in the interwar pe-
riod—Vinkoveci in 1922 (Fig. 5) (Kla-
jn 1964)! and Susak (now the eastern
part of the city of Rijeka) (Zic 1993).

Following World War II the new
Yugoslav regime was suspicious of
heraldry and shunned it. Although
initially the use was recorded of arms
with some modified or added ideolog-
ical emblems, by the 1950s the use of
municipal symbols died out altogether.

However, in the 1960s municipal-
ities rediscovered the social benefit of
having a common symbol and stared
adopting their “coats of arms”—some
based on historical arms, others much

influenced by modern graphical design
and “logomania”, and certainly with
the frequent inclusion of symbols of
socialist ideology (Cf. Cimbur 1985)
(Fig. 14, 23). Burdened with ideolog-
ical symbolism, these mostly dropped
from use in 1990 and an entirely new era of he-
raldic revival started.

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2. HISTORICAL MUNICIPAL
VEXILLOLOGY IN CROATIA

Unlike coats of arms, flags are recorded for
cities in various ways and from different periods.
The oldest are those known from descriptions in
13" and 14% century man-
uscripts or illustrated in
the maritime navigational
charts, known as porto-
lans, used from the 13®
to the 17" century (Fig.
7). The oldest municipal
flags preserved date from
the late 17" and the 18"
century, being flags of
civic militia (Fig. 8), i.e.
military units which cities
would have to provide for
their feudal overlord and
for their own protection.
In the 19% century these
units became ceremonial and eventually disband-
ed, but their flags continued to be used by cities
as their banners.

In the late 19" century the gradually industri-
alized bourgeois society exhibited its municipal
affiliations through flags of various
civil associations displaying the city
symbols—eventually these designs
became associated with the entire
municipal identity. These flags show
heraldic origins, but usually sport the
multi-coloured equally-sized stripes
of post-French Revolution vexillog-
raphy, ornamented as a rule with the
municipal coat of arms or some other

With the rise of the national move-
ment in Dalmatia in the second half of the 19™
century, and after the national parties managed
to outvote autonomous (Italian) parties in local
assemblies, the Croatian tricolour of red-white-

blue appeared in the design of mu-
nicipal flags defaced with local coats
of arms (Fig. 11,13). In continental
Croatia such flags also appeared in
quantity for various societies, but no
such municipal flag was recorded
there.

In the first half of the 20" cen-
tury, in Croatian regions that were
parts of other countries at the time,
flags appeared in accordance with
vexillolographic tradition of these
countries. Thus in Italian-held regions mono-
coloured flags with the municipal coat of arms
appeared, as well as elaborate gonfalon-type
banners, again with the municipal arms (Zadar,
Rijeka, Pula, Rovinj, etc.). In the Hungarian re-
gions flags were devised as simple geometric
regular divisions of two or three main colours
from the municipal arms, with no defacing of
any kind (Cakovec) (Fig. 12).

After World War II all local symbols were
soon suppressed as ideologically unsuitable.
However, in 1960 a new kind of municipal
heraldry was gradually emerging in the artistic
tastes of the period, although examples of simply
modernized traditional heraldic design were also
recorded. Flags were as a rule mono-coloured
with the coat of arms usually depicted as single
coloured line drawing (Fig. 16).

The author identified 24 mu-
nicipalities that had flags recorded
before the 1990s, however, for the
most part there is no vexillographic
relationship between the historical
and current flags. Of these 20 were
approved by the Ministry, although
6 of those were in the initial 1993/94
period when no regulations for vex-
illographic principles existed. Of
those 24 “historically based” flags, 3 were ap-
proved by the Ministry after 1995, 4 were ap-
proved in 1993/94, and 1 was unapproved—thus
16 flags were designed following the “conserva-
tive” rules of the Commission. It even appears
that the current position of the Commission is
that the flags are not to be modelled after the his-
torical patterns at all (Heimer 2019).

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3. CONTEMPORARY MUNICIPAL
HERALDRY AND VEXILLOLOGY IN
CROATIA

The administrative reform in the independent
Republic of Croatia at the end of 1992 divid-
ed the previous large communities into smaller
communities (Cro. opéina), some of which were
granted, following certain urban criteria, city
status (Cro. grad). In the same era an interme-
diate administrative subdivision level of coun-
ties (Cro. zupanija) was reintroduced, following
the traditional system which existed in Croatia
before 1918.!° The initial division in 1992 into
20 counties plus the City of Zagreb,16 further
divided into 70 cities and 419 communities, was
subsequently amended on several occasions,
forming some new subdivisions and changing
the status of others.'” The cur-
rent subdivisions still comprise
20 counties, now with 127 cities
and 429 communities (totaling
to 556 municipalities).!”

From its inception the 1992
Law on local self-government
and administration gave local
governmental units the right to adopt their sym-
bols—a coat of arms and a flag The procedures
and regulations on their adoption and design
were developed soon after.'® Subsequent laws
introduced the requirement that these symbols,
adopted by the units themselves, had to be ap-
proved by the central authorities, and a special
Heraldic Commission'® was established within
the Ministry of Administration.”® The Commis-
sion established some ground rules for the de-
sign of the coats of arms and the flags, which en-
abled fairly systematic and mostly well designed
heraldic practice to emerge.

The basic principles for the coat of arms es-
tablished are: it must comply with heraldic rules;
it must be composed of a shield and its contents
only; it must not contain the state coat of arms or
its parts; and as a rule, if a historical coat of arms
existed, it must be readopted.?!

