THE SUN IN MUNICIPAL
HERALDRY IN
THE REPUBLIC OF
MACEDONIA

(This paper was presented at the 32 International
Congress of Genealogical and Heraldic Sciences,
held in Glasgow, Scotland, 2016)

Municipal heraldry deals with Coats of Arms
where the armiger is a territory or settlement.
The territory may be the state, a republic,
province, region, district, a borough or similar.
While the settlement may be a metropolis,
city, town, village, township, municipality or
local community. Municipal heraldry is closely
related to the system of administrative divisions,
which in turn, can be on several levels. In the
Socialist Republic of Macedonia, after WWII
there were several territorial divisions and, in
1965, districts were abolished and a single-level
administrative division with 32 municipalities
was introduced alongside the City of Skopje as
a separate administrative unit. The territorial
divisions were governed by the Constitutional
Law, where
there is no

In 2004, the number of municipalities
was reduced to 84, and in 2013 the number
of municipalities became the current 80
plus the city of Skopje having
a special status which includes
10 municipalities. There are 8
planning and statistical regions
that do not have the status of
administrative  regions.  The
Law again only regulates the
registration of coats of arms,

without entering into the
technicalities of their design and
use.’

The majority of municipal
Statutes stipulate that arms
are obtained through public
competition. Almost all
competitions read as follows: “The
arms should contain elements that
represent the historical tradition,
cultural  heritage, landscape
features, geographical, economic
and other characteristics of the
municipality”.*

The most commonly used
elements are factories, factory
chimneys and cogwheels -
symbols of the working class and
fields or stalks of wheat, a symbol
of agriculture, and the sunrise - a symbol of a
brighter future.

The majority of the arms have a landscape
ideology and are far from classical heraldry. In
the 2015 study, municipal coats of arms were
classified into 4 categories according to their
heraldic potential: (1) Heraldic - coats of arms
that, according to the Civic Heraldic System of
the Macedonian Heraldry Society are considered
heraldic or could become so with only minor
changes. This category has 15 arms or 18%;
(2) Potentially heraldic - coats of arms with

The most frequent charge is the sun,
appearing on 33 of the arms or 41%.

THE SUN SYMBOL

The sun has always fascinated people,
especially its strength and power that changes
cyclically. It was one of the first deities, which
is reflected in all cultures. The sun symbolizes
variously a new beginning, a new era, freedom
or prosperity. The independence of the nation is
closely related to the freedom of the people and
this is one of the main reasons for the choice of
the sun as a symbol. The sun of the Macedonian
flag is a symbol of the independence and of
freedom - the long held desires of the people
for an independent state and the independent
management of its territory.®

The sun has been a symbol in
Macedonia from antiquity until
modern times when it can be
found on the national Arms, on the
flag and in the national anthem.
The sun symbol and its cult first
appear recorded at the end of the
Bronze Age. The sun god Apollo
was respected by Paeonians, as
is evidenced by the coins of the
Paeonian king Lyceum. The sun is
also found on the coins minted by
the Macedonian kings.°

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The sun as a powerful symbol continues to
appear in paintings under the Byzantine empire.
For instance, in the mural at St. Andrea at Matka
Canyon near Skopje, (14c); on the facade of the
church of St. George in Staro Nagorichane (early
14c); and on the shields of the holy warriors in
the church of Saint Panteleimon of Nerezi (12¢)
which are semée of suns.’

The sun as a national symbol appears on the
flag of Macedonia proposed by the Macedonian
colony in St. Petersburg in 1914. The flag was
Gules with a Gules unicorn rampant on canton
Argent. In the lower corner, there is one quarter
of a sun Or with multiple thin linear rays, with
inscription above the rays: “One Independent
Macedonia”."

The sun appears as a symbol on the arms
of the People’s Republic of Macedonia and its
anthem and, after the independence, the sun
also features on the flag, first with 16 converging
rays and later with 8 diverging rays.

THE SUN IN HERALDRY

The sun in heraldry is normally represented
in only one way, called the “sun in splendour”. It
is commonly represented by the sun disk from
which alternately emerge straight and wavy
rays. In addition, the disc may have the features
of a human face. The number of rays, which are
always directly emerge from the disk, can vary."

The sun as appearing in
municipal arms in Macedonia
currently is of various types
of suns similar to those
that appear on the flags and
therefore, should be considered
as vexillologic representations
of suns. The FOTW (Flags of
the World) website illustrates
5 types of sun: 1. The Sun in
Splendour - the heraldic sun; 2.
Sunlight - a sun of any type with
rays directly emerging; 3. Solar Cross - a circle
with a cross; 4. Solar disk - a sun without rays; 5.
Solar Symbol - any symbol of the sun other than
the above.®

The sun
with convergent rays - when the rays, regardless
of their origins, end at a single point; and lastly 5.
Sun of Vergina (Kutles), a special type of sun with
convergent rays, that although it could be found
in many places, is named after the sun symbol
located on the lid of the sarcophagus of the
royal tombs in Vergina.® Heraldically, actually
it is a star, but due to perception it is considered
sun with small sun disk, usually with an equal
number of primary and secondary rays, where
the rays begin with a semicircle. The secondary
ones are shorter and start at a greater distance
from the central disk but they end at the same
distance as the primary rays. The sun of this type
can have 6, 8, 12 or 16 rays."

In suns with rays, an important consideration
is whether the rays begin directly from the disk or
there is space between them. Sometimes the rays
are present without the disk. Here they will be
typified as the type of those with a sun disk. This
is done because the sun’s rays in heraldry can
exist alone but it is quite a separate phenomenon.
The sun’s rays can emerge from other heraldic
figures and then these are blazoned “rayonnée”.

The sun can be part of a “sunrise” when only
parts of the sun are seen and the remainder is
behind the horizon or other elements, often
mounts.

TYPE 1. SOLAR DISK

This type is the simplest
representation of the sun with
only a round disc, without
rays.