The flags were, however, prescribed to be
fairly uniform and with little vexillolographic
creativity—for the municipalities, mono-co-
loured fields in one of the five “heraldic colours”

(red, blue, green, white, yellow) with the coat of
arms in the centre or offset to the hoist. Only a
handful of municipalities that could prove they
had used a different flag historically were al-
lowed exceptions (Fig. 33). For the counties,
two-coloured fields were prescribed, without
further requirement for how the two colours
should be patterned, and again, with the coat
of arms in the centre or offset to the hoist. This
enabled more variation and resulted in compar-
atively much more interesting and diverse vex-
illological designs for county flags (Cf. Heimer
2004) (Fig. 32).

During the last 20 years, many units of lo-
cal government adopted their symbols following
this law and the regulations, obtaining the ap-
proval of the central authorities. Other munici-
palities have, for one reason or another, chosen
not to follow the strict requirements and instead
adopted symbols outside the system and not ap-
proved by the central authorities. In some cas-
es, the “unsystematic” symbols adopted initially
were eventually replaced with approvable de-
signs, which were then approved. However, this
process is ongoing, even though there are rela-
tively few unapproved designs in use.

According to the information received from
the Ministry of Administration,? all of the coun-
ties and just over three-fourths of the munici-
palities have adopted symbols approved by the

central authorities.

This was the basis for the study Sintaksa from
which emerged a reconstructed syntax of the of-
ficial Croatian blazonry (Heimer 2016). In it 284
decisions were collected (64.5% of the 440 units
with approved symbols at the time). The author
continued to collect the data, in preparation for
the 2™ edition of the study,? at the time of writ-
ing of this paper counting 410 decisions (90.5%
of the 453 units with approved symbols). This
allowed presentation of Table 2, with individual
annual data for 1993 through 2005, with mere-
ly 36 units unallocated (i.e. without an approval
document obtained).

Plotting of the data from Tables 1 and 2 pro-
vides an interesting graph on Chart 1, showing
an exponential trend line with notably lesser
amounts the first two years, noticeable overflows
in the late 1990s, and slight peaks in 2007 and
2009. If the trend continues, without any major
disruption in the political system and without

were “rashly” passed though the bureaucracy,
Kolanovi¢ managed to convince the Ministry
that a special commission was required and
the approval processes were halted. In 1995
amendments to the Law were introduced, form-
ing an expert commission to provide evalua-
tion of proposed symbols. Obviously, when the
Commission started to work there was a rush of
approved designs, with natural damping of the
frequency. The double peak in the late 2000s fol-
lows a change of members in the Commission
and a temporarily slower pace before that.
However, the number of local governmen-
tal units with a coat of arms (in almost all these
cases they have an adopted and approved flag,
as well) as registered on the FAME (7he Flags
and Arms of the Modern Era) website® raises
the percentage to 93%. See Table 3. It should
be, however, considered that the register of ap-
proved symbols (from the Ministry of Adminis-
tration) is not publicly available, and therefore

proved are known, and certainly not all of the
other details and designs. Therefore, some of the
units with approved symbols are not yet regis-
tered on FAME. In any case, whatever the actual

numbers, it may certainly
be said that the majority of
units have regulated their
symbols in one way or an-
other and that it is just a
small fraction left without
any.

It is interesting to ana-
lyze how the municipalities
adapted their historical coat
of arms, if they had one, into

the current design. Six “strategies”

were used, tentatively named (with
some representative examples in pa-
renthesis):

copying the original literally
(Varazdin) (Fig. 18)

adopting the shield, only mod-
ernized graphically (Karlovac, Bol)
(Fig. 20, 22, 30)

modifying the historical design

(Osijek) (Fig. 31)
adopting a new design despite the existence

festive and rich manufacture, often taking a gon-
falon, banner-like form, made in single copy to
represent the municipality in particularly cere-
monial occasions.? (Fig. 34-39)

4. CONCLUSION

Croatia has arich heritage of municipal heraldry
and vexillology which has not yet been researched
thoroughly and systematically. It provides a rich
source for contemporary heraldic restoration, pro-
ducing hundreds of heraldically sound municipal
coats of arms. Contemporary flags are based on
historical examples to a lesser degree, especially
owing to the regulations requiring mono-coloured
flags with the entire coats of arms placed on the
flag, limiting vexillographic freedom.

The territorial-administrative organization named
zupanija (Lat. comitatus) appears in documents as
early as the 10th century and has probably much
older roots. In the Medieval period some of them
become hereditary fiefs of magnate nobility. With
the liberation of Slavonia from the Ottomans in the
18th century, the county system was organized there
as well, and the local government of counties was
reorganized. After 1848 they become units of local
administration and with minor changes, they were
functioning until the territorial reorganizations of
Kingdom of Serbs, Croats, and Slovenes in 1920s.
From the 18th century the existing counties were
granted arms and were recorded as using flags. On
their flags see Heimer, 2004, and for their armorial
patents the mentioned Laszowski, 1902. For a wider

ABSTRACT

A chronological and a colorful pre-
sentation of those emblems of ARM units
and commands used during 1992-2018
which contain the flag of the Republic of
Macedonia. Legal norms—regulations
governing the subject matter—and on the
basis of collections material, a total of 43
different ARM emblems are described
and presented. Keeping in mind that inde-
pendent Macedonia changed its flag twice
(1992 and 1995), changes were made to
the army emblems in accordance with the
emerging reality The first emblem of the ARM
from 1992, which represented the then state flag,
inherited from Socialist Republic of Macedonia,
and is considered a collector’s item since it was
in use for only four months; then the first general
ARM emblems for formal and official uniforms
of 1993; rare emblems of ARM units from the
1990s; the 2005 Engineer Regiment emblems
with the Sun of Kutles; as well as existing em-
blems of ARM commands and units introduced
in 2012. A common unifying thread for all of
them is the representation of the flag of the Re-
public of Macedonia.