This type of sun is repre-
sented on arms of three munici-
palities, Zelino, where it is part
of the landscape - the sun is
Argent over an Azure horizon;
on the arms of Studenicani - the
sun is also part of the landscape
composition, where the sun Or
rises from behind the mountain
on an Azure field. Sun of Tearce
is the same.

TYPE 2. HERALDIC SUN

A classical heraldic sun has a solar disk
and, usually, alternately straight and wavy
rays always directly connected
to the disc. Additionally, the disk
can have features of a human
face. The number of rays in
general is not part of the blazon
but falls under heraldic artistic
interpretation, although for a
number of armigers, the number
of rays has special importance.

The sun of this type is
represented as a crest on the
arms of Aerodrom. The sun Or
has 24 wavy rays of which 13 are
visible. A sun of this type does not
occur in the shield of any municipality.

TYPE 3. THE SUN WITH DIVERGENT
RAYS

Sun with divergent rays where the rays
spread radially and divergently from the sun-
disc. The sun in the arms and the flag of the
Republic of Macedonia is of this type. The rays
can spread to the edges of the field (the shield)
or be erased and thus form an emblem.

This type of sun is found in 12 arms, on 9
of which there is a sunrise - that is where part
of the sun is below the horizon. The suns have
five or eight visible rays (total 7 Arms: Vasilevo,
Karbinci, Kisela Voda, Pehcevo, Sopiste, Caska,
Suto Orizari). The arms of Zrnovci and Resen
have 12 or 13 visible rays respectively.

The sun can be found above
the horizon in the arms of Butel,
Demir Kapija and Zelnikovo,
where sun Or is on Azure sky.

TYPE 4. SUN WITH CONVERGING
RAYS

The sun with convergent rays is a disc from
which rays of a defined length
emerge. The rays can spring
directly from the disc or can be
separated. Rays can have a simple
triangular shape or have another
shape (e.g. diamond). If the rays
begin with a semi-circle, then they
are considered to be the next type
sun - that of Kutles.

This type of sun is found on 12
arms in 5 of which the sun is part
of a symbolic landscape, Azure sun
Or (Gevgelija, Gradsko, Debarca,
Makedonski Brod and Novaci).

On another 7 Arms (Bogdanci,
Bosilovo, Gjorce Petrov, Karpos$, Krivogastani,
Negotino and Strumica) the sun appears as an
emblem in the field, and in 2 other arms, the sun is
combined with another symbol.

Subtypes of this type of sun: 4 suns have rays
joined to the disk and 6 rays are separate from the
disk.

TYPE 5. SUN OF KUTLES TYPE
The sun of Kutles type is a small sun disk
with rays beginning with a semicircular base,
and continue with a length larger
than the disc. Most often, there is

SUN IN THE MUNICIPALITIES*
DESCRIPTION OF THE ARMS

The official description’® of the coat of arms
Municipalities could be classified in 5 categories:

1. No official description at all. - Municipality
officials/employees do not recall having an
official description of the arms, just the image
of it.

2. No mention of the sun - usually

the arms are described as: “the
local landscape”, “Surrounding”,
“Geographic specifics”.

3. The content of the arms is just
listed, - arms described by listing
the elements: “On the Arms of the
Municipality there are: field, sky,
sun...”

4. Sun described as Sunrise - The
content of the “Arms” is described
as: “Behind the mountain there is a
sunrise”.

5. More detailed description - The
content of the “Arms” is described
as: “There is a half of the sun with 13
visible rays coming out of the sun, the
rays being wavy.”

SUMMARY

From the municipal arms in the country
(including the arms of the City of Skopje), 33 of
the arms, or 41%, contain a sun emblem, making
the sun the most frequent charge in municipal
arms. There are five types of sun represented
on municipal arms: 1. The sun without rays (3
arms); 2. The heraldic sun (a single example);
3. A sun with divergent rays (12 arms); 4. A sun
with converging rays (12 arms); and type 5. The
sun of Vergina (5 arms).

In 25 arms, or 76%, of the arms with sun,
the sun is just part of the landscape, or as a
phenomenon - a sunrise. It should be noted
especially that the sun in these arms is defined
as “behind the mountain”, “a sunrise” - the
national anthem sings about the birth of the sun
- sunrise.

Regarding the heraldic nature of the arms
containing a sun: 17, or 52%, are landscape arms
without the possibility to be considered heraldic;

Of all the historic figures born in Macedonia,
Alexander the Great is surely the most important
in heraldic aspect and connotation. This is due to
his popularity in Medieval Europe as a result of
the wide distribution of the literary works known
as “The Romance of Alexander”. The Romance
of Alexander appeared in the X century, and by
the late XIII century was complemented with
graphics with heraldic content. These books
were often a translation of the work
of an unknown author, sometimes
referred to as Pseudo - Callisthenes,
written during the II - III centuries
in classical Greek.' In the fourth
century a Latin copy of the same
work appeared, and probably during
the X century an Old Slavonic
translation appeared.”> Alexander
the Great is found in other medieval
works with broader historical
themes, or works with encyclopedic
character. These works show
miniature  illustrations  with
heraldic content. The attributed
coat of arms of Alexander the Great
is found as part of the mobile and
immobile cultural heritage. The mobile heritage
can be divided into written sources and tapestries;
the immobile heritage is essentially part of the
architectural ornamentation.

The classification of the written sources
can be made on several features yielding the
following partitions; 1. Type-written sources:
a) historic books; b) armorials; c) illustrations;
2. Content of the written sources: a) the Nine
Worthies; b) illustrated novels - the Romance
of Alexander; c) general historic content; 3.
Symbols in the written sources: a) lion; b) griffin;
c) bell; d) crown; e) wolf; f) goat; g) bends/party

All the sources are part of one of the mentioned
categories simultaneously.

If Alexander was Macedonia’s most
interesting heraldic person then, the lion is
surely his most interesting symbol. This is
primarily due to the fairly widespread use of the
lion as a Macedonian symbol in the XIX century
which in turn was due to the Stematography by
Christopher Zhefarovich,’ but perhaps more so
because of the unsolved issue of the heraldic
coat of arms of the Republic of Macedonia. The
latter is definitely strongly influenced by the
work of Alexander Matkovski “The Coat of Arms
of Macedonia” which until recently was the only
major work of heraldry* in Macedonian, despite
the fact that it deals only with one
part relating to Illyrian heraldry.’
A Certain light on this issue is cast
by a recent article "From the coat
of arms of Alexander the Great to
the coat of arms of Macedonia”® in
which the author tries to indicate
the relationship between Western
European and Illyrian heraldry.