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The flag is a state symbol reflecting the sov-
ereignty, integrity, political system, and history
of a country. The flag represents the country in
international relations, it represents state, social,
and public organizations and institutions, and
all the citizens of the country are identified with
it. As a powerful unifying symbol, it is present
on the state decorations, bank notes and coins,
state and social logos and emblems, stamps, and
military and police insignia. The following text
includes a description of those emblems of the
commands and units of Army of the Republic
of Macedonia (ARM) that include the flag of the
Republic of Macedonia, from its formation in
1992 through 2018.

Macedonia proclaimed its independence on 8
September 1991 after a successful referendum,
but the process of achieving independence took
place under the old state symbols of the Social-
ist Republic of Macedonia. With the adoption of
the constitution of the Republic of Macedonia on
17 November 1991 and the first Law on Defense
of the Republic of Macedonia on 14 February
1992, the constitutional and legal basis for creat-
ing an army was established.

The process of forming the army contin-
ued with the Agreement for the withdrawal of
the Yugoslav People’s Army from the territory
of the Republic of Macedonia on 21 February
1992, signed by the President of the Republic
of Macedonia Kiro Gligorov and the federal
Assistant Secretary for People’s Defense of the
Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, Gen-
eral Blagoja Adzic—a process that ended on 27
March 1992 when the last
soldier of the Yugoslav
People’s Army (YPA) left
Macedonian territory. In
the meantime, from 11 to
26 March members of the
Territorial Defense (TD)
of the Republic of Mace-
donia took over all mili-
tary objectives—barracks,
blockhouses, and buildings
of the Army—and on 14/15
April the first recruits start-
ed joining the Army.

On 9 May 1992, at the Ilinden Barracks in
Skopje, the first class of recruits took their offi-
cial oath, an act that launched the newly formed
Army of the Republic of Mace-
donia. (Fig. 1)

The first uniform worn by the
members of the ARM in 1992
was inherited from the former
YPA, that is, model “M77” with
Macedonian flag sewn on the
left sleeve (bmaxecku 2017, 14).
In this way, the flag of the (Socialist) Republic of
Macedonia in an emblem form with dimensions
of 4 x 8 cm and a yellow border became the first
official symbol of the ARM. (Fig. 2)

At the end of May the state officials started
intensive negotiations with companies in Mace-
donia to manufacture new uniforms for the ARM
(due to lack of a Macedonian military uniform,
soldiers were forced to wear uniforms belong-
ing to the TD and the former YPA). The first
presentation of new military uniforms was held
at the Army House in Skopje on 29 May 1992,
when proposed versions of the military uniforms
were presented: five in camouflage and three
in gray-green (wmueBckm 2012, 29). The new
ARM uniforms lacked insignia and emblems.

On 11 August 1992 the Parliament of the Re-

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Law on the Flag of the Republic
of Macedonia, which established
the new state flag—a 16-rayed
yellow sun (Sun of Kutles) on
red background with propor-
tions of 1:2. On 8 October 1992,
the President of the Republic of
Macedonia signed the Regula-
tion on ARM member insignia
(Official Gazette 1992), that
prescribed three insignias—an
emblem with the coat of arms of
the Republic of Macedonia and
the inscription “ARMY OF THE
REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA” around it, with
a diameter of 66 mm (the Regulation defines it
as the only insignia for Army membership), then
the cap emblem in a shape of a sunflower with 12
leaves (that actually later became the only army

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membership insignia), and the flag of
the Republic of Macedonia.

The Regulation includes a descrip-
tion of the emblem with the flag and the
manner of its use: “the members of the
Army in the upper parts of the uniform
wear an insignia of the Republic of
Macedonia—the state flag. The flag is
rectangular in shape with dimensions of
33 x 66 mm with a 3 mm yellow fimbri-
ation around it. The flag is made of
cloth by printing or embroidering, or
by injecting latex material on cloth,
and it is sewn on the left sleeve on
the upper part of the uniform at the
same height as the upper edge of the
left upper pocket.” (Official Gazette
1992). (Fig. 3)

In 1993, upon completing the
equipment of ARM members with
the new M93 camouflage uniforms, a
new generic ARM emblem was designed for of-
ficers’ service uniforms, in the shape of a shield
with dimensions of 6.5 x 8 cm, dark brown, en-
closing a smaller shield with dimensions of 5.8
x 7.3 cm. In the center of the smaller
shield two crossed guns were sewn, sur-
rounded by a wreath made of sheaves
of wheat, wrapped around by a rib-
bon. The top of the ribbon meets the
16-rayed sun from the state flag. Above
this composition is woven the acronym
“ARM”. (Fig. 4) This emblem is sewn
on the left sleeve, while on the right
sleeve is worn a semicircular emblem
“MAKEJIOHUJA” (MACEDONIA)
with dimensions of 7.8 x 2.8 cm. Below it is
located the flag of the Republic of
Macedonia in appropriate colors with
dimensions of 3.3 x 5.1 cm. (Fig. 5)
Officers wear identical emblems on
their dress uniforms, woven on dark
blue background. (Fig. 6, 7)