This article has a goal of
processingawider group of 35sources
in which a heraldic lion is found
in the attributed coats of arms of
Alexander the Great. The article will
not analyze the meaning of the lion
as a symbol of the Macedonian ruler
nor will it review its relevance today, especially
in the context of resolving the Coat of Arms of
Macedonia, because that would be subject to very
considerable effort. But it is hoped to acquaint
the reader with various blazons including a lion
attributed to Alexander the Third.

According to the type of work taken into
consideration, 17 are historical books and 18 are
armorials. Of the historybooks, 6 are books with
general historic content, three are for the Nine
Worthies and the remaining 8 are Romance of
Alexander. In terms of language, eleven are in
French, three books are in Latin and one each
in Persian, Portuguese and Classical Greek. In

Of the eighteen armorials twelve are written
in French, two each are in Portuguese and Spanish
and one roll each is in German and English. In
virtually all the armorials, the attributed coat of
arms of Alexander is part of the series of the Nine
Worthies. See Table 2 on p.18.

The presented tables show that the attributed
coats of arms of Alexander the Great are rich
with blazons. Specifically, the group could be
divided into four subgroups in terms of the
heraldic position of the lion and its attributes
as: lion rampant (19 times or 54%); lion bearing
an axe (8 times or 23%); bearing an axe seated on
a throne (7 times or 20%) and two lions affrontés
(1 time or 3%). If allocated by type of source,
then the lion rampant is encountered five times
in six sources with general history content. The
remaining one source shows
a lion bearing an axe. In the
Romances of Alexander and
the Nine Worthies the lion
rampant is found seven times,
and the lion bearing an axe and
a lion sitting on a throne two
times respectably. The part of
the armorials has almost an
equal representation of the
three out of the four blazons.
So the lion rampant is found
seven times, and the lion
bearing an axe and the lion
sitting on a throne five times, respectively. In
this group there’s an example of two lions facing
one another or affronté heraldically speaking.

It has already been pointed out that in all
processed armorials the attributed coat of arms
of Alexander the Great is part of the series of the
Nine Worthies. This means that along with the
three novel works of such content covered here,
this group has 21 coat of arms from that series
making it the largest group of coat of arms.
That is why it is interesting to see the heraldic
content of this group. The lion rampant appears
8 times out of 21 or 38%, the lion bearing an axe
and a lion sitting on a throne 6 times, or 29%
each, and the two lions affronté once or 4%. This

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situation is not surprising, for the simple reason
that the coat of arms of individuals covered in
the Nine Worthies have never been crystallized,
distributed and maintained in strict order
among them. The interference was rather often
especially between the coat of arms of Hector of
Troy and Alexander the Great. The most obvious
example here is the two lions that are commonly
attributed to Hector, but to Alexander also. The
lion bearing an axe and the lion seated on a
throne are also often attributed to
one or the other.

In regard to the color the
situation is similar, if not more
colorful. Thus, out of the 35 fields
17 or 48% are gules, 11 or 31% are
or, 2 or 6% are sable, 3 or 9% are
azure and 1 or 3% is argent and one
or 3% is hatched for azure without
confirmation of the color in the in
the text. The Lions on the other
hand 19 times or 54% are or, 11
times, or 31% are gules, 3 times or
9% are argent, and 1 time or 3% are
azure and sable, respectably. Allocated under
those subgroups that means:

This clearly shows that from the sources
taken in consideration for 19 lions rampant there
are 11 different blazons. For 8 lions bearing an
axe there are 5 different blazons and for 7 lions
sejant on a throne holding a halbard again 5
different blazons. The two lions affrontés
have one blazon only. All together we
come to the figure of 22 blazons for 35
reviewed sources. The language of these
written works is also indicative. As much
as 23 sources are in French and the rest
are in another Romance language. Only
one source with a lion is in German. In
addition this is also one of the oldest’
emblazons of the attributed coat of arms
of Alexander in the German countries. All
other known works in German have other
symbols on the coat of arms of Alexander,
and they are not in a small number.

From all of the above a schema becomes
evident in the representation of the heraldic
Alexander in the countries with dominant
Latin languages. It goes in two main
directions. The first direction is that of the older
general history sources where the lion rampant is
prevailing. The second is that of the Romances of
Alexander, the Nine Worthies, with nosignificance

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HISTORY OF THE
INSIGNIA OF FC VARDAR

Aleksandar Gizarovski

Next year, on July 22, 2017 we will mark seven
decades since the establishment of the sports club
,Vardar“ from Skopje. As the largest Macedonian
sports brand, ,Vardar“ deserves more attention
in terms of research, conservation and nurturing
of the club’s history and identity. This article aims
to deepen the knowledge of exactly those three
things - it is an attempt to condense all available
sources, and create a ,family tree“ of the club
,Vardar through research of the fusions of its
predecessor clubs, with a particular emphasis of
the presentation of their club colors and insignia
throughout history.

VARDAR’S FORERUNNER CLUBS

The story of ,Vardar* is one that doesn’t go
far back in time only to 1947, to the formation of
Vardar as we know it today. The story begins with
the inception of organized football itself in this
region. If we go back to 1919, we'll learn about a
clubthat was called ,Napredak*(serb. , Progress®).
It was formed in the first days of April 1919, at
the cafe ,Kermes“ in the City Park. They played
in white shirts and blue shorts, which were a
gift from the Young Men’s Christian Association
(YMCA). There are no known emblems and badges
of this club.