In 1995, with the adoption of the

Academy was designed. The em-
blem is in a shape of a black shield
with dimensions of 7.5 x 9 cm. In
the center of the shield are embroi-
dered two crossed red guns on an
open white book. On left and right
of the book is embroidered a wreath
made of sheaves of wheat in dark yel-
low and light yellow, the lower ends
are wrapped up with a ribbon and be-
tween the top ends of the wreath the 16-rayed
sun from the state flag is embroidered in yellow.
Above the sun, the letters “ARM” are embroi-
dered in red thread, while around the wreath the
words “BOEHA AKAJIEMUWJA” (MILITARY
ACADEMY) run in a semicircle.
Around the emblem is a yellow fim-
briation 0.3 cm wide. (Fig. 8)

Besides this emblem, worn on the
sleeve, a Military Academy emblem
for caps was also designed in the
shape of a green circle with diameter
of 5 cm. Inthe center the letters “BA”
(VA) are embroidered in red thread,
encircled by a wreath made of sheaves of wheat
in dark yellow and light yellow, wrapped around
by a ribbon at the bottom; at the top ends of the
wreath is the 16-rayed sun from the state flag in
red color. Above the sun, the letters “ARM” are
sewn with red thread. Around the emblem is a
yellow fimbriation 0.3 cm wide. (Fig. 9)

After signing the Interim Accord between the
Republic of Macedonia and Greece on 13 Sep-
tember 1995, the Parliament of the Republic of
Macedonia on 5 October 1995 adopted the new
Law on Flag of the Republic
of Macedonia, which changed
the state flag as one of the ob-
ligations taken with the Accord.
For all ARM uniforms (camou-
flage-combat, service and gala)
an emblem with the new state
flag was designed with dimen-
sions of 3.5 x 7 cm, in woven or
embroidered variant. (Fig. 10)
The emblems containing the
16-rayed sun were replaced by
the new ones.

The new emblem of the Military
Academy is a dark red shield with
dimensions of 6.5 x 8.2 cm. 5 mm
above the upper edge a horizontal line
forms a rectangle with dimensions
of 0.8 x 5.9 cm, enclosing the words
“BOEHA AKAJEMUJA” (MILI-
TARY ACADEMY) are woven in
black on an orange background. Be-
low the rectangle, the state flag with
dimensions of 2.5 x 6 cm is woven,
and below it are a centered open
white book on crossed black guns
and a sword. To the left and right of
the book is woven a wreath made of
dark yellow sheaves of wheat, with
the bottom ends wrapped by a dark
blue three-layer ribbon. Below the
ribbon, the year “1995” is woven in
black. The central symbol covers the
sun rays of the state flag. Around the
emblem, 0.3 cm from the external edge, a dark
blue ribbon is woven that forms an inside frame.
(Fig. 11) The emblem of the Military Academy
is also made in embroidered version.
(Fig. 12)

The emblem of the First Guard
Brigade of the Army of the Republic
of Macedonia, formed on 26 March
1992, is a light blue shield with di-
mensions of 6 x 7.5 cm. On the up-
per part the word “MAKEJIOHWUJA”
(MACEDONIA) is embroidered in
red, and below it “ARM”. In the cen-
ter is embroidered an outline of the
territory of the Republic of Macedonia, on which
appears the state flag. On the right of the outline
a red soldier/guardian holding a gun is embroi-
dered, and below it, a red ribbon containing the
word “TAPJIA” (GUARD) is embroidered in
yellow, while below it the year “1992” is embroi-
dered in red. On the left and right of the outline
a yellow laurel wreath is embroidered, where the
lower ends are below the red ribbon containing
the inscription “I'’APJIA”. Around the emblem
is a yellow fimbriation, 0.3 cm wide. (Fig. 13)

The flag of the Republic of Mace-
donia also appears on the first emblem
of the Military Police. The emblem is
a light blue disc with diameter of 8 cm, divid-
ed into two circles. The first circle is dark red,
where in the upper part is the light blue inscrip-
tion “BOEHA T1OJIMIINJA, while in the lower
part is the inscription “MILITARY POLICE”.
The state flag is in the middle, over which the

is printed. (Fig. 17)

The emblem of the “Vodno” Sta-
tionary Signals Center is a dark blue
shield with dimensions of 7.1 x 9.5 cm.
The inscription “P. MAKE/IOHUJA”
(R. Macedonia) is printed on the
shield, underlined with light red form-
ing a rectangle with dimensions of 1 x
6.3 cm. In the center of the emblem,
an outline of the territory of the Re-
public of Macedonia is printed with
dimensions of 5.5 x 4 cm, on which
appears the flag of the Republic of
Macedonia. Over the sun disc a black
communications  tower-transmitter
rises with dimensions of 1.6 x 2.3 cm,
around which are yellow concentric
circles and transversal lines repre-
senting signal emission. Below the
outline, “ARM?” is printed in yellow,
and below it “BOJIHO” (VODNO) on

a line with yellow edges. Around the emblem,
0.4 cm from the external edge, a light red line

is printed that forms an inside frame.
(Fig. 18)