Almost two vears later, on March 20, 1921,
in the same café, the Skopje Sports Club (SSK)
was formed. The club played in orange and
white striped shirts, and blue shorts. From
this period one badge is known. The badge was
shield-shaped, which, at the top, the first line
reads ,CKOIJIAHCKM® (from Skopje) and in
the second row ,CIIOPT-KJIYB* (sport club).
The field has seven vertical stripes, colored
white and golden-orange alternately, and over
them there is a figure of a player with a ball,
in a dribbling posture. The badge is 17mm
wide and 23mm high and was made in Vienna.

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elected president. The following vear,
the same man initiated the fusion of
the Skopje Sport Club, Napredak and
SSK ,Makedonija“, so in August 1923
they merged into the United Skopje
Sports Club ,Makedonija“ (OSSK
»2Makedonija“). White was taken as the
club color. However, due to the political
circumstances at the time, this name
was not viewed sympathetically by the
Serbian administration, and already in
1925 it was renamed, taking the old-
new name , SSK“.

After the return to the old name
»SSK*, there are two known badges: one
emblem that was sewn on the jerseys, a
circular form with three interlocking
letters ,SSK“. The second is a pin, in
whose middle there is a red rectangle
on which with gilt letters is inscribed
,SKOPSKI SPORT KLUB*, over which
there is a smaller pentagonal shield
in black, which with gilt lettering
reads ,1919“. Around the red rectangle
there is a circular wreath whose
peaks touch the sides of the smaller
shield. The central rectangle, the smaller shield
and the wreath are outlined in gold. Judging by
the inscribed year on the small shield, we can
conclude that the oldest date of the formation
of its three predecessors. (,Napredak®, 1919) is
taken as the year of establishment of this club.

In the same period, a good number of other
clubs were established in Skopje. In March 1921,
in the restaurant named ,Bristol“ was held the
founding meeting of SK ,,Pobeda“ (mac.“Victory“)
as a workers' club. Green and white were taken
as club colors. During the first few years the club
changed its name three times - first into ,Jug"
(mac.“South“) (1922), then again to ,Pobeda“,
only to settle in 1929 as SSK ,Jug“. There are two
known versions of a badge of SK ,Pobeda“. The
first pin is in the form of a renaissance shield
with five vertical stripes painted white and green
alternately. The central green strip has a greater
thickness than the rest. The chief of the shield
is green, which with gilt lettering reads ,CCK*“.

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lined gold, set diagonally, on which in
golden letters is written ,IIOBEJJA".
The pin is 15mm wide and high, and
is produced by Brezina Zagreb. The
second pin is similar, except that the
shield doesn’t have a chief, and ,CCK“
is inscribed with golden letters at the
top of the vertical stripes, with each of
the letters being written in a separate
strip. The second difference is that
under the diagonal bar there is a stylized
soccer ball in orange, outlined in gold.
The only known pin of SSK ,Jug* has a
circular shape, with another inscribed
circle in the center. The pin is divided
horizontally, with the upper half of the
inscribed circle and the lower half of the
outer band being black and the bottom
half of the inscribed circle and the upper
part of the outer band being white. In
the upper half of the outer band with

InMay 1922, in the ,, Zrinski“ restaurant which
was located behind the old theatre in the Jewish
quarter, the most important club in Skopje from
the pre-war period was formed - SK , Gradanski“
(serb.“Citizen’s club“). Early on, ,Gradanski“
played in black and white striped shirts and white
shorts, only to switch to all-white jerseys in 1930,
with which it reached its greatest success - entry
into the then League of the Kingdom of Serbs,
Croats and Slovenes. There are three known
pins of this club. The first is a gilded plate with
a circular shape with a diameter of 20mm, on
which in the middle is located a relief image of
a player with the ball in a dribbling posture. In
the upper part along a circular path the letters
,TPAB. CIIOPTKJIYB* are inscribed, and at the
bottom , % SKOIIbE *“ (sic). Considering that

In 1929 SSK ,Slavija“ was founded, whose
colors were black and blue. The pin of the club
is in the form of a black renaissance shield
outlined in gold, whose lower part has a three-
pronged cut. In the middle of the shield there
is a blue diagonal bar lined gold, in which with
gilt lettering is written ,,CJIABUJA“. In the upper
part of the shield, over the bar, following its
diagonal direction are inscribed golden letters
,CCK“. In the lower part of the shield, next to the
bar, stand gilded letters ,1929“ horizontally, and
centrally placed at the base of the shield there is
a stylized soccer ball in orange, gold-veined. The
pin is 18mm wide and 22mm high. It was made in
Levinger and Svecenski Zagreb.

As a curiosity, we will also mention the
club ,Vardar“ from Skopje’s Topaana
neighbourhood. But this club, although
it shares the name with today's Vardar,
is not historically connected with
it. It was founded in 1924 and after
the liberation was re-formed as FK
,Edinstvo“. It existed until the early

Yugoslavia and Macedonia, Skopje’s four
strongest clubs fused: ,Gragjanski*,
»SSK*, ,Jug“ and ,Slavija“. On August
10, 1941, in the cinema ,Uranija“ (now
,Kultura“) SK ,Makedonija“ was formed,
which several years during World War II
successfully competed in the Bulgarian
national championship. The club played
in white shirts with black shorts. The
badge of the club is in the form of a black circle,
in which a stylized letter ,M*“ in white was placed.
There is a pin of the club, which is in the form of a
black circle with a red circle inscribed, in which a
silver stylized letter ,M“ stands. In the upper part
of the outer black circle ,,CK. MAKEJIO-
HUS“ is inscribed, and in the lower part
are the silver letters ,, CKOIIME“. The pin
has a diameter of 15mm. The author of
this emblem was architect Miho Cakela.

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should play in the first Yugoslav league next
season, and ,Pobeda“ should be relegated to
the Macedonian Regional League. But, after the
decision of local authorities to strengthen the
professional sport, with the aim of creating a
single powerful club that will represent not only
the city of Skopje, but the Socialist Republic of
Macedonia as a whole in the Federal League,
on July 22, 1947, in the cinema called ,Vardar®,
»2Makedonija“ and ,Pobeda“ merged into today's
,Vardar*.