During the insurgency in 2001,
some of the members of the reserve
forces of the ARM designed their own
specific emblem—a dark red shield
with dimensions of 6.3 x 8.5 cm. The
flag of the Republic of Macedonia is
printed on the emblem, over which
“bBE3BE/IHOCHU CUJIT” (SECU-
RITY FORCES) and “ARM” ap-
pear in black in two rows. Below it
is a representation of a the head of a
bear facing outward in black and dark
brown, with the inscription “MEUYKIN”
(BEARS) below it in black. Around
the emblem, on 1 cm from the external
edge, a black line is printed that forms
an inside frame. (Fig. 19)

In 2005, ten years after the change
of the state flag, the “forbidden sym-
bol” appeared on the new emblem of
the Engineer Regiment of ARM. The

sions of 7.8 x 9.5 cm. In the center of
the shield are embroidered two black
towers connected with a bridge, while
in the gray background a wall of a
fortress is embroidered. Below the
bridge, dark blue waves are embroi-
dered, and under them is a black-gray
ancient helmet. Above the towers and
the bridge is embroidered a 16-rayed
yellow sun. Around the emblem is a black fim-
briation, 0.3 cm wide. (Fig. 20)

Above this, an emblem in a form
of semicircular red ribbon is worn
with dimensions of 1.7 x 7.6 cm, on
which the inscription “ENGINEER”
is embroidered in yellow. Around the
emblem is a black fimbriation, 0.3 cm
wide. (Fig. 21)

The emblems of the Engineer Regi-
ment also have a light blue background.
(Fig. 22) These emblems were used until the
following year, 2006, when a new emblem was
designed for the transformed Engineer Battalion.

After 15 years, on 3 January 2008 the Pres-
ident of the Republic of Macedonia signed the
second Regulation on Unique insignia of Army
membership, the uniform, rank insignia, arms
and services, flags, and insignia for the units
and the manner and circumstances of their use.
The Regulation established the new emblems of
the commands and units of ARM that had been
were introduced in 2005/2006 (Official Gazette,
2008). The state flag appears on the emblems of
the Joint Operations Command, the Helicopter
Combat Squadron and the Helicopter Transport
Squadron as part of the Air Force, the Training
Command, and the Logistics Support Command.

The insignia of the Joint Operations Com-
mand is circular with yellow fimbriation, di-
vided into two circles. The first circle is dark
blue, on which is inscribed “3/IPYKEHA
OIIEPATMBHA KOMAH/JIA” (JOINT OPER-
ATIONS COMMAND), while in the lower part
are nine S5-pointed stars placed symmetrically.
The second circle contains the state flag in the
base of upper half; the lower half is light green.

Below the
tank are a tank gun and a firearm, while from the
middle of the tank extend representations of two
wings. (Fig. 23)

The insignia of the Helicopter Combat Squad-
ron (HCS) is a shield with dark blue fimbriation,
bearing 29 yellow stars. In the upper part of the
insignia is a helicopter in action, while in the
lower part is a target with dark blue background.
On the red background is a sunrise
with three yellow rays that expand to-
ward the upper part and end near the
edge of the ribbon. (Fig. 24)

The emblem of the Helicopter
Transport Squadron is a shield with
dark blue fimbriation. The shield con-
tains a smaller sky-blue shield, on the
base are two winged horses facing
each other. In the lower part is a globe;
in the upper part the Republic of
Macedonia is represented in the
form of the flag below five yel-
low stars. (Fig. 25)

Besides the emblem of HCS
described in the Regulation, the
pilots of the Mi-24 combat heli-
copters wear an emblem on their
uniforms in a rectangular shape
with dimensions of 10.5 x 6 cm. Around the
emblem, a dark blue frame 1 cm wide is em-
broidered; on the upper part is “Mi-24" and the
lower part “Hind Rider” embroidered in yellow.
In the center is a green-white-beige Mi-24 he-
licopter, below it is a mountain embroidered in
white, while behind the helicopter is a sun with
yellow rays on red background. This emblem is
not described in the 2008 Regulation.
(Fig. 26)

The insignia of the Training Com-
mand is circular with yellow fimbria-
tion, divided into two circles. The first
circle is dark blue; in the upper part is
the semicircular yellow inscription

The insignia of the Logistics Support Com-
mand is circular with dark green fimbriation,
divided into two circles. The first circle is ol-
ive-green; in the upper partis the yellow semicircu-
lar inscription “KOMAHJIA 3A JIOTUCTUYKA
IMMOAJAPIIKA” (LOGISTICS SUPPORT COM-
MAND), in the lower part are embroidered seven
stars. The second circle is red, in which five yel-
low rays are representedsymbolically; their cen-
ter is located in the lower part of the circle that
represents a wheel on which is a sword. (Fig. 28)

The emblem of the Second Logistics Battal-
ion is a light green shield with dark blue fimbri-
ation with dimensions of 7 x 9 cm. Symbols of
logistics are in the middle, below them
is the inscription “2.JIOTMCTUYKN
BATAJIJOH” (2. LOGISTICS BAT-
TALION) in two rows, below them is
a circle depicting the state flag, placed
on two crossed swords, while on the
right and left are guards. Above the
circle is the inscription “3HAEBE
N PABOTA” (KNOWLEDGE AND
WORK). (Fig. 29) This emblem is not
described in the 2008 Regulation.