THE EMBLEMS OF FC VARDAR

Since the beginning of its existence, ,Vardar*
represented a sports society with more sections,
the main one always being the football team.
But over time, especially right after Macedonia’s
independence, the sports society ,Vardar“ split
into its component sports teams, so separate
owners and managements were in charge of
foothall, handball, basketball, volleyball etc. The
sports society, although formally continued to
exist, in practice had lost the unifying power of the
past, so this contributed that the various sports
teams get custom insignia. In this article we will
focus exclusively on the insignia of the foothball
club.

In its history, ,Vardar“ had no less than 18
different emblems which often used two or
more simultaneously. This is due, at least partly,
to the lack of a visual standard, so, for example,
the emblem which was stitched on the shirt was
different from the one used in printed material
(maps, memos, in the press, etc.), all while a third
design was simultaneously molded in the form
of pins. Some emblems were used, then fell into
oblivion, only to be used again even after several
decades. This article will attempt to categorise the
designs of ,Vardar“’s emblems, sorted by year of
first appearance. These categories contain one or
multiple designs that deviate slightly from one
another. Before we begin with the categorization,
it is worth mentioning that at the constituent
assembly in 1947, it was decided that the club
colors would be blue and white, but already at the
next annual meeting in 1948 it was decided that
the colors will change to red and white . Existing

I. The first known insignia of FK ,Vardar“
is a pin which has a triangular, slightly curved
shield in red, which is a white letter ,B (cyrillic
,V¥), and over the letter ,B“ there are two white
bands, outlined in gold. In the first band with
gilt lettering is written ,®K BAPJIAP“ and in
the second band it’s inscribed ,C K O IT J E“.
The pin is enamelled, with gold edges, and has
a width of 13 mm and a height of 14mm. It was
made by IKOM Zagreb. We may encounter a
similar emblem in printed material, but with
a yellow instead of a white letter ,B“ with one
band above it, in which with yellow letters is
inscribed , ®K BAPJIAP“. A similar emblem was
sewn on the jerseys of ,Vardar“ in the 60s, but
with greater height and a bigger white letter ,B*
in the middle.

II. The second emblem is found in the
journal ,Futbal“ No. 24 from 10 January 1952.
It is printed in black and white and contains a
stylised letter ,B“ in whose lower part there’s a
football, and on the right side there are elements
of the city Coat of Arms (the Kale fortress, the
Stone Bridge and the river Vardar).

III. The third known emblem is found for the
first time also in the magazine ,Futbal®, in issue
46, from 25 February 1954. Since the magazine is
printed in black and white plus one color (which
varies from issue to issue), and the emblem of
the ,Vardar“ is printed in blue (the thematic
color of the issue), we will take the liberty to
deduct that in this emblem of ,Vardar“, the
blue color is actually red, considering the club‘s
colors at the time. This emblem appears again
in several issues of the magazine ,Futbal“ (No.91
from December 14, 1954 and No.117 from 22 June

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1955), but in black. The emblem has a shield
form, in which there are five red stripes on a
white background. At the chief of the shield,
there are two white bands outlined in red. In
the first band, is the letter ,®“ on the left end
and the letter ,K“ at the right end. In the band
underneath it it's written ,BAPJIAP“. Above the
shield there’s a red star centred in the middle of
the top edge of the shield.

There is an anecdote that says that after
the devastating earthquake of 1963, the club
received aid in the form of sports equipment
from AC ,Milan“ from Italy, following which
,Vardar“ again changes its club colors,
replacing the white with black. But there is
another version that says the color change
came as a sign of solidarity with the victims of
the devastating earthquake. Whatever the real
reason, these club colors become official and
persist to this day.

IV. On the occasion of the 25th anniversary
of the founding of the club, a commemorative
badge was issued. The shield has a rounded
triangular shape, in which on a red field there
are two black stripes. Over them stands a white
letter ,B“. The chief of the shield is white, in
which in golden letters is written , K BAPJIAP“.
Under the shield there’s a short red ribbon that
follows the shape of the shield, in which ,25“ is
written with golden figures. Around the shield
there’s a golden wreath. The basic shield from
this pin will be used further by the club as a
new emblem in the next few years. After two
decades, in 1995 and 1996, the club used this
base design for the match tickets.

V. In 1974 the previous emblem was altered,
where the upper curved edge of the emblem was

leveled. A printed version of this emblem
long remains as a
kind of standard
that will be used
by the Yugoslav
press, even after
the later adoption
of new emblems
by the club, all
until the breakup
of Yugoslavia. The

The base is a white
circle in which there is an inscribed red circle. In
the red circle the letter ,B“ is inscribed, which
in the first version of the pennant is black, and
in subsequent versions, as well as pins it has a
golden-yellow color. In the upper part of the
white circle is inscribed ,®K BAPJJAP“, and in
the lower ,CKOIIJE“. In the printed materials
they used a slightly different version, with the
middle circle being double outlined with white
and red, with the letter ,B“ occupying almost
the entire surface of the red circle and is white,
and in the outer white circle the full name is
inscribed, i.e. ,®YJBAJICKA KJIYD - BAPJIAP“
on the top, and ,,- CKOIIJE -“ on the bottom.

and below it, for the first time there’s
the year of establishment - ,,1947¢, also
in gold. In the red chief of the shield
,OK BAPJIAP is written with golden
letters. Above the shield, following
the shape of the upper edge, there’s a
stylized old-fashioned soccer ball in red
with gold trim. On the left and right
sides of the ball, following the shape of
the upper edge of the shield, there are
10 decorative leaves.

VIII. In 1982, on the occasion of 35
anniversary of the founding, the club issued a
new commemorative badge. The design was
similar to that of the previous flag, with the
stylized ball being reduced and replaced with a
more modern ball, with pentagonal constituent
patches. Instead of a separate chief, the
inscription ,®K BAPJIAP is in a red band that
cuts the black vertical stripes. Under the usual
letter ,B“ stand two years - ,,1947“ indicating the
formation, and ,1982“ which marks the 35th
anniversary. The same design was used for the
celebration of the 40th anniversary.