The insignias of the commands are
circular with a diameter of 8 cm. The
insignias of the units are shield, with
dimensions of 7 x 8 cm.

In anticipation of the 20th anni-
versary of the ARM, besides the new
uniform for the guard unit and the new
digital military-field uniform for the
Army members, on 9 July 2012 the
President of the Republic of Mace-
donia signed the third Regulation on
Unique Insignia for ARM membership,
the uniform, rank insignias, arm and
service insignias, the unit insignias, as
well as the manner and circumstances
for their use (Official Gazette, 2012).
This regulation introduced new insig-
nias for nearly all commands and units
of the ARM in accordance with the
new formation-organization structure

The state flag appears on the
emblems of the Helicopter Com-
bat Squadron, Helicopter Transport
Squadron, Pilot Training Center of
the Air Brigade, the Training and
Doctrines Command, and the Cadets
Training Center, as well as the Re-
serve Forces Command.

The insignia of the Helicopter
Combat Squadron is a shield with
a dark olive green-ashen ribbon on
which appear 18 yellow stars. The
shield’s fimbriation is yellow. In the
upper part of the shield is a helicop-
ter in action; in the lower part is target
with a dark green background. On the
red background is a sunrise with three
yellow rays that expand toward the
upper part and end near the edge of the
ribbon. (Fig. 30, 31)

The insignia of the Helicopter
Transport Squadron is a shield with a
dark olive green-ashen ribbon bearing
18 yellow stars. The shield’s fimbri-
ation is yellow. The shield has a red
field on which is a sun with four rays.
In the center of the insignia is a rep-
resentation of a black horse salient
facing the sun. In upper part of the in-
signia is a sword with its blade facing
upward on which are yellow wings.
(Fig. 32, 33)

The insignia of the Pilot Training Center is

a circular with dark green fimbriation.
In the center of the circle is a dark
green-black-white lynx head. Below
the lynx are helicopter rotors; above
the head is inscribed “P.T.C. MACE-
DONIA”. The basis of the emblem is
the state flag of the Republic of Mace-
donia. (Fig. 34) This emblem is not
described in the 2012 Regulation.

In the center of
the insignia is the flag of the Republic
of Macedonia over which are crossed
gun, sword, and tank gun.

On 25 December 2018, the
President of the Republic of
Macedonia signed the fifth Reg-
ulation on insignias for ARM
(Official ~ Gazette,
2018). It anticipated new insig-
nias for part of the commands
and units in accordance with the transformation
announced for the ARM, but the state flag is not
present in them, and the new em-
blems are yet to be put into use.

According to Article 4 of the
Law on use of the coat of arms,
flag, and anthem of the Republic
of Macedonia from 9 July 1997,
“the coat of arms and the flag of
the Republic of Macedonia may
be used only in the form and content provided by
law. Nothing can be inscribed or written on the
coat of arms and flag of the Republic of Mace-
donia, nor can they be changed. However, if
prescribed by law and other regulations, the coat
of arms and the flag of the Republic of Mace-
donia may be used as an integral part of other
emblems, or insignias (military, command, and
rank flags, etc.) or on the flag of the Republic of
Macedonia a certain date or name (military and
other ceremonial flags, etc.) can be inscribed.”
Bearing in mind the importance of the military
as a state organization and a pillar of the nation-
al security, it is precisely this legal provision
that permits the state flag to be an integral part
of military emblems and flags. If the emblems
of the ARM commands and units described and
displayed above are carefully considered, devi-
ations from the prescribed flag format—that is,
proportions of 1:2—can be observed. The state
flag is displayed on the emblems in inappropri-
ate dimensions and form, and other symbols are
often applied on it, which requires special atten-
tion.

The flag of the Republic of Macedonia in
1992— 2018 appears in a total of 43 different em-

It appears as a stand-alone
emblem in six designs—as the first emblem of
the ARM in May 1992, printed on canvas, which
ARM members wore until
August of the same year.
Then after the new national
flag was adopted, from Au-
gust 1992 to October 1995
the emblem with the Sun of
Kutles was worn in an em-
broidered and woven “jac-
quard” version. In 1995 it
was replaced by an emblem
with the new 8-pointed sun,

One of the earliest
recorded descriptions
of a decoration and
reward appears in the
Old Testament: And Pharaoh took the ring out
of his hand and put it on Joseph’s hand, and put
it on a garment of fine linen, and put a golden
chain around his neck. (Ge 41:42)

In the ancient Macedonian kingdom, nobles
received precious gifts and land to recognize
their victories in battles. Royal companions
(hetairoi) of the king received a hat (kausia) and
coat as external markings of their affiliation with
the Order of Hetairoi. (IIpoeBa 2004, 338-343)
The kausia hat worn by the kings was white and
had a ribbon adorned with royal embroidery.
(Plutarch, Ant., 54)

Inthe Middle Ages, religious orders appeared,
and later monarchist and meritocratic orders and
brotherhoods. (JoroBcku 2015, 295)

The first in-depth study of decorations and
orders was made by Jeronimus Magiser in his
work A Tractate of the Triple Knighthood and
all Knight Orders of Christendom (Ein Tractat
von dem Dreyfachen Ritterstand und aller Ritter
Orden der Christenheit) published in Frankfurt
in 1593 in German (Megiser 1593). Magister’s
work was the first of its kind published in the
German language and had a significant impact in
this area in the following centuries.