IX. Meanwhile, regular pins, i.e. those not
issued to mark anniversaries, will retain the
chief in red, with the left and the right upper
corner of the shield being slightly rounded.
It is interesting to note that from this period
there are three designs whose use is more like a
one-time exception than a new official emblem:

X. On the cover of the official program of the
match between ,Vardar“ and ,Dundee United*
from November 6, 1985 there is an emblem that
is similar to the previously described one, but
with rounded edges and a small ball on the top

This design will get a few adaptations,
which vary by the shape of the shield and/or
style of the inscription on the forehead of the
shield, which have variations in capital letters
(,®K.BAPJIAP.“), in latin ( ,,FC *VARDAR+“) and/
or the style of soccer ball on top (newer versions
use a modern soccer ball in black and white).

XVIL. In some printed
publications from 1999-
2000 there is a version that
is similar to the category
(XIV), but with a shorter
height, with a golden-
yellow letter ,B“. There is a
suspicion that this version
was never officially used by
the club, but is the product
of the creativity of a certain
graphic designer, who in the
absence of an official file of the emblem of the
club has created it.

XVIII. Several tickets from Vardar’s
campaign in the qualifying rounds of the
Champions League in 2003 have another
version of the emblem for which there is the
same suspicion, never being
an official emblem but an ad-
hoc solution which at the time
may have seemed good enough
to be placed on the ticket.

From all this we can
conclude  that although
,Vardar“ has a rich history
of club insignia, and although
they largely follow a pattern
that repeats over time (a red
shield with vertical black
stripesandaletter ,B“overthem), unfortunately,
it was not always heeded to keep a consistency
in the use of an appropriate official version of
the emblem. The author of these lines expresses
doubt whether one can talk about the existence
of a single official version of the club‘s emblem
in any time period. And to this day, the practice
to use a different version in the press, another
application on the jersey, third on the website
etc., continues. The hope remains that in the
near future the club will do more in this area,
and so ,Vardar“ will become a club that pays
due attention to its trademark - its emblem. H

At the end of 2015, during the scientific debate
tomark 1000 years of the death of Gavril Radomir,
held at the Institute of National History, the
President of MHS, Jovan Jonovski delivered a paper
on ,Flags in the 11th century.”

Throughout 2016, there were many visits
abroad. First, in May, the Secretary of MHS,
Aleksandar Gizarovski visited the Japanese
Vexillological Association (JVA) in Tokyo, where
he held a lecture about the state of heraldry in
Macedonia. (Fig. 1, Aleksandar with JVA president
Nozomi Kariyasu and other members of the JVA)

In June, Kosta Stamatovski placed online the
Registry of Arms on the site of the Macedonian
Heraldry Society. The International Day of
Heraldry was marked on June 10, for which on
TV NOVA there was an interview with Stojance
Velickovski. Other media presentations followed,
with Petar Gajdov, Ivan Nacevski and Jovan
Jonovski.

The President of MHS, Jovan Jonovski,
participated at the 32nd International Congress of
Genealogical and Heraldic Sciences held in Glas-
gow, Scotland, from 10 to 13 August. The Congress
with the main theme ,Origins and Development*
was attended by over 150 participants from 21
countries of whom 52 presented papers. The
Congress invited 4 young PhD students in heraldry
to present their research. One of them was Jovan
Jonovski who delivered a lecture entitled, ,The
Sun in territorial Heraldry in Macedonia“. He
visited Lyon Court, the highest court and heraldic
authority of Scotland, which is part of the Scottish
judicial system. During the visit a session of the
court was held where several heraldic cases were
heard.

Within the Congress there was a session of
the International Commission for the orders
of Chivalry, of which Jonovski is a member.
Furthermore, there was a session of the Academy
of Heraldry, of which Jonovski is an associate
member.

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In London, he visited the College of Arms,
established in 1484, which is the headquarters of
the Heralds of England and Wales, and once the
entire Commonwealth. There he was welcomed
by Somerset Herald and Portcullis Pursuivant
who showed him the Record Room, where Rolls
are stored, some dating back to its inception. They
discussed interesting details about their work that
cannot be read in any books. (Fig.2, Jovan with
Portcullis Pursuivant Christopher Wayne.)

From 29 September to 1 October 2016, the First
national Georgian conferance of Vexillology and
heraldry was held in Thilisi, Georgia. The confer-
ence was attended by representatives of heraldic
and vexillology societies from several European
countries and the United States and Canada and
representatives of international organizations.

The conference presentations were delivered

Thanks to the perfect organisation by the hosts,
the conference provided the participants not only
with the opportunity to present their topics, but
also to share experiences, practical advice, and to
establish new contacts and also to learn about the
rich history of Georgia. (Fig. 4, Stojance with Luc
Duerloo and Alfred Znamierowski)

Jonovski participated in preparing the material
for the exhibition for 25 years of independence of
the Republic of Macedonia, organized by the State
Archives of the Republic of Macedonia. (fig. 7) He
also worked on the cycle of 7 documentaries on
symbols of Macedonia of which he was the author
of three of them: heraldry, territorial arms and the
symbols of the eagle and the lion. Documentaries
will be broadcast in 2017. In the filming process,
Ivan Nacevski (fig. 8 at tha Macedonian National
Theatre) and Kosta Stamatovski (fig. 6 at the
Archeological Museum) also took part.

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THE CULT OF THE
FLAG IN THE BALKAN
PHALERISTICS -
ORDER OF THE FLAG

The flag may be only a piece of cloth, which in of
itself has an use and fair value. With a combination
of colors and symbols, it will have a different value
and that is what makes it is a symbol of statehood.
It would not be wrong if anyone noticed that it is
the most prominent and/or the most widely used
symbol of the state.

Since the beginning of time, the initial use of
the flag as a symbol, it is perceived as a cult, as a
designation of origin, first used by a ruler and later
to the nation and state.

The cult of the flag manifests itself in the
national phaleristics (the study of orders and
decorations of a countryl. There are many
examples where the coat of arms of the state or
the coat of arms of the sovereign is one of the
basic elements of the orders, but the flag also
has an important place in phaleristics of certain
countries. There are national orders dedicated to
the flag in many countries around the world; such
examples (both past and present) include Albania,
Afghanistan, Republic of China (Taiwan), Serbia,
Montenegro, Hungary, North Korea, Azerbaijan,
Yugoslavia among others.