One of the first historically important orders
is considered to be The Royal and Military
Order of Saint Louis (in French: L Ordre Royal
et Militaire de Saint-Louis), a dynastic order of

Another such order of merit was
the Order of Merit (Pour le Meérite)
of Prussian King Frederic the Great
(Friedrich II) established in 1740.
(Nimmergut, 1997)

The highest order in the Ottoman
Empire at that time was the Order of
Merit (in Turkish: Nisan-i Imtiyaz)
established by Sultan Abdul Hamid
I in 1780. Other decorations were
the Order of Pride (in Turkish:
Nisan-i Ifiihar) introduced in 1831
by Sultan Mahmud II and the Order
of Ottomania (in Turkish: Osmanli Devlet Nisant)
introduced in 1862 by Sultan Abdiilaziz. (Eldem,
2004)

The first decorations in Macedonia were
the “Certificates of Courage” issued by the
Macedonian Revolutionary Organization (MRO/
IMRO) before and during the 1903 Ilinden
Uprising. These certificates were part of an effort
to establish an award system in Macedonia and
are a valuable legacy in Macedonian phaleristic
heritage. (I'eoprues 2010)

In 1912, Vardar Macedonia was annexed
by the Kingdom of Serbia and Yugoslavia,
which used its own orders/medals. The first
truly Macedonian decoration was the Ilinden
Memorial Medal, established by the National
Assembly of the People’s Republic of Macedonia
in 1950 with the promulgation of the Law on the
[linden Memorial Medal. The medal, popularly
called the Ilindenka, was awarded in 1953
to commemorate the survivors of the Ilinden
Uprising on its 50th anniversary. (JoHOBCKH

DESCRIPTION OF THE

ORDER

The Order Solem Imperii
Macedonice is an associate
insignia of the honorary title
Macedonian Senator. It is a

collar with an order’s pendant in the form of a
so-called Spanish-type shield measuring 76 x 70
mm. On the upper part of the shield, mounted on
an oak leaf plait on both sides, is a stylized crown
measuring 23 x 37mm. At the bottom of the
shield in the semicircle is engraved (inscribed)
the “SOLEM IMPERII MACEDONIA”, and on

the back is engraved the name of the organization

On each side of the eight
plates is a vertical oak leaf
plait, and in the middle of the
tiles, in a 17 mm diameter
circle, is the solar symbol
of the Macedonian royal
dynasties. (IIpoeBa 1997,
183-185, IIpoesa 2014, 174)
The rest of the necklace is a
270 mm-long chain that can
be adjusted depending on the
height of the recipient.

The technical design of
the Order‘s sign is designed
by The Oak Tree Design
Studio (the Netherlands)
made of silver, bronze, and
gilded parts weighing 450
grams and packed in a red luxurious velvet box
25.5 x 20.5 x 3.5 mm. The broad purple sash/
ribbon with yellow-gold trim and background
is made of silk satin 90 mm wide and 179 cm
long. The Order Solem Imperii Macedonice is
awarded to the recipient with a broad purple sash
(previously worn across the body, from the left
shoulder to the right hip). The Order’s collar
has a ceremonial character and is worn during
the sessions or ceremonies of the Macedonian
Senate and during the ceremonies receiving new
senators. There is no minature or service ribbon
for the Order.

The honorary title Macedonian Senator and
the Order Solem Imperii Macedonice are not
hereditary and they may remain as an inheritance
to the relatives of the deceased
honorees/recipients or be
donated to a museum.

The inauguration
ceremony for the Order took
place with the award of the
honor title Macedonian
Senator and the Order Solem
Imperii Macedoniz to Robert
Badinter on 28 January 2004
at Hotel du Louvre in Paris,
a historic hotel building
from the mid-19th century
and center of significantly
important receptions/events
of socio-political, artistic
and scientific importance
to France, Europe, and the
United States (dypranocku
2004,16-20).

The second ceremony,
to award the Order Solem
Imperii Macedonice to His
Imperial and Royal Highness
Dr. Otto von Habsburg, was
planned for February 2004 in
Austria at Wartholtz Castle
(where he was born and
baptized), but he proposed
that it take place instead
during the Pan-European
Union International Regional
Conference in Skopje from
20 to 22 February 2004, as
he was its chairman. So the
ceremony occurred during
the opening reception of the
conference, 20 February, at
the (then) Hotel Panorama
outside of Skopje (on Mount
Vodno).

(20.11.1912-4.7.2011) was the
last Crown Prince of Austria-

Hungary. He served from
1979 to 1999 as a Member of
the European Parliament and
was a spokesman for the the
Committee on Political Affairs
of the European Parliament.
From 1973 to 2004 he was
president of the International
Pan-European Union. Dr.
Otto von Habshurg held an
Honorary Doctor of Political
Science from the University
of Sts. Cyril and Methodius in
Skopje. He was great supporter
of Macedonia’s full membership
in the European Union, the right
of self-determination, and use of
“Macedonia” as its historical and
constitutional name.

SIGNIFICANCE OF THE
ORDER

The Order of the Sun of the
Macedonian  Empire  (Solem
Imperii Macedonice) has received
mixed reactions from the public.
According to some, it cannot be
considered the “first Macedonian
Order” because it
awarded by a state institution,
rather the first such medals were
those awarded by the Ministry
of Emigration of the Republic of
Macedonia in 2000. To others, it
is just a “clientele* order.