Given the fact that this is an extensive topic
with a lot of material that needs a large space and
attention to present on a dignified way, on this
occasion we will elaborate on flag phaleristics in
the Balkan states. Of all the countries of the Balkan
peninsula only three countries in their reward
systems have a decoration with the title “Order of
the flag”; Albania, Montenegro and Serbia.

In the past, the ,Order of the Flag“ was part of
the award system of the SFR Yugoslavia and it was
one of the highest honors of Yugoslavia. The Order
was awarded in a five classes, and ,First Class of
the Order of the Yugoslavian Flag with sash” was
ranked as the eighth highest in importance among
the decorations of the former Yugoslavia. (Fig. 1)

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After the dissolution of Yugoslavia,
the ,,Order of Yugoslav flag“ still was
a part of the award system of the
Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, and
later in the State Union of Serbia and
Montenegro.

Out of the six former Yugoslav
republics, only Montenegro and
Republic of Serbia still have an Order
of the flag in their award systems.

“Order of the National Flag
of Albania“ (Albanian: Dekorata
e Flamurit Kombétar), one of the
highest honors of Albania, from the
state awards, and was established by a
special Act of March 28, 1996. (Fig. 2)

“Order of the National Flag“ is
awarded to Albanian and foreign
citizens for outstanding contribution
to the enrichment of the Albanian
nation and the Albanian state.
Decorations in Albania are usually
awarded on a proposal of the President
(ie on his own initiative), and can also
be propsed by the Prime Minister or by
the Parliament.

“Order of the Serbian Flag“ (in
Serbian: Oppien cprcke 3acrase) is the
second in line according to the award
system of the Republic of Serbia.
Order was established by the Law on
Decorations of the Republic of Serbia
on October 26, 2009. (Fig. 3)

“Order of the Serbian Flag" is
awarded in three classes for special
merits in the development of
international relations between the
Republic of Serbia and other countries
or international organizations, and
meritorious development and streng-

thening of peaceful cooperation and friendly
relations between Serbia and other countries.

“Order of the Montenegrin Flag“ (Montenegrin:

Orden Crnogorske zastave)is the third highest award
according to the award system in Montenegro. The
Order is awarded in three classes of Montenegrin
citizens and foreigners, for meritorious service or
deeds to Montenegro. (Fig. 4) l

Rounding up the presentation series of
the decorations and awards of the Republic
of Macedonia, in this issue we will present
the recognition - “Charter of the Republic of
Macedonia.“

According to the Chapter 3, Section 17
of the “Law on Awarding Decorations and
Recognitions of the Republic of Macedonia “
(“Official. Gazette” No.48/02), the Charter of the
Republic of Macedonia is awarded to:

- Citizens of the Republic of Macedonia,
as well as citizens of other countries, to legal
entities and international institutions and
organizations for outstanding contribution to
the development of the Republic of Macedonia,
for special merits in the development and
promotion of international relations and
cooperation between Macedonia and other
countries and international institutions
and organizations and strengthening of its
international position and reputation and

- Individuals, organizations and associations,
as well as artistic, sporting and other associati-
ons of successful organization and presentation
of achievements in the relevant field at home
and abroad.

The Charter of the Republic of Macedonia
has a vertical rectangular shape with the
dimensions of 29.5 cm width and 42 cm height.
Made of parchment paper, the middle-top of
the Charter will have the Arms of the Republic
of Macedonia embosed and printed in gold.
Placed underneath the arms is the following
text: ,Republic of Macedonia, President of the
Republic of Macedonia“. The central motif of
the Charter is the letter “M” embossed in gold
with appropriate vignette on a red background.

Under the letter “M”, the text “Charter of
the Republic of Macedonia” is inscribed, under
which the name of the receipt along with the
citation of why they received it. In the lower left
corner is the date and city where the charter is

The overall design of the Charter paper are
Kostadin Tancev and Vladimir Boroevic.

The Charter of the Republic of Macedonia was
first awarded on October 9, 2008, to Mr. Wilhelm
Nausner for special merits in the organization and
implementation of humanitarian activities and for
his contribution to the development of friendly
relations and cooperation between Macedonia and
Austria. The Charter of the Republic of Macedonia
was presented at a ceremony
in the Small Official Hall at
the Parliament building
by the President Branko
Crvenkovski.

The following individu-
als and organizations also
have been honored with
Charters: Mr. Vladislav Bar-
czikowski of Poland, the
festival of children’s songs
“Zlatno Slavejce” (“Golden
Nightingale”) institution for
artistic activities “Skopje
Jazz Festival”, Society of

On the session held on August 29, 2007
the Government of the Republic of Macednia
adopted a new Decree on the uniform and the
emblems of the police uniform that introduced
innovations in design and symbolism of police
insignia. Based on the description of the
emblems worn on the uniform provided in
Article 41 of the Decree, in 2008 new woven
emblems of the Macedonian Police were
produced.

The emblem of the police is in the shape
of a shield with dimensions of 11.5 x 9.5 cm.
It's in dark blue color and it contains a woven
inscription with white letters “PEIIYBJIMKA
MAKEJIOHMJA” (The Republic of Macedonia)
and under it “TIIOJIMIUJA”, underlined with
golden line along the entire inscription. Under
the golden line in white lettering an inscription
“POLICE” is woven and under this the coat of
arms of RM is woven in corresponding colors.
Along the entire edge of the emblem 0.3 cm
from the outer edge there is a yellow line in the
form of an internal frame (Fig.1).

The inscription “ITOJIMIUJA” has dimen-
sions of 10.5 x 2.5 cm. It’s in dark blue color and
it has a white letters woven. Along the entire
edge 0.5 cm from the outer edge a yellow line
is woven.(Fig.2).