However, those four
decorations awarded by the
Ministry of Emigration on

the occasion of 2000 years of
Christianity were the medals
of St. Clement of Ohrid, St.
Paul the Apostle, and St. John
Kukuzel and the Justiniana Prima
testimonial plaque, which were
given to prominent individuals,
associations, clubs, and charities
who in various ways helped to
affirm and advance Macedonia
and Macedonism in general.
But according to Article 84 of
the Constitution of the Republic
of Macedonia, which defines
the duties of the President of
the Republic, only the president
grants A legal
interpretion that he alone had

the award of such medals by the Ministry of
Emigration and they were outlawed. Thus, these
awards (medals) do not have the legal status of
state decorations.

The first Law on Decorations of the Republic
of Macedonia was adopted 12 September 1995
and amended in 2002. (Cxyxo0en 48/02) Not
until 2004 was aprocedure
launched to determine the
design of the decorations,
which was crucial
to  their realization.
Finally, in April
2005 the Macedonian
Assembly presented
the first Macedonian
wah decorations, granted by
Macedonian  President
Branko Crvenkovski
on 18 August 2005.
The “Wolves” Special
Forces Battalion (of the
Army of the Republic of
Macedonia), received the Order of Military Merit
14 years after the independence of the Republic
of Macedonia and 18 months after the first order
Solem Imperii Macedonice was awarded by the
World Macedonian Congress in Paris.

Immediately after the presentation of these
decorations in the Assembly and after reviewing
the appearance and specifics of the orders and
medals, George Goce Durtanoski and John
Todorovski, publicly announced their opinion
on the state decorations
as an important feature of
statechood. The statement
regretted the “unfortunate
design chosen for state
decorations that did not
meet the base/norms of
Macedonian culture and
historical tradition, the

Efforts to diminish the
importance of the first
Macedonian Order Solem
Imperii Macedonice and even
present it in a negative light
before its inauguration and
in the months thereafter, as
seen in various diplomatic
correspondence and statements, ultimately did
more damage to the state rather than to the World
Macedonian Congress.

Although a broader formal legal inter-
pretation might regard the Order of the Sun
of the Macedonian Empire (Solem Imperii
Macedonice) as a “clientele” order (JoHOBCKH
2015, 297)—something opponents of this award
emphasized—the recipients of the award were in
no way indebted (financially or with any other
services) to the World Macedonian Congress.
The extremely small number of awards granted
distinguishes this decoration from “clientele
orders”, especially since they were awarded to
Robert Badinter and Otto von Habsburg solely
for their unquestionable merit in supporting
Macedonia, and the awardees were also later
honored by the State with the Order on 8§
September 2007, and with the Order of Merit for
Macedonia in 2011, respectively.

On the other hand, certain WMC repre-
sentatives wanted to perform ceremonies of
their own, contrary to the
statute and regulations for
awarding the Order Solem
Imperii Macedonice, thereby
risking the Order becoming
a “clientele order”. Therefore
the decision to put the awards
on hold was the appropriate
course of action.

Imperii Macedonice remains “the first order in
the history of the restored state of Macedonia”,
which is (both) visible and fully justified by
the name, style, insignia, and
symbolism /composition of the
Order and is in accordance with
the Statute of the Organization
of the WMC—the only
Macedonian non-governmental
organization with international
status and in the spirit of citizen
diplomacy to affirm Macedonia
and its cultural and historical
heritage.

As an epilogue, the World
Macedonian Congress, through
its Department of Foreign Affairs and the two
orders awarded, achieved its goal and accelerated
the work of the Commission on Awarding
Decorations and Recognitions which resulted
in the immediate elaboration of state orders and
medals, thus completing another segment of
Macedonian statehood.

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ACTIVITIES OF MHS

In September 2019, the President of the
MHS, Dr. Jonovski, visited colleagues in Bel-
grade, Dragomir Acovic and Nenad Jovanovic.

In October, the president of FIAV, the Interna-
tional Federation of Vexillological Associations,
which is also a member of the Macedonian Heral-
dic Society, Dr. Zeljko Heimer, paid a three-day
visit to the MGD, giving three lectures: First at the
Faculty of Law Iustinianus Primus on the topic of
Symbols as emblems of the state, with examples of
contemporary use of flags in Croatia.

The second lecture was held at Izgrev Asso-
ciation on the topic of Croatian National Iden-
tity: Coats of Arms and Flags of Municipalities
in Croatia. The third lecture was at the Jewish
Community on the Symbols of the Jewish People
and the State of Israel.

Dr. Jonovski returned the visit and met in Za-
greb with Dr. Stjepan Josic, an associate mem-
ber of the MHS and author of the very important
work Ideology of Identity, and Dr. Tijana Trako
Poljak, author of the Study of the Symbols of
Croatian Identity.

In the journal History of the Union of Histo-
rians of the Republic of Macedonia, Jonovski’s
article entitled “The Development of the Mace-
donian Heraldic Thought” is published.

Jonovski was also present at the annual as-
sembly of the Bulgarian Heraldry and Vexillolo-
gy Society, where long-time president and mem-
ber of the MHS, Dr.
Stoyan Antonov, was
succeeded Aleksandar
Aleksiev.

In December, a
scientific meeting on
the topic of Christo-
pher Zhefarovic and
his time will be held
in Strumica with the
participation of Dr.