The metal tag has the shape of a shield with
dimensions of 5.5 x 5 cm and is manufactured
in silver color. In the middle of the shield
a set sign is set in the form of a circle with a
diameter of 3 cm with a golden color with
a laurel wreath and in the midle letters
“RM”(Fig.3). The rectangular emblem is made
of broadcloth with dimensions of 6.6 x 3.3 cm.
On this emblem the flag of the Republic of
Macedonia is embroidered (Fig.4). The emblem
is in the form of a shield is with dimensions
of 6.5 x 3.5 cm. Along the entire edge of the
emblem 0.5 cm from the outer edge in the form
of internal frame with a silk thread a ribbon

The
emblem is made in two variants.
In the first variant the surface
of the emblem is embroidered
with silk in olive color. The
second variant is designed for the
uniform for members of the PEP
and the surface of the emblem is
embroidered with silk thread in
dark blue color.

The emblem and the
inscription of the Border Police
didn’t change its symbolism with
a little variation of the color, dark
blue instead of green (Fig.6,7).

The emblem of the police
officers who perform duties
of traffic control on the roads
is in the form of a shield. The
background of the emblem is blue
and it has a woven inscription
in golden letters “PEIIYBJIMKA
MAKEJIOHMJA” and “REPUBLIC
OF MACEDONIA“ below. In the
middle of the emblem widespread
wings in golden color are woven.
In their center a shield in gray
is woven and in the middle of
the shield there is a white circle
with a red bordure featuring
golden inscription “STOP”. The
underside of the emblem contains
an inscription with golden letters
“COOBPAKAJHA ITOJINIMJA“ and
»TRAFFIC POLICE” below. (Fig.8)

Along the entire edge of
the inscription on the outer edge a
golden band is woven in the form
of an internal frame (fig.10).

The emblem of the Unit for
Special Tasks is made on a black
background in two variants. The
first variant is in the form of a
circle with a diameter of 9 cm
which contains three rings that
are separated by an orange line
0.2 cm wide. In the middle of
the inner ring a head of a tiger is
woven with dimensions 3 x 3 cm
in a combination of white, orange,
black, red and green. The top half
of the middle ring bear the label
“PEITYBJINKA MAKEJIOHHMJA” in
white letters while the lower half
the label “SPECIAL TASK UNIT”.
Between the upper and lower
half of the middle ring two flags
of RM are woven in the form of a
circle. The upper half of the outer
ring bears the label “PEIIYBJIMKA
MAKEJIOHMJA” and the lower
half the label “EJUHUIIA 3A
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(cm. 12).

The emblem in the shape of
a circle with a diameter of 5 cm
is made on black background in
two variants. The first variant
the head of the tiger is woven in
a combination of white, orange,
black, red and green, with
dimensions of 3 x 3cm. Along the
entire outer edge an orange band
in the form of an internal frame is
woven (fig.15). The second variant
the head of the tiger is woven in
a combination of black, gray and
white. Along the entire outer edge
of the emblem s a gray tape, in
the form of an internal frame is
woven (fig.16).

The emblem of the Rapid
Deployment Unit is in the form of
improper shield with dimensions
of 8.4 x 8.5 cm. It is made in three
variants: the first variant is a dark
green base, the second variant
is a navy blue base and the third
option is a black base (fig.17, 18,
19). In the upper part the label is
“P.MAKEJIOHUMJA” woven below
that “IIOJIMIINJA-EBP”. Both are
underlined. There is a gray sword
in the middle, with an arrow and

Deployment Unit) is made in three
variants: the first variant is woven
with yellow letters on a dark green
base, the second variant is woven
with yellow letters on a navy blue
base and third variant is woven with
gray letters on a black background.
The label is with dimensions of 9.5
x 2.2 cm. Along the entire outer
edge of the label, in the first and
second variant, a golden tape in
the form of an internal frame is
woven (fig.20, 21, 22).

The emblem in the shape of
an irregular shield with reduced
dimensions has dimensions of 4.5
x 4,1 cm and is the same as the
emblem of the Rapid Deployment
Unit without bottom band without
the label “P. MAKEJIOHUJA” and
without the tape trimming (fig. 23,
24, 25).

The emblem of the helicopter
unit is in the form of a shield with
dimensions of 12,5 x 11 cm. The
background of the emblem is dark
gray, in the middle of which a hawk
with opened wings in brownish
color is woven. On the left and
right side of the emblem two
laurel branches are embroidered.
Above the hawk in golden letters
the label “helicopter unit” is

woven. Above that there is a blue line 0.2 cm
wide and above the line there is another label
“MBP HA PM” (MIA of RM) in light gray color.

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The badge of the helicopter
unit is in the form of a shield with
dimensions 6 x 5.3 cm. It’s made of
metal. The base is in dark gray color.
The Badge framed with a line 0.1 cm
wide in blue. In the middle of the
emblem is the flag of Macedonia in
the form of a shield in the middle of
which there’s a helicopter in navy
blue and blue color. Above the flag of
RM there’s an inscription “helicopter
unit” in golden color, and above it
“MBP HA PM” in golden color. (fig.27)

The pilot’s badge is in the form
of outspread wings of a hawk, with
dimensions of 4.2 x 8,4 cm. It's
made of metal in golden color. The
wings are separated by a sword in
golden color with a red handle and
protector in olive color. At the lower
part of the wing the unfurled flag of
Macedonia is set (fig.28)

For the first time, on the basic
emblem of the police instead of the
abbreviation “RM” surrounded by
a laurel wreath the Coat of Arms of
the Republic of Macedonia is applied
in the appropriate colors, making
this national symbol an integral part
of the police emblem.

The removing of the red five-
pointed star from the coat of arms
in accordance with the new Law
on the Coat of arms of the RM from
the 16th of November 2009, was the
reason the Government Decree of 12
January 2011 amending the Decree
on the uniform and the emblems
of the police uniform according to
which the basic emblem the police
administered the amended Coat of
Arms of the Republic (fig.29). The
emblems and badges introduced by
the Decree of 2007 remain in use until
today. But in the period after 2007
some emblems remained unregulated
and they will be discussed in the next
issue of Macedonian Herald. H
